TIPS TO MEMORIZE NEW WORDS


	Create your own flash cards by writing on the front of the card an Arabic word or phrase with the transliteration. And behind the card you need to write the meaning of the word. 

	When you have written your cards, the next step is to memorize the words. 

	Try to memorize five or ten words a day. 

	Show the flash card in front of you and read aloud, if you know the meaning just place the card aside.

	The cards you didn’t know yet, you have to flip the card and look at the meanings. 

	Practice this method all over again for the rest of the cards. 

	Once you know some words, the next step is to write a dictation or write a complete sentence from what you have learnt.

	These flash cards may develop your conversational phrase by creating your own flash cards.

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Chapter 1 The consonants
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BASIC FUNDMENTALS OF THE ARABIC WORDS
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The Arabic alphabet is sometimes said to be difficult because of its cursive (even the print letters flow together like handwritten ones) or because short vowels are normally omitted. These things are true, but the Arabic alphabet can still be learned in just a few hours, if you set your mind to it. 

The key to reading Arabic is to master the 28 consonants. The short vowels are not included in the alphabet, being indicated by signs placed above or below the consonant. A single stroke on top of an alphabet is called the fatha. The fatha is written as ‘a’. Let’s assume you are going to read the letter ‘ بَ ‘ you need to add ‘a’ so it becomes ‘ba’

The term "makhraj" in Arabic means articulation point.  By definition it is:  the place the letter is emitted, meaning a sound that comes out of the mouth relying on a specific place of articulation placing the tongue on the right spot or the sounds comes from parts of the throat. 

So we pronounce a letter from a certain articulation point. Listen to your teacher’s pronunciation of the alphabets and emulate his pronunciation.

THE ARABIC STROKES

Basically, the Arabic system of script consists of strokes such as:

When the fatha stroke is on top of the alphabet, it makes the ‘a’ sound, when it shows a kasra stroke below the alphabet; it makes the ‘e’ sound. Whereas when the domma stroke is on top of the alphabet, it makes the ‘bu’ sound. 

So how do I write in Arabic the name of the strokes, we called this (tash’keel)

That means every alphabet may have these strokes or tash’keel for person to read and pronounce it.

THE TANWEEN

You noticed above that the tash’keel consist of one stroke on top or below an alphabet. Now, the tanween has the same strokes but consists of two strokes instead of one. The tanween is written if a noun is an indefinite noun. Let’s look at the example below:

So to keep it short; the Fat’ha tay’ne makes the ‘ban’ sound. The Kas’ra tay’ne makes the ‘ben’ sound and the Dom-ma tay’ne makes the ‘bun’ sound.
