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CHAPTER: To the Reader
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Salim Musa al-Ashi (1909-1984) was born in Jerusalem in the year 1909. He grew up in Bethlehem, Palestine, and Beirut, Lebanon. He spent most of his adult life in Beirut, with a year in Paris, France, ten years in Cairo, Egypt, and the last nine years of his life was spent in New York City.  He wrote 150 books under the pen-name of “Doctor Dahesh”. He was never a medical doctor. He had an honorary doctorate in psychic studies from a institute in Paris: based upon his supernatural abilities. He never spent more then 3 months at any school. He became a collector of French Academic Art, and of books in Arabic. However, he is best known in the Arab-speaking world as “The Man of Miracles”.  Doctor Dahesh was the most prolific worker of supernatural miracles in all of recorded human history. He performed the same miracles that Jesus did, except in greater numbers. There are hundreds of people still alive on Earth today (2024) who have witnessed one or more of his supernatural miracles. I am one of them.  His followers, the Daheshists, believe that he was a reincarnation of Jesus Christ. Not the first reincarnation of Christ, and not the last. He is known to tens of millions in the Arabic speaking world as “The Man of Miracles”: as the greatest magician who ever lived, or the greatest sorcerer who ever lived, or as the greatest hypnotist who ever lived,  as a miracle-working Saint, or as the 20th century incarnation of the Christ-Spirit.  We don’t all agree about who he was, but everyone who knows his life agrees that he was the most remarkable man in the 20th century.[image: ]

CHAPTER: Who Was Doctor Dahesh of Lebanon?
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Dear Reader,

I am a former Mormon missionary and apologist (defender of the faith). I resigned from the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints in 1996. I will explain my reasons in this book. I am still a firm believer that Jesus Christ is the Son of God, my Lord and Savior, who shed His blood on the Cross to atone for original sin. I am also a Daheshist: a follower of Doctor Dahesh (1909~1984), a miracle working Prophet from Lebanon. I do not see a contradiction in my beliefs. Read the book and you will understand why I think this way. This is my true story of how various supernatural events lead me from Mormonism to Daheshism. Please withhold judgment until you have read the book. 

Before I tell you of my supernatural experiences which led me from the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints (the religion formerly known as “Mormonism”) to the Noble Spiritual Faith of Daheshism, I want to introduce you briefly to the Founder of the Noble Spiritual Faith: Doctor Dahesh of Lebanon.  Born as Salim Musa Al-Ashi, in Jerusalem, in 1909, he would later publish 150 books under the pen-name of “Doctor Dahesh”. He had only three months of formal education. He was given a Honorary Doctorate in Psychic Studies by the Sage Institute of Paris, in 1930, based upon his supernatural abilities: which they tested for many months. After that point he wrote under the name “Doctor Dahesh” and that is what his followers called him. He was never a medical doctor and never claimed to be.  Yet he healed hundreds not by surgery or medicine, but via his own supernatural abilities. Salim Musa Al-Ashi (“Doctor Dahesh”) was the most prolific worker of supernatural miracles in all of recorded history. There are hundreds of published eye-witness accounts of his miracles: most of them written by people who never became his disciples. Most of these eye-witnesses were Lebanese and Egyptian journalists. The recorded miracles of Doctor Dahesh are in the thousands of pages. He is known to millions in Egypt and Lebanon as “The Man of Miracles” but he is practically unknown outside of those two countries.

Salim Musa Al-Ashi was born of Assyrian immigrants to Jerusalem in 1909. He was raised in Beirut, Lebanon, and (in the Summer months) in Bethlehem, Palestine. He became known as a worker of supernatural miracles at the age of five years, and that reputation only grew over time.

In the year 1927, in the Summer, while living in Bethlehem with relatives, a group of Assyrians (Iraqi Christians) from Mosul were visiting Bethlehem, and decided to have a picnic at the Pools of Solomon: small reservoirs near the city.  Young Salem (then 17) and a group of his friends decided to join them hoping to get some free food.  When they arrived at the pools, one of the Assyrians said: “If Jesus were here today he would walk on this water!”  Salem heard him and said: “Yes, yes, I can do that!” and proceeded to walk upon the top of one of the pools, from one end to the other. When he got back the Assyrians looked at his shoes, which were dry. A few jumped into the pool, which was deep and had no stone paths. At that point the Assyrians threw their hands into the air and shouted “Dahesh! Dahesh!” which means, in Assyrian “Astonishing!” or “Amazing!” or “Oh my God!” or “Wow!”.  After that day, the friends of Salem no longer called him “Salim” but thereafter they called him “Dahesh”.

At age 18 he moved back to Beirut, Lebanon, and worked many more miracles. At that time, Lebanon was a Protectorate of France. Dahesh got the attention of the Société Psychique Internationale in Paris, who invited him to Paris so that they might “test” his psychic abilities. They did so for many months, and were astonished by his abilities. They granted him an Honorary Doctorate in Psychic Studies as a reward.  After that Dahesh began to write books under the pen-name of “Doctor Dahesh”. 

Dahesh then moved to Cairo, Egypt, for ten years. During those years he worked as a stage magician, and continued to write books. In 1942 he moved back to Beirut, and, in that year, founded the Noble Spiritual Faith of Daheshism. His first disciple was Yusuf El-Hajj, a Lebanese business man he had met in Cairo, and the founder of the Grand Orient Arabe (Arab Freemasons) in Egypt.  Yusuf was good friends with Halim Dammous, the most famous poet in Lebanon during the first half of the 20th century.  Al-Hajj told Dammous about Dahesh, and his miracles he saw him perform in Egypt.  Dammous was curious and wanted to meet Dahesh, so Dammous invited both men to dinner at his large home in West Beirut. So, Al-Hajj and Dahesh attended the dinner with Dammous, and Dammous wrote of this incident in his book series The Daheshist Chronicles: 13 volumes of 200 pages each in the Arabic language. During dinner Al-Hajj and Dammous spoke about miracles. Dammous was a Maronite Christian (like 30% of all Lebanese) but admitted he doubted the existence of literal miracles.  Dammous said he also doubted that the man Adam had really existed, but that the story of Adam and Eve was a myth only: a parable meant to teach metaphorical truths.  At that point, Dahesh pushed himself away form the table, stood up, walked to the window, and stared at the Moon. Dammous writes of what happened that night (in his own words):

August 1, 1942 – The First Miracle : The Appearance of the Extra-Terrestrial — A Discussion

We were three at my home in Ras-Beirut : Doctor Dahesh, Brother Yussef El Hajj, and I.  It was ten o'clock at night when Doctor Dahesh rose and approached the window ... and here, he gazed at the moon. That's when we heard a subtle murmur reaching our ears. And, lo and behold, a light mist materialized before us and began to shrink, to compress, and to diminish until it revealed a man whose face was red and whose form was amazing and whose face sparkled as if it was the surface of a mirror. His size was similar to ours. He approached us and began to speak to us at a mind-boggling speed, but in a tongue completely foreign to what we were familiar with. And in our turn, we asked him to express himself in Arabic — we asked if he could do so, because we were unable to understand a single word of what he was saying. That's when Doctor Dahesh approached him, put his hand on his mouth ...he  immediately began to express himself in Arabic and in a very clear fashion. And he said:

"I am the inhabitant of one of these Worlds that are inaccessible to your human eyes. Once, I was an inhabitant of your planet — and that was thousands of years ago. And — what you refer to as — 'Death' befell me ...but in reality, death is none other than a passage from one World to another, from one condition into another. For as soon as I permanently closed m eyes in your planet, leaving behind my body as food for earthworms, I found

myself in a world of sublime beauty.

If you ask the question, 'How come we, the living and the inhabitants of this planet are not capable of seeing you — you, who have abandoned your

material body and now wear a transparent Spiritual body?'

My answer would be that the explanation would require many volumes and that I would have to remain with you for many long hours — which is not possible because, and already, the hour to leave you is almost upon us.

Nevertheless, I will explain a fact and supply you with proof. And here is,

then, the explanation:

Each human being possesses two bodies: One material and the other

Spiritual. As for your Material World, it possesses vibrating waves, similarly to the Spiritual World which also possesses vibrating waves that are unique to it. But the difference — from the point of view of the speed of vibration — between the vibrating waves of the Material World and that of the Spiritual World is huge.

The speed of the vibrating waves in your Material World is far lesser than the speed of the vibrating waves in the Spiritual Worlds. When (what is commonly referred to as) death occurs in your world, the spiritual body — which represents the second portion of your personal entity— separates from the material body and rises until it reaches the

World whose vibrating waves are identical to its own.

That is why it is impossible for you to perceive this spiritual body because the organ of sight is under the influence of your material world whose

vibrating waves are too slow by comparison to the Spiritual World — and to the speed of the vibrating waves in this spiritual body, thus the impossibility

to see anything whatsoever. As for the proof, and in order to simplify the problem, and so that you are in a position to better understand it, I will give

you this following example: 

Imagine you are standing upright, on any street... and that a car passes right before you, rolling at great speed. It will pass you without your being able to identify the passengers that were inside the car ... and that is due to its staggering speed.

But, if it is given to you to climb inside another car, and follow it until you are able to catch up with it — at which point you would be riding side by

side, regardless of speed — you would be able to perceive those who are inside the other car ... just as they would be able to see you — since both

your speeds are now identical. Likewise, the same can be said about our ethereal world. You will not be in a position to perceive it with your eyes that remain subject to the laws of matter and with these vibrations that are far slower than the waves of our Spiritual World." 

We asked him a few questions and received — for each question — an adequate answer. He took leave of us and began to dissipate little by little before us until he disappeared completely. His vanishing was as extraordinary as his appearance had been incredible.

Note: the words of Halim Dammous have appeared in bold print while the words of the Red-Skinned Prophet have appeared in bold italic.

Who was the Red-Skinned Prophet? We cannot be sure. He materialized in front of the three men and began to speak in a language they could not understand. Dahesh put his hand over the mouth of the red-skinned prophet, and the prophet began to speak perfect Arabic. Al-Hajj and Dammous had been speaking about the subject of Adam during dinner: Dammous saying he thought Adam never really existed.

Mormonism and most Christian churches teach that Adam was the first human being on Earth: made literally from clay. However, the Noble Spiritual Faith teaches that the man we call “Adam” came here from another dimension, with an ethereal body, and he ate material fruit, which gradually caused his ethereal body to become physical and again subject to death.  The Assyrian kings list lists the name “Adamu” as the second king of the Assyrians. The name “Adam” in Hebrew means “to appear red”.

The man we call “Adam” was not the first homo sapien but the first man of the “Adamic” race. He was the first man with a Nephesh (God-breathed soul). Before him, the pre-Adamites had animal souls. The Nephesh is from God, and thus divine. Another name for the Nephesh is “Conscience”.  Adamites have a “conscience” but Pre-Adamites have none.  Pre-Adamites killed and ate each other with no remorse. But the Adamites have a Nephesh (conscience) unlike the Pre-Adamite humans.
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
