Once again welcome and thank you for taking the time to do this interview with me. I know you’ve had a lot going on recently, so I really appreciate you finding time in your schedule for this”

Genevieve

Well there’s only so many times you can say no before a yes slips out and I guess you got just enough no’s for the interview to happen. But in all honesty I've seen some of your work and I'm impressed, so there’s no need to thank me. The pleasure is all mine.

Vanessa

So without further ado, I'd like to reintroduce Genevieve to the world. She is a best selling author of over a dozen books in four different genres, Genevieve is known worldwide for her brilliant work. This will be the first time in over twenty years that the world will get to lay eyes on this beautiful, intelligent, innovative and talented woman and she’s ready to bare it all for you in this no holds bar interview.

Genevieve

Wow, I think that’s the best introduction I've gotten in all of my interviews and I expected it to be a bit harsh considering my headlines over the years.

Vanessa

Regardless of recent issues in the media, you still are one of the best authors America has had the pleasure of reading. Now I don’t want to keep people waiting so I think it’s time for our first question.

Genevieve

Let’s get started.

Vanessa

We know from your first novel “I spy” that you’re from Denver, Colorado. Tell us what it was like for you while growing up?

Genevieve

I’m the youngest of my mother and father’s first four children. I have two older brothers named Timothee, Edward and an older sister named Marianne. While my mother and father were married things were alright, my parents did have money struggles here and there, but my siblings and I always had what we needed.

So does that mean that your father never reached out to you while you were younger? Can you remember the last time you saw him?

Genevieve 

My father made sure he never saw me or my siblings ever again, not even by accident. I was far too young to remember the last time I saw him and honestly that just might be a gift from God, he was not a man anybody would want to remember. The topic of my father won’t tell my readers anything as he hasn’t been a part of my life for almost all of it, so it would probably be best to move on.

Vanessa

Of course, the whole point of this interview is to dig deep into your life and if he wasn’t a large part then he has no significance to the story. Moving forward into your childhood, it was also said in your book that you and your siblings often had to live with relatives together and apart. What was that experience like for you and have you spoken with any of those relatives since then?

Genevieve

Living with our grandmother was great, she was such a loving and caring woman we were overjoyed whenever our mother left us with her. I lived with a couple aunts, uncles and family friends as well, one of my aunts let Edward and myself stay with her for a few months. My aunt's name was Stephanie and she wasn’t great, she sort of just let Edward and I roam when we felt like it. As long as we didn’t get in her way or touch her liquor, things remained livable.

Vanessa

Were you and your big brother Edward close?

Genevieve

He and I were extremely close, since we were the youngest of our siblings. Because of that we got to stay in the same place a lot more than the other two.

Vanessa

Sounds like you two were the best of friends?

Genevieve

Without a doubt he was my best friend and he was the first person to help understand what was going on with our family. Edward would always make sure there were no monsters and he read to me before bed as practice for school, he was magnificent.

Vanessa

So when he vanished it would’ve been hard for you.

Genevieve

It was horrible. The day started out regular, we were both getting ready for school and then went walking on our way there. My aunt was drunk as usual and couldn’t have cared less about whether or not we made it to school, so when I went back home instead of going to school it was no big deal. That was until the day went on, night passed and my brother was still not back. Finally my aunt got up off of her ass and called my mother, who took her time showing just to leave right away. Everybody said for weeks that he had just ran away to our fathers, but I knew that couldn’t have been true. Since we had no clue as to where he was and it was impossible that Edward would be able to find him. Three weeks went by, the police showed up to the door letting everybody know they found his belongings with some blood on them. That was when my mother actually started to give a shit, but unfortunately for Edward it was too late and he’s been gone ever since”

Vanessa

Are you telling me that no one, not even your mother filed a missing persons report for your brother?

Genevieve

My mother filed a report a while after she showed up to my aunts, but nobody cared enough to get up and look for him. The police department was lacking a lot at that time.

Vanessa 

That’s absolutely terrible, I am truly sorry this happened and that the adults around didn’t care more for your brother.

Genevieve

I’m sorry too.

Vanessa

With everything that happened were you and your family ever told by the police what might’ve happened to Edward? Do you have any ideas of what could’ve happened to him and do you think his case will ever be solved?

Genevieve

There has never been any type of closure regarding my brother's disappearance and no one has ever come forward with valid information or a confession. I don’t expect anyone to come forward and if they wanted to they’d probably wait until their knocking on death's door. I used to have faith that my brother was still alive and he would somehow miraculously fight off his capture then make it back home to us. But as I got older, I had to force myself to face the truth and deal with the fact that he was never going to come back. So that's when I began to grieve for him.

Vanessa

At what age did you come to this conclusion?

Genevieve

I was twelve and with all the things happening around me, I had lost all the faith that was left.

Vanessa

Not to go backwards, but did your father ever pop up even for a search?

Genevieve

He never showed up for anything and I’m not sure if he knew or cared.

Vanessa

Your childhood seemed very difficult from early on, where was your mother when Edward vanished?

Genevieve

My childhood was nothing but a mountain I needed to climb in order to reach the top, it was a stepping stone towards my future. My mother... Well she was everywhere but with us, she was mostly out trying to find a man and a way to not have to take care of us anymore. Not that she really ever did, once my father left her she unraveled and left us behind to fend for ourselves.

Vanessa

You feel that your mother saw yourself and your siblings as more of a burden than her beloved children? When your father left would you say that she put finding a new husband above her children and that she desired a new life without the four of you?

Genevieve

From my older sister’s perspective she would probably tell you that my mother was always like this and she was never really the caring type. For me I don’t remember a time when she was constantly around, but the relationship she and I had was pretty rough for a long time. My mother never had a real love for us and she mostly tolerated my siblings and I while my father was still around.

Vanessa

When your mother finally remarried, what was your initial reaction?

Genevieve

It was quite a shock since I was still trying to wrap my head around my brother going missing and we had never met him before they got married.

Vanessa

Did you and your stepfather have a good relationship?

Genevieve

My stepfather and I didn’t have a relationship, he never made an attempt to bond with me. My mother married him and restarted her life right in front of us, while we were just stuck in complete confusion.

Vanessa

So is that why you decided to only briefly speak about him in your first novel?

Genevieve

Yes, he was like my father, not a man that I wanted to spend too much time thinking about and he had no importance to my life.
