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CHAPTER ONE

With every Christian dragged from a home, every believer thrown into prison, Saul saw himself as carrying out God’s will. He was present at the stoning of Stephen, guarding the cloaks of those who cast the first stones, his assent a silent, powerful endorsement of the mob's fury. 

The subsequent "great persecution" against the church in Jerusalem scattered believers across Judea and Samaria, and Saul, filled with threats and murder, saw their flight not as a setback, but as a challenge. It was a challenge he met with a relentless and single-minded focus.

This unholy pursuit of what he perceived as justice led him to Damascus, armed with letters from the high priest that granted him the authority to arrest all who followed "the Way". He would bring them back in chains to Jerusalem for punishment. Saul, this zealous Pharisee, was marching straight toward the fulfillment of his violent mission, with no hint of the divine reversal that awaited him just outside the city walls.

But even in his ferocious independence, in his absolute conviction that he was acting alone and on behalf of his own beliefs, a deeper, unseen force was at work.
