PROLOGUE I

BEFORE THE FLOOD

Genesis does not say the world was merely sinful. It says the world was corrupt.

Genesis 6:11 (KJV)

“The earth also was corrupt before God, and the earth was filled with violence.”

The word translated as "corrupt” carries the idea of something spoiled, ruined from within, degraded at the level of structure.

This was not simply a world where people lied, stole, and ignored God.

This was a world where the design of humanity itself was under assault.

And that matters, because from the very beginning, humanity carried something sacred.

Genesis 1:27 (KJV)

“So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.”

Humanity was not just another creature walking the earth. Humanity was image-bearing.

The reflection of the Creator is placed inside creation.

That image represented authority, stewardship, and covenant.

When Genesis describes corruption spreading through “all flesh,” it is describing something far deeper than social decline.

It is describing a contamination of the very structure God had designed.

And that is why the response of heaven was not gradual reform. It was decisive intervention.

The flood was not God losing patience. The flood was God protecting the promise.

Because redemption required a preserved line.

Genesis 3:15 had already declared the coming conflict:

Seed versus seed.

So, the flood did two things simultaneously. It judged corruption.

And it preserved redemption. Eight souls entered the ark. The promise continued.

He did not compare it to Rome. He compared it to Noah.

Matthew 24:37 (KJV)

“But as the days of Noah were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.”

Which means the flood is not merely history. It is a pattern.

And patterns are warnings.




​PROLOGUE II

THE COURT IS SEATED

Most people imagine the end of the world as chaos. Scripture describes something very different.

Scripture describes a courtroom.

When the prophet Daniel was given a vision of the end of the age, he did not see random disasters at first.

He saw thrones. Daniel 7:9–10 (KJV)

This vision establishes something critical for understanding prophecy.

The end of the age is controlled destruction. It is the execution of a heavenly decision.

The court is seated. The books are open.

WHY THIS WARNING MATTERS
