Market Overview and Current Statistics



 

 

As of 2025, the global nail care industry is valued at over $12 billion, with the U.S. market alone accounting for approximately $8 billion annually. Nail salons make up a significant share of small business ownership in America—particularly among immigrant communities—representing both economic opportunity and cultural heritage.

 

The average nail salon employs 3–6 technicians and earns between $250,000 and $500,000 in gross annual revenue, depending on size, location, and specialization. Meanwhile, independent nail artists working from studios, mobile setups, or shared spaces are redefining what it means to “own” a beauty business.

 

Despite competition, demand for nail services continues to grow steadily at 3–5% annually, supported by rising consumer interest in self-care, wellness, and aesthetic individuality. Even during economic downturns, the nail sector remains remarkably resilient—proof that beauty, for many, is not a luxury but a small daily ritual of confidence.
