​What Is a Credit Card?

​Introduction:

​A credit card is temporarily borrowed money. It is not a gift, it is not extra income, and it does not increase your salary. It is a loan that you must repay according to established rules. This card can facilitate purchases, emergencies, reservations, and opportunities, but only if you understand how it works.

​Credit Limit (Line of Credit): Emphasize that you are not given cash, but a spending limit approved by a financial institution (the bank or issuer). This limit is the maximum amount you can owe them at any given time.

​Fundamental Difference from a Debit Card:

​Debit: Your money. Spending is based on your current balance in your bank account. If there is no money, the purchase is declined.

​Credit: The bank's money (a loan). Spending is based on your credit limit. The balance in your checking or savings account is irrelevant. This contrast is crucial.

​From Metal Tokens to Plastic

​Introduction: Credit Before Plastic

​Although the modern credit card is a 20th-century invention, the concept of "buy now, pay later" is ancient.

​The Precursors (Early 20th Century): Before World War II, many large businesses (department stores, gas stations, and hotels) issued their own "cards" or metal plates (known as the Charga-Plate). These could only be used at the issuing establishment and served to build loyalty among the most solvent customers, allowing them to pay their balance at the end of the month.
