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      The book "The Lost Civilization of Lemuria" tells a historical story about the Lemuria.

      

      The theory of the Lemuria continent was appeared by zoologist and biogeographer Philip Sclater, the purpose is to explain certain discontinuities in biogeography. It is said that the area of the land of the Lemuria continent extends horizontally from the Indian Ocean to the Pacific Ocean, connecting India, Madagascar, and Australia, and there is an ancient Tamil civilization called Kumari Kandam on this land. The Lemuria hypothesis was once gaining some acceptance within the scientific community until the theories of plate tectonics and continental drift appeared.

      Lemuria is one of the lost lands said to have been located in either the Pacific Ocean or the Indian Ocean. Lemuria has been associated with Kumari Kandam, a mythical lost continent located in the south of present-day India in the Indian Ocean. It is said to be the ancient Tamil civilization. It is in the 19th century that many scholars embarked on trying to unearth the mystery behind the existing theory of the presence of the submerged Lemuria continent. This study attracted the attention of Americans, Africans and a section of Europeans who intended to explain the similarities between the existing geology and how it might be connected to Africa, India, Madagascar, and Australia. As it was described in the literature of Tamil and Sanskrit, a section of those who were involved in the adaptation of the theory of Tamil, tried to connect it to Pandvan legends of land that was lost in the waters. According to the authors, before the catastrophic loss of Tamil, their civilization existed in Lemuria.

      

      It was in the 20th century when the Tamil authors began to use the name “Kumari Kandam” in the description of the lost island, but this became obsolete upon the coming of the continental drift theory although the concept remained popular among the revivalists of Tamil. They, therefore, described Kumari Kandam as a place where, during the Pandvan reign, a time when literary academies were organized. They, therefore, in proving their antiquity of Tamil language and culture, claimed that Kamari Kandam was the cradle of civilization.

      

      For now, enough of the studies are focused on some theories, the plate tectonic theory and the DNA study which have been widely used on this topic rather than focusing on history itself. Later in the paper, we shall focus on the evidence that is available to show that whether the continent of Lemuria existed. Back in 1800, as scientists were doing their research, they decided that there must have been a continent in the Indian Ocean. These calls were based on scant evidence and they, therefore, called this continent Lemuria. It is on this continent that some scientists even believed that there was a race that lived there known as Lemurians. The Lemurians are said to have been four-armed, and, hermaphroditic bodies. This, however, doesn’t matter much considering that they are said to be the ancestors of the current humans “as well as the Lemurs.”
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
