(90 cm ≈ 35.4 in, 80 cm ≈ 31.5 in)

	14 feathers from migratory birds:



The feathers represent lightness and freedom, important elements for filtering dreams and retaining only those that are positive and beneficial. Migratory birds are especially significant due to their ability to travel between different planes of existence.



	One skein of white wool yarn:



The white wool symbolizes purity and protection. It is used to weave the Dream Catcher's web and trap negative dreams, allowing only positive ones to pass through.



	One skein of black wool yarn:



The black wool yarn represents wisdom and the power of the night. It is used to embroider protective symbols onto the Dream Catcher and strengthen its ability to repel negative energies.



	One piece of clothing from a deceased relative:



This garment must have belonged to a dear and trusted relative, someone who protected you during their lifetime. Its presence in the ritual allows you to honor the ancestral connection and receive their support and protection during the process.



	A pair of scissors:



The scissors are used to cut the wool threads and shape the Dream Catcher. They represent the ability to separate negative dreams from positive ones, eliminating harmful influences.



	A small spool of thin jewelry wire:
