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Introduction

To understand the figure of Ernesto Guevara de la Serna is to embark on a journey that transcends the mere biography of a man to enter the turbulent territory of a global myth. We will deal with a man who was, at once, a brilliant strategist, a failed economist, a devoted father, and a radical internationalist who abandoned everything for an ideal. By peeling back the layers of propaganda and vilification, we aim to offer a balanced view that recognizes his historical importance without ignoring the human cost of his choices. This is a book about the power of an individual to challenge the status quo and about the limitations that reality imposes on even the most burning utopias. It is, ultimately, a study of the human condition in the face of the great dilemmas of justice, freedom, and sacrifice.

Roots of an aristocratic restlessness in Rosario

If we look at the maps of history as if they were geological layers, we would find that the birth of Ernesto Guevara on June 14, 1928, in Rosario, Argentina, occurred at a point of high social pressure. He was born into a family that, although experiencing some financial fluctuations, belonged to the upper-middle class with aristocratic lineages that dated back to the colonial era. This detail is crucial because the revolutionary spark often does not ignite in the hearts of those who have nothing, but in the minds of those who, having everything, perceive the void of the world around them. Ernesto grew up in a household where books were as abundant as conversations about politics and art, creating a fertile environment for a critical consciousness that would later challenge the very class he came from.

The family environment of the Guevara de la Serna was characterized by a bohemian liberalism and a deep intellectual curiosity that defied the provincial conventions of the time. His parents, Ernesto Guevara Lynch and Celia de la Serna, were non-conformist figures who encouraged their children to think for themselves and to value personal integrity above social appearances. The Argentina of his youth was a country of profound contrasts, where the elegance of Buenos Aires masked the growing tensions of a working class that was beginning to find its voice. His roots were Argentine, but his restlessness was already starting to feel too large for a single nation.
