Scripture Matters
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Many scholars challenge newer versions of scripture for their accuracy.  Therefore, in the interests of being accurate, we chose to use the oldest version of scripture, the KJV.  While there are many accuracy challenges within this version too, we find it much easier to validate original language words and thus authenticate accuracy.  We have also noted that once a person becomes familiar with the KJV it becomes a little easier to understand.  Therefore, all quotes in this book originate from the KJV, except the name of God appears as YHVH (yod, heh, vav, heh) or YeHoVaH.  See Appendix for more information about the reason for this change.

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THUS FAR, YOU HAVE read stories of intercession from my life.  Each intercession was analyzed to discover intercessory principles.  After each one was pointed out, it was aligned with the Word.  We began with very simple intercession and then progressed to types that are more complex. 


In this section, we will look at examples of intercession strictly from the Word.  All intercessions recorded in this section are somewhat complex, but after each one is recorded, it will be explained and analyzed as we did in the last chapter.  In this way, there will be a re-enforcement of the principles found in Section One.

Setting The Stage for God’s Entrance
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THE INTERCESSION EVENT

Daniel 9: 1-19

“1 In the first year of Darius the son of Ahasuerus, of the seed of the Medes, which was made king over the realm of the Chaldeans; 2 In the first year of his reign I Daniel understood by books (the scriptures) the number of the years, whereof the word of YeHoVaH came to Jeremiah the prophet, that he would accomplish seventy years in the desolations of Jerusalem.  3 And I set my face unto the Lord God, to seek by prayer and supplications, with fasting, and sackcloth, and ashes:

4 And I prayed unto YeHoVaH my God, and made my confession, and said, O Lord, the great and dreadful God, keeping the covenant and mercy to them that love him, and to them that keep his commandments;  5 We have sinned, and have committed iniquity, and have done wickedly, and have rebelled, even by departing from your precepts and from your judgments: 6 Neither have we listened unto your y servants the prophets, which spoke in your name to our kings, our princes, and our fathers, and to all the people of the land.


7 O Lord, righteousness belongs unto you, but unto us confusion of faces, as at this day; to the men of Judah, and to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and unto all Israel, that are near, and that are far off, through all the countries where you have driven them, because of their trespass that they have trespassed against you.  8 O Lord, to us belongs great humiliation[2], to our kings, to our princes, and to our fathers, because we have sinned against you.


9 To the Lord our God belong mercies and forgiveness, though we have rebelled against him; 10 Neither have we obeyed the voice of YeHoVaH our God, to walk in his laws, which he set before us by his servants the prophets.  11 Yes, all Israel have transgressed your law, even by departing, that they might not obey your voice; therefore the curse is poured upon us, and the oath that is written in the law of Moses the servant of God, because we have sinned against him.

12 And he has confirmed his words, which he spoke against us, and against our judges that judged us, by bringing upon us a great evil: for under the whole heaven has not been done as has been done upon Jerusalem. 13 As it is written in the law of Moses, all this evil is come upon us: yet made we not our prayer before YeHoVaH our God, that we might turn from our iniquities, and understand your truth. 

14 Therefore has YeHoVaH watched upon the evil and brought it upon us: for YeHoVaH our God is righteous in all his works which he does: for we obeyed not his voice.   15 And now, O Lord our God, you have brought your people forth out of the land of Egypt with a mighty hand, and has gotten renown, as at this day; we have sinned, we have done wickedly.

16 O Lord, according to all your righteousness, I beseech you, let your anger and your fury be turned away from thy city Jerusalem, your holy mountain: because for our sins, and for the iniquities of our fathers, Jerusalem and your people are become a reproach to all that are about us.

17 Now therefore, O our God, hear the prayer of your servant, and his supplications, and cause your face to shine upon thy sanctuary that is desolate, for the Lord’s sake.  18 O my God, incline your ear, and hear; open your eyes, and behold our desolations, and the city which is called by thy name: for we do not present our supplications before you for our righteousness, but for your great mercies.   19 O Lord, hear; O Lord, forgive; O Lord, listen and do; defer not, for your own sake, O my God: for your city and your people are called by your name.”
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This type of intercession is called:

REPENTATIVE INTERCESSION

(Some call this Identification Repentance.)
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BEFORE DELVING INTO the subject of Repentative Intercession, let’s come to an agreement on what the word “repent” means biblically. 


Ezekiel 14: 6 explains it well:

“6 Therefore say unto the house of Israel, thus says the Lord YeHoVaH; Repent, and turn yourselves from your idols; and turn away your faces from all your abominations.”

Hebrew for repent in this verse comes from a primitive root meaning to turn back or reverse directions.  In this passage, YeHoVaH speaks to the House of Israel (the ten tribes) and calls them to turn back to YeHoVaH.  Earlier they had forsaken Him as they adopted the idols of the land, along with idolatrous religious rites, thus polluting their faith.  YeHoVaH sent word to the House of Israel to “repent” or “turn away” from their pursuit of idolatry.  Then, as today, setting affections on abhorrent rituals and untruths are unfruitful and only gain YeHoVaH’s disfavour, therefore YeHoVaH asked them to “reverse directions” and set a course to follow only Him. 

In true repentance, a change in direction takes place, resulting in a complete abandonment of the sin and any pathway leading to sin.  This new pathway embraces YeHoVaH, His will and His way!  In the passage in Ezekiel 14:15, the cry of YeHoVaH’s heart was: Repent, or in other words, turn and go the other direction away from your idols and all your abominations. 

In true repentance, the Holy Spirit convicts a person that their sin is offensive to YeHoVaH.  Once that is done and the person repents, willing to forsake the sin, a change or reversal in direction takes place because of the influence and power of the Holy Spirit who will then lead the person in the paths of righteousness.

John 16:8 -11

“8 And when he comes, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:  9 Of sin, because they believe not on me; 10 Of righteousness, because I go to my Father, and you see me no more; 11 Of judgment, because the prince of this world is judged.”

In Repentative Intercession then, the Holy Spirit plays a very important part.  Only He can convict of sin, of righteousness and of judgment to come.  Without the Holy Spirit’s Presence, repentance just doesn’t take place.  His Presence is needed when interceding for:


	
THE LOST: to enable sinners to turn away from sin, move towards YeHoVaH, repent, and receive salvation.  



	
BACKSLIDDEN BELIEVERS:  to enable believers who are spiritually cold, to return to their first love. 


	
DECEIVED BELIEVERS: to free sinners trapped by sin that keeps them from their destiny with YeHoVaH. 



	
MANY NUMEROUS OTHERS: including the alignment of “officials of any kind” in places of authority.  An intercessor’s aim is to enable YeHoVaH’s laws to operate within the proper jurisdiction (and in their personal lives, too). (“Officials” include leaders at any level of control in cities, municipalities, provinces, territories, and nations.) 






While Repentative Intercession primarily seeks YeHoVaH’s face on behalf of all these areas, it also aims to achieve a specific goal.  Daniel’s intercession will give us more insight. 

Let’s look at it.
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DANIEL’S INTERCESSION
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Daniel, as the Bible portrays, is a faithful servant of YeHoVaH, understanding and practicing his faith while performing his duties as a high official in the courts of the Babylonian kingdom.  Due to Daniel’s relationship with YeHoVaH, he was given great wisdom to fulfill his position within the kingdom. 

This wisdom was evidenced in the counsel Daniel gave to the several kings of Babylon that he served, and in Daniel’s giftings as well.  Daniel was gifted by YeHoVaH to interpret dreams and visions.  This he did for the Kings he served, and in addition, recorded the dreams and visions in what is now scripture in the book of Daniel. 

Daniel also understood the times and seasons in which he lived, including the prophetic word of the prophet Jeremiah regarding the return of the children of Israel to Jerusalem.  Because Daniel knew it was the season for their return, he determined to seek YeHoVaH on behalf of his people to facilitate their return to their homeland. 


Daniel understood that repentance for sin must come prior to restoration, so Daniel petitioned YeHoVaH to remove the reproach that came upon the captives because of sins committed before their exile.  In other words, Daniel understood restoration and future blessings with YeHoVaH depended upon removing the former sins from YeHoVaH’s sight, something that can only happen when repentance is made for the sins.  With that in mind, Daniel identified with the sins of his people and sought YeHoVaH for forgiveness on behalf of his people.  [3]


In summary, Daniel’s goal was to identify with the sins that led to captivity, and through intercession, repent for the sins on behalf of those who offended God, but were no longer living.  Thus, these offences would be forgiven, the curse removed, and YeHoVaH’s blessings could flow.  This is clearly a pattern for setting the stage for YeHoVaH’s entrance. 
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THE INTERCESSION EXPLAINED
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Let us begin by looking at the other principles as discovered in Volume 1, following the same review pattern:

This account opens with this statement: “I set my face unto YeHoVaH God”.  Immediately one might conclude that Daniel initiated the intercession, but is that possible?  Daniel approached YeHoVaH with humility from a heart fixed on YeHoVaH for diligent service, but were these traits in Daniel a result of his own goodness or were they the working of the Holy Spirit in his life?

Daniel’s ability to identify with the sins of his ancestors, and his desire to see the returning Jews blessed, was a direct result of the work of the Holy Spirit.  He put the desire within Daniel to move towards intercession, thus YeHoVaH initiated the intercession.

To look at it another way, Daniel was divinely gifted to function in the capacity of his call as a servant of the Babylonian King, and a servant of the Living YeHoVaH.  This latter service included intercession for YeHoVaH’s people to return to Jerusalem.  YeHoVaH opened Daniel’s understanding to grasp Divine Plans.  Then Daniel, following the leading of the Holy Spirit, made the intercession.  Therefore, through the work of the Holy Spirit, YeHoVaH initiated the intercession.
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
