There are several ways to structure and plot a contemporary romance, and this is just one, but it should help you get a feel for how to do it, and it can be reused indefinitely.
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Concept
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WHAT IS YOUR CONCEPT? How does your FMC meet the MMC? What kind of subplot or subplots will you introduce? You want at least two, and probably three or four, for this length. Don’t confuse a subplot with an obstacle. A subplot is a smaller element in the story. It’s basically a problem that needs to be solved, and it can be used to show character growth or just add another layer of conflict and length to your story. The obstacle is what could break them up and keeps them apart for at least part of the book (usually during the stage where they’re admitting attraction and trying to fight it).
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
