No one has ever died from marijuana and the effects are calming and pleasurable, folks just want to calmly communicate while eating cookies. From 1850 to 1936 Cannabis was used as the primary medicine for more than 100 separate illnesses and diseases in the U.S. According to the web sources, I found heroin, marijuana, opium, and cocaine were made illegal in the early 1900s for various reasons, mostly related to economics and cultural prejudice rather than addiction or health risks. Some of the factors that influenced the prohibition of these drugs were the association of opium with Chinese immigrants, who were considered a threat to the labor market and social order. The first anti-opium laws in the 1870s were directed at the Chinese. The Harrison Narcotic Act of 1914 regulated the production and distribution of opiate-containing substances and was later used to prosecute doctors who prescribed opiates to addicts. The association of cocaine with black men in the South, who were perceived as violent and aggressive under the influence of the drug. The first anti-cocaine laws in the early 1900s were directed at Afro Americans. Cocaine was also considered a threat to the economic interests of plantation owners. The association of marijuana with Mexican migrants and Mexican Americans, who were blamed for social problems and crime. The first anti-marijuana laws, in the Midwest and the Southwest in the 1910s and 20s, were directed at Mexicans. Marijuana was also demonized by corrupt media campaigns that linked it to violence, insanity, and moral decay. Due to economic factors at the turn of the century, "the powers that be"  did not want ethnic groups working extremely hard for minimal pay. I had an unforgettable experience when I was twenty-one. At the beginning of my junior year of college, I needed a ride to the main campus. On the bulletin board at the branch campus, I saw a note from someone looking for passengers. When the driver arrived, he was a big motorcyclist with long black hair and a full beard. I had seen him in the hallways before, always frowning and scowling. I hesitated but ultimately got in as I needed the ride. We made small talk for a while until, thirty minutes into our three-hour drive, he asked, "Do you know Jesus Christ?" Immediately, I thought, "Oh no, I’m trapped with a Jesus freak. This is going to be a long ride." "I know he’s the reason we celebrate Easter and Christmas," I replied, "but I don’t really understand why." At that time, my priorities were simple, being with my girlfriend, finishing my education, and drinking beer. Chuck, however, had a different focus. He began telling me about Jesus’s life, explaining that he had been born of a virgin and raised as the son of a carpenter. After his baptism, the Spirit of God descended upon him in the form of a dove. He then entered the wilderness, going without food or water for forty days, where he was believed to have been tempted by Satan, though Chuck assured me this wasn’t true. Jesus then began his three-year ministry, performing extraordinary miracles. The blind could see, the deaf could hear, and a man paralyzed since birth could walk. He controlled the weather, walked on water, and fed five thousand people with only five loaves of bread and two fish. Throughout his ministry, he taught profound spiritual truths about Heaven and the supreme Love of God. One of his most famous teachings, the Sermon on the Mount, is recorded in the Gospel of Matthew. However, looking back, I realize that my real education was only beginning, and has continued to this very day. I started attending church and went regularly for the next two decades. Today, I haven’t set foot in a church for over twenty years. But this doesn’t matter, because the real church is in our heart. Years later, "A Course In Miracles" by Helen Schucman revealed to me that Jesus himself said his dying for sin was an unfortunate misunderstanding and that his death meant nothing. However, his teachings explain that his resurrection meant everything because he proved that death is an illusion. Now, you may think, "There is no proof of his resurrection." I agree. Nevertheless, his body has not been found, and the reason Easter is still celebrated after two thousand years is because it’s true. Jesus’s tomb was sealed with a stone. Archaeological evidence suggests that his tomb, the unused one of Joseph of Arimathea, would have been sealed with a cork-shaped stone. 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When Chuck asked, and I said, "Yes," I was really saying yes to the Truth that God Is. Jesus teaches in The Course that hell and Satan do not exist, that it is impossible to sin against God, that life outside of Heaven is an illusory dream, and that we live forever. I understand this perspective contradicts two thousand years of fundamental Christian doctrine and have been blocked from several Facebook church groups for the heresy of not believing in hell, Satan, and sin. The potter symbolizes God, and the vessel represents humanity. "One vessel for special occasions" refers to Heaven, while "another for common use" implies hell. In other words, if a person lives a loving, prayerful life but was created for common use, they are condemned to eternal suffering, unable to change their fate. This is absolutely false and complete nonsense. A God of Love could never create such a terrible place and allow even one of His children to exist there forever. The Old Testament has always seemed nonsensical to me. I have attempted to read it several times, only to become lost in the endless genealogies of "Who begat who." Who cares? Additionally, the scriptures repeatedly speak of God’s extreme jealousy. As explained in the preface, consider the nature of the Source of all life, God created protons, electrons, neutrons, and neutrinos, along with amino acids and the forces that govern all existence.
