The Society first taught it was Charles Taze Russell, and later that it was the “Slave Class” (faithful Jehovah’s Witnesses who were alive in 1914). It was only in 2012 that the WB&TS got “new light” and declared that is the was Governing Body (from 7 to 12 members) who are, collectively,  the “Wise and Faithful Servant” of Matthew chapter 24.  But, again, the original teaching of Zion’s Watch Tower Bible & Tract Society was that Charles Taze Russell was the “Wise and Faithful Servant” of the 24th chapter of the Gospel according to Matthew.  The “faithful and discreet slave” is 1 man!

Note: After Joseph F. Rutherford became President of the Society, the Watch Tower then denied that Russell was the Faithful and Wise Servant:

"The Watch Tower" (2/15/1927) P. 56

"That Faithful and Wise Servant" does not apply to one individual and not to Brother Russell. Russell never made that claim himself.”

Over the course of its history the Watchtower Bible and Tract Society has changed doctrines as to the identity of the "Wise and Faithful Servant" (Faithful and Discreet Slave) in Matthew chapter 24.  The early WB&TS believed it was Charles Taze Russell.  After Russell's death, Joseph F. Rutherford was able to take control of the Society, and he changed some doctrines. One doctrine that Rutherford changed was the identity of the "Faithful and Wise  Servant". Rutherford declared that this "servant" was not an individual but a "servant class" of Jehovah's Witnesses: specifically those Witnesses who were faithful in the year 1914. Rutherford promised that Christ would come in glory before the last of this Discreet Slave Class had passed away In the early 1920s, Rutherford declared wrote "Millions now shall never die" promising that Christ would return before that generation passed away. Rutherford also rejected Russell's teaching that the Adam was the first pharaoh: Menes (Narmer).  Rutherford took Society teachings back to correspond with Catholic and Protestant teachings of the day that Adam was the literal first human being, created out of clay, and Eve from one of his literal ribs: with nothing figurative about it. This contradicted with Russell taught: that Adam was Narmer (the first pharaoh of united egypt).
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
