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What is the best way to build a plan?

It's much simpler to pick projects/plants based on a few basic questions for individuals who are just getting started with indoor gardening:

1. What do you want to achieve from this experience? 

Consider which herbs you use the most and concentrate on them if you want a crop of year-round herbs to keep your dishes spicy and seasoned. Consider using microgreens, pea shoots, or other nutritionally packed plants to increase the nutritional profile of your recipes while also adding taste. They take up little space and provide a lot of health advantages.

2. What level of ambition do you desire? 

Certain plants, such as tomatoes, mushrooms, and potatoes, are more difficult to cultivate inside, but it is possible. Full speed ahead, fellow grower, as long as you approach undertakings like that with a feeling of fun and joy. However, if you've never grown anything inside before and now want to produce tomatoes, you might want to add a few extra baby stages to your strategy. Start with a little pot of herbs and work your way up to fawning over those heirloom tomato seed descriptions until you've mastered the art of watering, insect management, and succession planting.

3. Can you tell me about your vacation plans? 

Many of my indoor growing endeavors have been interrupted in the past due to a "short trip" or holiday arrangements. As much as I appreciate people who volunteer to water and prune my plants, I've discovered that it's preferable for me to include vacation time into my growing schedule and take a break at those times. When I'm cultivating a variety of crops, this appears to be especially wise. While I'm ordering another drink from the cabana server, no house sitter wants a lengthy 30-item list of instructions on how to deal with baby carrots, lettuces, microgreens, and mushroom sacks.

4. Are you seeking for indoor-only growing or growing that can be done in both the kitchen and the garden? 

When the weather begins to chill, many gardeners extend their growth seasons by bringing certain plants indoors. Herbs, in particular, are popular for this move since many can survive the winter indoors and then return to the garden in the spring. If this is your objective, excellent, but your planting mix will need to be adjusted accordingly.

Certain plants, such as cilantro, just do not adapt well to the new environment. So, before you decide what to grow in your indoor area, do some study on what thrives in the transition from the outside to the indoors.

Find the area:

Despite the fact that this book is titled Guide to Home Gardening, there are many times when a kitchen isn't the best place in the house for growing vegetables or herbs. Also, the kitchen may be ideal for growing plants at some times of year, particularly during the cooler months when plants may benefit from the room's ambient heat, but less so during other seasons.

For example, I've discovered that my trays of microgreens thrive in the kitchen during the autumn, when temperatures begin to approach frost, but struggle in the summer, when the south-facing windows overheat the space. During the summer, the micros thrive in the basement, where I have greater control over the light and air, and can avoid the humidity that makes growing more difficult.

Tomatoes and peppers, on the other hand, thrive in the heat. In the midst of summer, keeping them near a large kitchen window lets them to grow, but placing them in a basement or cool attic space necessitates an exhaustive number of control measures to ensure they're happy. In other words, your home is likely to have the perfect area for whatever you're planning; all you have to do now is figure out where it is.
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In a living room, a quiet area might be used as a garden or nursery. Seedlings are nurtured under an LED light until they are healthy enough to be transferred into larger pots and dispersed throughout the house.

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In the little area between these doors, you wouldn't want to place a lounger or a desk, but a short shelf loaded with garden plants would be ideal.
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When it comes to providing a light source for establishing and nurturing your edible indoor garden plants, nothing beats natural sunlight. However, keep in mind that too much sunshine might harm certain more sensitive plants.

Light

Many indoor growers will use artificial light (more on that later), but natural light should be used as much as possible for optimum efficiency and sustainability.

South-facing windows are recommended in general since they allow for more light, however this may or may not be an advantage depending on where you live in the nation. Heat, as well as light, enters the room. Plants placed in direct sunlight during the warmest portion of a summer day, especially if there isn't enough ventilation, can cook rather than grow.

Look for a location that allows for natural light but may also be shaded in some way when choosing a growth spot. This might be as simple as planting plants on a shelf that receives indirect sunlight or choosing a window with an awning outside that conceals the sun during the middle of the day. You've probably identified some suitable areas already if you've observed good results with current houseplants, but keep in mind that vegetables, herbs, and fruits require extra attention, such as ventilation and pest management.

It's not necessary to choose a location with natural light, but it helps reduce the amount of labor required to create an all-artificial-light system. In my personal grow area, I take use of natural light as much as possible by lining up plants on a window-level shelf in my south-facing kitchen and dining room, which I supplement with artificial lighting in the winter.

Airflow

Indoor edibles, unlike many houseplants, require some form of ventilation in order to thrive. When I initially started growing, I didn't realize how important this component was, and I rapidly discovered the consequences of my ignorance: moldy seeds, difficult starts, no germination, and pests that sprang out of nowhere.

Air circulation mimics outside conditions, allowing plants to develop more vigorously while reducing the danger of bacterial and insect problems. In my kitchen, I get a cross breeze from windows on two sides, but I still use modest fans on days when there isn't much wind.

It's especially crucial to improve ventilation in places like basements and attics, which may rapidly get stagnant. Once you've decided on your major growing location, look through the air circulation section later in this chapter for additional in-depth techniques.
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A few potted plants can be ventilated well enough in a window room.

[image: image]While microgreens and shoots may be planted relatively close together, herbs and vegetables that are grown to maturity require more space between pots to provide for circulation and access to both direct and indirect light.
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There is still room for growth

The bad news is that you can't cultivate twenty different varieties of herbs on a three-foot kitchen counter. That's something I wish someone had told me a few years ago.

Indoor plants, like those in a field or in an outdoor raised bed, require space to extend out. With the exception of microgreens and shoots, which are picked during the early stages of development and don't require much space to spread, most indoor plants require some breathing space. Herbs and a variety of veggies may be warm and inviting, but they shouldn't be overcrowded.

Make a rough sketch of where each pot or container will go when choosing your growing site and establishing a plan to offer yourself a visual image of your indoor garden. Consider reducing the number of plants when it starts to seem like a game of Tetris, in order to give the top candidates a better chance at growth.

If you place your indoor garden near a water source, such as the kitchen sink, you'll be able to carry the plants to water them. The major reason for this is that it reduces the chance of water pouring all over the plants that have been placed throughout the house.

Water/Drainage
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Water and drainage aren't normally a problem because of the variety of container types available, but they should be considered with plants like microgreens, which have extremely precise watering requirements. Because it's only a few steps away from a sink, where plants may drain or soak, placing those types of plants in the kitchen generally makes the most sense.

Another common location for this reason is the bathroom, where the humidity levels can help some plants thrive, especially those that grow in more humid environments. If there's adequate air movement and natural light, dwarf citrus plants, for example, can survive in a bathroom.

However, there are a few things to keep in mind while using the bathroom as a growth space. One tip comes from my plumber, who is also a gardener: don't soak plants in old home bathtubs unless you want to be questioned why your drains have vermiculite in them. Bathrooms also contain the lowest degree of natural light in the house, thus artificial lighting may be required.

Finally, consider all of the many sorts of washroom products you use, such as deodorant spray, hair spray, perfume and cologne, talcum powder, and so on. Everything that enters the air will affect the plants you maintain in that space, and while that may be acceptable for house plants, bear in mind that the edible plants will be consumed at some time.

Humidity

Humidity regulation, like air circulation, is critical when it comes to indoor gardening. In certain cases, such as seed sprouting, high humidity is advantageous, but in others, such as pea shoot growth, it can cause once-strong stems to droop and fade.

As a result, you may wish to designate one area of the house for seed starts, such as the bathroom or a sunny porch, and another for the rest of your growth. This two-location strategy allows you to create a greenhouse environment that is more resistant to pests, germs, and other concerns that might harm sensitive seedlings. It's not always necessary to choose a hot and humid greenhouse location, but being able to manage humidity in the environment, whether by plastic sheeting or individual domed lids for pots, may assist ensure that plants get off to the best possible start.

Pests and Pets

These can sometimes be the same thing. Although outside creatures such as squirrels, rabbits, and chipmunks preserve inside systems, one cat may become a Mini-Godzilla in a blossoming kitchen garden's Tokyo.

All we have to do in our house, which is dominated by two dogs, is close the basement door or move pots to a counter rather than the floor.

Other indoor growers with more cunning creatures, like as cats, may need to devise more intricate tactics. I've seen a few anti-kitty systems put together by other indoor growers, and they're very cool. Suddenly, a once-simple indoor growing environment seems like a kid's fort in the woods, thanks to wire screens, huge pebbles, plastic mesh, and recycled bookcases.

It's beneficial to choose a room that can be readily sectioned off without the use of scrap timber when picking a location in the house. This may be a kitchen with a swinging door that is closed during the day or a guest room that is already pet-free.

This is significantly more difficult in the case of real pests. Mice are attracted to the perfume of fresh seeds, and even buildings that have never had rodent issues previously may be invaded as a result of the new smorgasbord you're producing. This has been an issue in the homes where I've lived, primarily in unfinished basement rooms, and especially during the colder months. As a result of this problem, I don't grow in that sort of location from September to April on a regular basis. I mouse-proof all portions of the gardening area with as much creativity and love as I can manage if that's the only space available.
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If it's green and growing, cats and other pets are likely to be interested in a bite or two.
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To give a layer of security against curious dogs, a custom-made cage of poultry netting (also known as chicken wire) may be fashioned around plants and containers. This may assist, but most pets are tenacious enough to outsmart this method, and the cage detracts significantly from the beauty of your indoor garden. Long-term remedies include restricting access to the room or attending obedience school for a few sessions.
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When it comes to container design, shape is crucial. They come in a variety of shapes and sizes, including oblong and rectangular.
