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MATTHEW 1:17-25 – The Text
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Why Two Versions

Each passage in this study appears in both the King James Version (KJV) and the World English Bible (WEB). The KJV carries a spiritual weight and a sense of reverence in its language. It reads with depth and formality that invites reflection. The WEB offers a clear and modern reading that supports understanding line by line. It keeps the message direct while preserving meaning. Both are included to give you a fuller encounter with the text. Read both. Let the meaning settle. Let the words speak.

KJV

1:17 SO ALL THE GENERATIONS from Abraham to David are fourteen generations; and from David until the carrying away into Babylon are fourteen generations; and from the carrying away into Babylon unto Christ are fourteen generations.

1:18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Ghost.

1:19 Then Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not willing to make her a publick example, was minded to put her away privily.

1:20 But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost.

1:21 And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins.

1:22 Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, 1:23 Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us.

1:24 Then Joseph being raised from sleep did as the angel of the Lord had bidden him, and took unto him his wife: 1:25 And knew her not till she had brought forth her firstborn son: and he called his name JESUS.

WEB

1:17SO ALL THE GENERATIONS from Abraham to David are fourteen generations; from David to the exile to Babylon fourteen generations; and from the carrying away to Babylon to the Christ, fourteen generations.

1:18Now the birth of Jesus Christ was like this; for after his mother, Mary, was engaged to Joseph, before they came together, she was found pregnant by the Holy Spirit. 1:19Joseph, her husband, being a righteous man, and not willing to make her a public example, intended to put her away secretly. 1:20But when he thought about these things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, don't be afraid to take to yourself Mary, your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit. 1:21She shall bring forth a son. You shall call his name Jesus, for it is he who shall save his people from their sins."

1:22Now all this has happened, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying,

1:23"Behold, the virgin shall be with child,

And shall bring forth a son.

They shall call his name Immanuel;"

Which is, being interpreted, "God with us."

1:24Joseph arose from his sleep, and did as the angel of the Lord commanded him, and took his wife to himself; 1:25and didn't know her sexually until she had brought forth her firstborn son. He named him Jesus.
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What’s Going On?
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Matthew 1:17–24 moves from lineage to arrival. The first sixteen verses build the foundation. Now the promise enters history in flesh and blood. This passage holds the first direct account of Jesus Christ’s birth. It does more than describe an event. It opens the door to divine reality taking human shape.

Verse 17 closes the genealogy with a summary: fourteen generations from Abraham to David, fourteen from David to the exile, and fourteen from the exile to Christ. This structure signals order. It reminds the reader that God has been working through generations with deliberate pace. Every season had weight. Covenant with Abraham. Kingship with David. Refinement in exile. Now the line reaches its purpose. The Messiah has come.
