Top 10 Must-See Sites

When planning your America 250 journey, these Revolutionary War sites offer a definitive look into the birth of a nation. 

Each destination on this list connects you with unforgettable stories and pivotal moments. 

Here are some standouts to include on your must-see list:

1. Independence Hall (Philadelphia, PA) Stand where the Declaration of Independence was debated and adopted. Don’t Miss: The Liberty Bell, Museum of the American Revolution and many other historic sites are just steps away. 

2. Boston National Historical Park (Boston, MA) Home of the Freedom Trail, including Boston Common, Faneuil Hall, and the site of the Boston Massacre. 

3. Guilford Courthouse National Military Park (Greensboro, NC) A fierce clash that led to decisive shifts in the war’s Southern Campaign.

4. Lexington & Concord (MA) “The shot heard ‘round the world” rang out here, igniting the Revolution. 

5. Valley Forge National Historical Park (PA) Walk the hallowed grounds where Washington’s army endured a brutal winter, emerging resilient. 

6. Saratoga National Historical Park (Stillwater, NY) Explore the site of the turning-point victory that drew international support to the cause. 

7. Mount Vernon (Mount Vernon, VA) George Washington’s beloved home—a living testament to leadership and perseverance. 

8. Fort Ticonderoga (Ticonderoga, NY) A strategic stronghold that provided the Revolution with vital artillery. 

9. Battle of Cowpens (Cowpens, SC) Brigadier General Daniel Morgan defeated British soldiers commanded by Lt. Col. Banastre Tarleton. 

10. Yorktown Battlefield (Yorktown, VA) Where the British surrender signaled America’s first true taste of independence. Charming riverfront town.
