The May 2025 conflict with India, dubbed Marka-e-Haq, showcased the effectiveness of this doctrine when Pakistan reportedly neutralized seven advanced Indian fighter jets, including Rafales and Su-30s.

Meanwhile, China has embraced minilateralism—small-group security cooperation—as a flexible alternative to traditional alliances. The Security Belt 2025 maritime exercise, involving China, Iran, and Russia near the Strait of Hormuz, demonstrated coordinated strike operations and anti-piracy drills, signaling a shift toward regional security autonomy.

These developments reflect a broader trend: states are moving away from rigid alliance structures toward adaptable, layered deterrence strategies that combine conventional, nuclear, and cyber capabilities.
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
