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​(Introduction)
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I became a fan of women's sports in 1997, when the WNBA started. In 1998, when the Detroit Shock entered the WNBA, we would drive to Detroit to watch games, and they became my favorite team. The first WNBA game I went to was on June 15, 1998, between the Cleveland Rockers and Detroit Shock. The first player I met was Sandy Brondello. Also, in 1998, I started watching the LPGA because of the Jamie Farr Kroger Classic that was played in my hometown of Toledo, Ohio. I became an instant fan of Se Ri Pak. After that, I wanted to watch a lot of different women's sporting events, and eventually, in my adult years, I paid more attention to women's sports than men's sports. I've had parents and coaches ask me how to get kids more interested in women's sports. 

I believe it starts by watching it objectively; don't look at it as lesser than or not as good as men's sports. If you can't see it on TV or online, go to the games. I know the pro level can be harder depending on where you live, but we all have access to high schools and colleges in our area. As an adult, I've gone to so many college games across Ohio and watched great games and athletes in different sports. Most of the time, the events are free, and parking is free; you just need to show up. Sometimes tickets are as low as $5. It's a great way to get into women's sports, no matter where you live. We live in Hilliard, Ohio, and sometimes we go watch Columbus State Community College women's volleyball and basketball. Sometimes we go watch Ohio State women's athletic events. My daughters love it just as much as going to the Final Four. I've taught them to just enjoy the games, regardless of the level. The access to watching games online is amazing. I support the leagues by getting their online and app packages, but YouTube and Conference websites are how I watch most games if I can't go. A lot of schools stream their games, especially the mid-major D1, D2, D3, NAIA, and Community Colleges. High School games are on YouTube, and we were able to watch every game Paige Bueckers played. There are official channels that upload games and events, like the NCAA, which has NCAA Championships. Brittany and I love Paralympics and watch things on the Paralympic Games channel. Those are a couple examples, but there's so much content for women's sports if you look for it. There are plenty of newsletters dedicated to women's sports. I don't have time for all of it, but I try to keep track of as much as I can. 

On January 1, 2020, I was watching a documentary with my daughters about Khadijah Mellah. She was the first hijab-wearing jockey in competitive British horse racing. After that, I thought it would be fun to have a competition between them to do women in sports trivia to see who knows the most about girls and women in sports and competitive events. It was a weekly Sunday activity for 5 months, then during the summer and fall we took a break. We finished up the year by doing more trivia and having a championship round to have an official winner. It turned out to be a fun and productive thing to do in 2020. The goal of the trivia was to learn about a wide range of things and plant the seeds, so their knowledge grows. I like to come up with different ways for them to learn. Creative ways work, play-by-play broadcaster Josh Haley posted a video on Twitter on June 4, 2020, of his kindergarten daughter naming every player on the U.S. Women's Olympic Softball Team. He would say the first name, and she would say the last name; it was awesome! Women's sports have less exposure, but like I tell my kids, there's no excuse not to know information if you want to learn. They have way more access than I did; they can watch games on YouTube, go to Wikipedia, search online, and go directly to team, league, and conference websites to see stats, faces, etc. 

Anyone who's a parent of multiple kids probably knows that one of the most interesting things is seeing the different personalities. A.J. is the oldest; she's 17 years old, and she's the physical competitor, so she's more passionate about beating you one-on-one on the basketball court than getting more answers right about basketball. Ashley is the second oldest. She's 15 years old, and she's the most competitive in everything. She's the type that competes against you, and you didn't know it was a competition. Getting done eating first, waking up the earliest—it doesn't matter what it is. I knew she was going to be the one who takes the competition the most seriously; she always wants to win. Brittany is the youngest; she's 13 years old. She's competitive and emotional. She cries if she loses badly or demands a rematch if she loses close. Not only did they learn a lot from the questions, but they also learned personally about not being complacent and underestimating your competition. I decided to make this a book; it could be a fun activity for anyone who wants to learn more about women in sports and competitions. Hopefully it has the same results it did for them; they were motivated to look up information and got hooked on watching games and events they learned about. There's a chance that some answers might change depending on when you read this; statistics change, and records get broken. But the majority of these should be fine, so keep that in mind when you're doing the answers.
