​​​ Chapter 1 - What Is
This That Thou Hast Done?

God asked this question to Eve after
the transgression. Sin entered the world by one man, Adam. Adam’s
formation was the crown of God’s creation. He created man in His
likeness and image.

So God created man in his own image,
in the image of God created he him; male and female created he
them. (Genesis 1:27)

Adam was to represent and reflect
God’s authority and character, respectively. As long as Adam
followed one command, He would not fail in His service.

And the Lord God commanded the man,
saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: But of
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of
it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.
(Genesis 2:16-17)

However, Adam disobeyed God’s
commandment.

Adam’s
Transgression

There are theologians who blame Adam’s
transgression upon Eve. Some suppose that Eve seduced Adam into
eating the fruit. This is contrary to the biblical account and
subsequent history. In the book of Genesis, we discover that no
record of seduction took place; Eve simply gave it to
Adam.

And when the woman saw that the tree
was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree
to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and
did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.
(Genesis 3:6)

The Bible records that Eve GAVE it to
Adam and he ate. When God confronted Adam, he said that the fruit
was given to him.

And the man said, The woman whom thou
gavest to be with me, she gave me of the tree, and I did eat.
(Genesis 3:12)

Adam’s transgression was greater than
Eve’s for two reasons. The first is that God spoke the commandment
to Adam personally. He knew firsthand what the Lord commanded. The
second reason is that Eve transgressed the commandment through the
serpent’s deception. However, Adam wasn’t deceived, he was outright
disobedient.

But, I fear, lest by any means, as the
serpent beguiled (tricked) Eve through his subtlety… (II
Corinthians 11:3, Parenthesis mine)

And Adam was not deceived, but the
woman being deceived was in the transgression. (I Timothy
2:14)
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
