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CHAPTER ONE 
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FUTURUM PRAEDICENS

This is Latin for 'Predicting your Future', and is what I've called this system that develops your Clairvoyance and that is a practical method of tapping into the future.

It consists of a unique combination of two ancient systems of divination, and gives rise to the most accurate predictions of the future that I know.

The first of these systems is derived from an ancient Chinese system of divination called Gong Xi Fa Cai (pronounced Kung Shee Fatsai), closely associated with the short range (one year forward) Kau Cim method of divination. This system of reading the future has been used by the Chinese for well over five thousand years!

The traditional way of accessing Gong Xi Fa Cai, is through 32 bamboo sticks that are shaken around in a bamboo container by the Enquirer (the person requiring the reading), and then cast upon the ground. The Reader then crawls around on the floor, analysing the fall of the bamboo sticks in accordance with its individual value and how it associates with the other fallen sticks.

Obviously, crawling around on the ground is not very dignified, and certainly today one would not want to do that, and as such, in the interests of comfort, availability and simplicity, I have developed an equivalent method where cards and charms are used instead of bamboo sticks. As you will see, the materials used could be anything - beads, stones, runes, or whatever, provided they each have an individual decipherable value, so cards are perfectly acceptable and a lot easier to handle. I will discuss the cards in more detail later.

Essentially, Gong Xi Fa Cai operates on three main levels, being Mechanical, Energetic and Clairvoyance, all three interacting with one another.
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Mechanical/Rational
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The first level is largely based on rationality, where the Chinese have very cleverly worked out the areas that most people would be interested in knowing about, regarding their future.

This involves 32 areas or Life Aspects that effect people, but in fact, are `Pockets’ of Energy residing in the Enquirer's auric field, that are directly connected to his or her life.

These pockets of energy represent an influence on the life of a person, like for instance, matters involving money, health, career, love, success or relatives and so on. 

In fact, there are many more than 32 such pockets of energy that affect us, but the 32 in question are the most important ones. 

In Gong Xi Fa Cai you have a reading board with 32 blocks or positions called Houses - these facilitate the 32 cards you will be using. In Chapter two you will find a guide to easily create your own Reading Board

Each block [House] corresponds to an aspect of a person's life. 

Each card denotes the Influence [vibration] currently active.

The Gong Xi Fa Cai technique is to read these aspects and influences in combination. 

How it works, is that the Reader combines the Symbol of the House on the board with the Symbol on the Card that falls in a particular House - this in turn produces a particular Meaning.

I.e. if the card of Marriage falls in the House of Marriage, it means that a Marriage is imminent.

As there are 32 Houses, and 32 Cards, simple arithmetic will tell you that there are 32 combinations:

32 x 32 = 1024. Thus, there are 1024 possible mechanical symbolic combinations.

In fact, there are more, as each card is influenced by the four cards directly adjacent to that card, and the 4 cards surrounding these - this in effect means that there are 8 further influences, and as such, the figure of 1024 is multiplied by 8, which gives you a figure of 8,192 combinations.

Of course, there is no way on this earth that you could remember all the possible meanings of these combinations. 

All you have to remember is the original 32 meanings that will lead you to the combined possibilities. Later in the book, (Chapter 5,) you will be presented with a fully comprehensive reference list of all the possible main mechanical combinations and their meanings, which can be referred to for guidance.

This however, is just the obvious mechanical meanings, but the true meaning is drawn from the lay of cards by quite a different means, which leads us on to the next level:
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Energetic Level - the Arrangement of the cards through Energies.
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This second level is a little more difficult for some people to understand, but with a good explanation, an open mind, and using simple logic, it is in fact not so difficult.

It all starts with the fact that there is a particle of matter that is basic in the Universe. In other words, this basic particle makes up all things in the Universe. 

The reason why things appear different and are not all the same, is because these particles vibrate at different rates. Thus, the Universe is made up of a basic substance that is vibrating at different rates, which in turn produce different elements and forms.

How does this work?

If a vibration is set up at a specific frequency, it will cause all the matter in the vicinity of that vibration to attract, and to form an atom.

The vibratory rate of the atom will in turn attract other atoms to form molecules.

The molecules will accumulate and form either an element or contribute to the formation of some substance or another. An example of an element is iron.

An example of a `substance’ can be water, or a more complex assembly of atoms and molecules will form things like trees, plants, rocks and human beings.

If you understand that the basic underlying influence in the Universe is vibration, then it becomes easier to follow that the vibration of something can influence the vibration of something else.

A good demonstration of this is if you get hold of two tuning forks (what they use to tune pianos with). 

If you set up a tuning fork on one side of a room, then take the other tuning fork to the other side of the room, and strike it to cause a vibration, you will notice that very soon the first tuning fork also begins to vibrate [resonate], even though there is distance between the two.

So it follows that, if one thing can influence another at a distance by way of vibrations, then it is easy to grasp that a person, by virtue of the fact that they themselves are vibrating, influences all the people and things they come into contact with as they move through their lives.

Just so, the things a person comes into contact with, including other people, will be influenced by the vibrations of those things, events or people.

So if you realize that the things and/or people around you have a vibratory influence on you, this will be evident in your own vibration.

Since you would be doing a reading in the presence of an Enquirer (if you decide to develop your innate Clairvoyant Superpower capacity), your energy field will connect with that person's energy field, and it is in fact through that person's energy field that you will access information pertinent to them!

As we have stated before, there are 32 main Pockets of energy that reflect these influences the most. 

These are the 32 main aspects of life; relationships, money, health, career, family and so on. 

But there is a problem here in how one would access the information in these pockets of energy. Because people are thinking, moving entities, these vibrations are constantly changing and fluctuating and this makes the reading of a person’s vibrations problematic.

In order to keep the vibrations as static as possible, so that the reader can read the vibrations without interference, it follows that the ideal situation would be to transfer those vibrations to an inanimate object, which is static (non – moving or non - changing).

How to do this?

Quite easy – by using any inanimate object and getting the person whom you wish to read, to handle that object. This in effect, transfers the vibrations of that person from themselves to the chosen object, which can then be easily read, as the vibrations are less fluid than when in the person's auric field which is constantly changing.

So what would be the ideal object to use? 

As previously stated, in the original Gong Xi Fa Cai, bamboo sticks are the object into which the vibrations of the Enquirer are passed. For reasons already discussed, the version we will use here is by means of cards, which are also inanimate, are much easier to handle, and do exactly the same job – namely transferring the energies into the cards and 'freezing' them in time.

Thus, when a person handles the cards, they transfer their vibrations into the cards.

The cards are then shuffled by the Enquirer and laid face upwards’ on the reading board, starting from the Top Left Block and the cards will fall precisely as they should. I will describe the details of the cards and reading board later in the book.

But it’s not as straightforward as that – there is a third influence and that is made up of various influences:

The first area that is influenced are obviously the cards, which have taken on the Enquirer's vibrations, and through the shuffling thereof, the person’s Higher Self influences the arrangement of the cards by orchestrating the actual sequence of how the cards are placed. 

It is important to know that the Higher Self has a vast influence over a person’s life, whether they know it or not, and it is actually the Enquirer‘s Higher Self that has orchestrated the laying of the cards so that they are placed exactly as they should be for the reading. 

Explaining this to people can prove somewhat difficult at times, due to their background, level of open-mindedness and religious influence. You may need to pick up whether a person you are reading has the capacity to believe this or not.

We have found that it is best to tell the Enquirer that this is the way it works, and whether they accept it or not, is up to them.

There is another (second) influence on the above area, and that is `personages’ or `entities’ who have passed over, or died, who have a need to express something, or have a message for the Inquirer, which may influence the fall of one or more cards during the shuffling process. 

These personages may or may not be related to the enquirer.

Again, the acceptance of this idea by the enquirer is entirely up to them.

In any event, the shuffling process is in fact, the single most important contribution to the fall of the cards, and thus, the reading as a whole.
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Clairvoyance/Intuition - Your Superpower!
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The third level of influence comes from the level of sensitivity of the Reader (yourself). 

Clairvoyance means the ability to look beyond the normal world and obtain information about a person, event, condition or situation through ESP or other paranormal means, such as Clairaudience (the ability to hear voices of those deceased, or of other spirits). 

Clairvoyance is sometimes referred to as `second sight’ where the presence of ghosts or spirits are perceived, but that is only one aspect of Clairvoyance - there are many others.

Everyone has the capacity for Clairvoyance, but their level of Clairvoyance may be undeveloped, partially developed, or fully developed (For instance someone 'born' with this ability fully developed).

We will proceed from the point where we presume that a Reader's level of Clairvoyance is undeveloped.

The place to begin is by using the mechanical combination of the meanings of the Houses and the Cards that fall in them (Gong Xi Fa Cai), by virtue of the influence of the Enquirer’s vibrations, Higher Self, and/or `passed on entities’.

You begin by looking at the Card that falls in each House, and decide what the mechanical symbolic combination means. 

For instance, if the card of Marriage falls in the House of Marriage, the mechanical meaning is that a marriage will occur - either the Enquirer will be married, or someone connected to the Enquirer will marry.

This act alone will activate your Clairvoyant sensitivity, and increase it in direct relation to the number of times you read.

Thus, the more you Read, the more sensitised your level of Clairvoyance becomes. 

Remember, everyone has to start somewhere, and this is an excellent means of raising your level of sensitivity.

NOTE:

In order to help you with all the meanings, refer to the `Reference list of Symbolic meanings of Cards and Houses’ in Chapter Five. This will assist you as you progress.

It is important to know that these are the mechanical or direct meanings and are not written in stone – the meanings may change according to what you sense, see or intuit at the time of the reading; this will depend on the development stage of your Clairvoyant sensitivity.

As such, the real number of combinations become infinite. 

So what will you be looking for?

Anything. 

Absolutely anything that comes to you, whether it comes in the form of a symbol which you will interpret according to your own frame of reference, voices, pictures, scenes that play out, or even the presence of a spirit. 

You need to be ready for anything.

Usually you will find that symbols or colours and sometimes numbers are the first to come to you. 

As you develop, you will begin to move on to pictures and then actual scenes that play out in a sequence like in a dream or vision. 

Finally you may begin to sense and even see entities from the dimension on `the other side’ or intuitively `know’ something.

Whatever comes to you may or may not be combined with the mechanical aspect of the meanings of the Cards. This is usually dependent on the `lay’ of the cards in relation to one another.

The secret of Clairvoyance lies in the very first thought, image, feeling etc. that comes to you – if you have to think about it, discard it!

Always stay with the first thing that comes into your mind. 

Provided you trust these immediate thoughts or impressions, your level of Clairvoyance will rise and this combined interpretation will provide you with an accurate divination of the cards. This is in effect, releasing your innate Superpowers, and as time goes on, you will realize that they are indeed Superpowers!

The complexity and extent of your reading will depend very much on the Enquirer. 

You will intuitively pick up what the person’s intent is – which can vary from a bored housewife seeking entertainment, to someone looking for vital information/confirmation on something that will affect their lives to varying degrees.

This will lead you to either a basic mechanical type reading, (for those treating it like entertainment) which can take around an hour to do. Or, you may be lead into a complex interweaving of associative Cards and Houses, together with your Clairvoyant intuition that can easily take up to four hours or so. 

The Futurum Praedicens system uses the Chinese Gong Xi Fa Cai system of divination in combination with Charm Casting.

CHARM CASTING
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CHARM CASTING is the second half of this unique divination process, and works as follows:

Throughout the world in ancient times, virtually all tribes of every nation used a form of 'casting' in their divination process. In Africa, the 'witch doctors' use a form of this called 'throwing the bones'. I learned this process from a number of 'witch doctors', and have found that it fits very well with Gong Xi Fa Cai, in that it both confirms and adds information to a reading.

Instead of using bones, which would be rather macabre to most people, I have converted using bones to using charms. I have included a list of these a bit further on.

The charms are placed in a container with a lid. After the Charms have been cleared (I will inform you later how this is done), the Enquirer then lifts the lid of the container and breathes into it, over the charms - this process is called 'Breath of Life' and effectively transfers the Enquirer's vibration into the charms, just like the handling of the cards did.

Once this is done, the Enquirer closes the lid, shakes the container around, opens the lid, and casts the charms over a half coconut shell, which has been placed in the centre of the Casting reading board.

The charms therefore tumble out of the container and scatter around the half coconut shell, to lie in specific positions.

Each charm has a meaning, and this meaning is divined by taking into account the charm's location in relation to the other charms on the board around it.

Once again, the three mechanisms of divination come into play - that is, the Mechanical lay of the charms, the Energetic influence on the casting of the charms, and the Clairvoyant aspect arising from the Reader, just as in the Gong Xi Fa Cai half of the reading.

In the Futurum Praedicens system, the Gong Xi Fa Cai half of the reading is read first. 

At the end of it, the Enquirer is given a chance to ask any questions before moving over to the Casting half of the system.

The beauty of the Charm Casting, it that it will confirm much of what was read in the Gong Xi Fa Cai reading, as well as add further information for the Enquirer.

Futurum Praedicens provides the Enquirer with a short-term reading; that is, for the next 90 days, and in some cases for up to a year.

You will discover that you will also pick up some information from the Enquirer's past and present, and although not part of the future, it almost always astonishes the Enquirer that such information has come through to you, which is a good thing in a way, because it bolsters your credibility.

Often I have brought up information from the past of the Enquirer that was secret to the Enquirer. I'll give you an example:

One lady I did a reading for, was looking for confirmation through the reading, of a decision she was about to make. After the reading was complete, I received a sudden flash of intuition that this woman was living with a huge amount of guilt. She had a secret that nobody knew of! 

I said to her, "You don't have to feel guilty about what you did on your twenty third birthday".

She was at first confused, but then I saw understanding dawn in her eyes, and she immediately became guarded, saying, "What do you mean by what I did?"

I told her, "The abortion." Well, she went pale as a ghost and nearly fell off her chair. It took her a few moments to recover, and she said, "I don't know what you are talking about!"

I said to her, "Yes, you do, but let me explain something to you - often women get pregnant, and lose the baby naturally. This is because a biological process has begun as a result of intercourse, but a spirit has not yet attached itself to the foetus. This was the case with your foetus, and so the abortion was simply the removal of a foetus that would have aborted naturally at a later stage anyway. Of course, you could not know that at the time, which is why you had the abortion."

She was deathly quiet for a while, and eventually said, "Yes, you are right - I did have an abortion, but nobody can know about it... please don't tell anyone."

Of course I would never do anything like that, since information received from an Enquirer is something I view as absolutely confidential. The only reason I am mentioning it now is because she has since reconciled herself to her act, and has given me permission to use the information in this book.

So as you can see, often sensitive information arises from your readings that may need to be handled carefully and tactfully. In fact, sometimes you will not even tell the Enquirer what you have seen. An example of this is if you see their imminent death! In such cases, I usually suggest that there is a need for them to spend time with their families, and also in a roundabout way, to get their affairs in order.

I once had a lady in for a reading, and as soon as she'd laid the cards, I could see that a shocking situation was taking place.

I asked her if she knew that someone was plotting her death. She nodded, and told me that she had just that morning been given information by one of the black workers that she and her husband employed, that the husband had offered him a few thousand to kill her so that he could marry another woman without the fuss of divorce and the possible loss of his business.

I warned her to not go back home, but to stay with family and friends, but she insisted that she needed to go home to recover important documents. I said to her that no document was important enough to go back for, and to rather work through the police and a solicitor.

She left, and I never saw her again. My intuition was that she was murdered.

Such sensitive information can affect you as the reader as well, so in some cases it is best not to divulge what you have seen or intuited.
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​CHAPTER TWO 
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GONG XI FA CAI READING BOARD
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Creating your own Reading Board
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The first thing you will need is a board with the positions of the cards on it. This does not need to be an elaborate affair, but its design does depend on the sort of image you are wanting to project.

My first board was a canvas stretched for a painting - I painted koi fish on it, then superimposed rectangles over that to show the position for the laying of the cards. Later I got fancier and had a design printed on signage board - See below.

This may be the easiest way for you to get started since any signage company could produce this for you quickly and cheaply. All you would have to provide them with is the image for them to print. The image you supply them with can be anything that takes your fancy, but should be in keeping with whatever impression or style you wish to present yourself to the Enquirer with. If you want to go Gypsy, make sure your image is in keeping with that. If you want to go Chinese, as I have done, go with a Chinese image, and so on.

Measurements, Spacings and Sizes: 

The outside dimensions of the board are 620mm (width) x 482mm (height).

The rectangles' markings are 90mm (height) x 64mm width) - about a millimetre bigger than the size of the cards. These will be positioned in four horizontal rows of eight blocks each.

The spacing of the rectangle markings is critical and are as follows:

The top row of 8 rectangles should be 30mm from the top of the board.

The spaces between the rectangle rows from left to right are 12mm between the rectangles, with the distance of the first and eighth rectangle from the edges of the board, also being 12mm on either side. 

The spaces between the rectangle rows (3 spaces for 4 rows of 8 rectangles) should be 27mm each.

This is going from top to bottom.

The bottom row of 8 rectangles should be 12mm from the bottom of the board.

You will also have to include the names of the Houses above each rectangle on the board - here you could simply put in the name of the house, or make it more mysterious as I did, by inserting symbols. 

As you can see, I used Chinese symbols as I can read Chinese, and the Enquirer would be unlikely to be able to do that. The same thing can be said of other symbols - if you choose a symbol to represent a House on the board, only you should know what that symbol means.

The Houses on the Gong Xi Fa Cai Board and their Meanings.
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HOUSE: Compass Thoughts 

(On the board, the position is top left of the board -1st Card in the top row)

This House represents Thoughts of the Enquirer – past, present and future, which may be conscious or subconscious.

They may be Thoughts on any matter pertaining to the Enquirer

They are also thoughts of the Enquirer going outward to others.

It may also represent the thoughts of others coming in – that is, towards or about the Enquirer from other people or entities in the spiritual realm, which includes people who have passed on.

HOUSE: Wishes 

(Second rectangle on the top row on the board, moving to the right)

This House represents the prevailing condition of the wishes, hopes and desires of the Enquirer – that is, whether the chances of those wishes, hopes or desires are likely to occur, or not within the next 90 days. Sometimes it can reflect that only some of these wishes, hopes and desires will come to pass, while others will not, or only come to pass later on.

Very often the wishes may come about, but not in the way that the Enquirer envisioned.

HOUSE: Success 

(Third rectangle on the top row of the board, moving to the right)

This House represents the general level of success that the Enquirer will have pertaining to particular subjects or aspects of the Enquirers life during the next 90 days.

HOUSE: Moon love 

(Fourth rectangle on the top row of the board, moving to the right)

The House of Moon Love refers to the Enquirers Love, Romantic, or Life Partner aspects; the conditions of these, as well as whether these influences are moving towards the Enquirer or away from the Enquirer.

It may also include family or friends that the Enquirer loves, but usually it is of a romantic nature.

This includes people who are already married or partnered, as it can indicate a fresh wind blowing through the marriage or partnership, or a possible liaison outside of the marriage.

HOUSE: Surprises 

(Fifth rectangle on the top row of the board, moving to the right)

This House predicts that some Surprise will be experienced by the Enquirer within the 90 day period – it is something that is completely outside the mind of the Enquirer, who will have to wait until it occurs to find out what it is. The Reader is also blocked off from this information, otherwise the Surprise factor would fall away. Bear in mind that Surprises can be both pleasant and desirable, or unpleasant and undesirable. 

Although the direct information is blocked off from the Reader, clues as to the nature of the Surprise can be determined by scanning the cards surrounding this House.

HOUSE: Popularity/ People / Public 

(Sixth rectangle on the top row of the board, moving to the right)

This House represents a variety of factors connected to people and will also be influenced by the card sequence, as well as the card lay surrounding that house. This House would be connected to the public, or to specific people in the Enquirers life, and also his/her level of popularity or positive influences regarding these people.

Very often this card links up with relatives, friends and people that the Enquirer works with.

HOUSE: The Abode 

(Seventh rectangle on the top row of the board, moving to the right)

The House of Abode connects the Enquirer to all matters surrounding his home condition, whether or not he owns his own home – it relates to where he is staying. If an Enquirer is hoping to buy a home, the chances of it occurring will be reflected by the card that falls in that House. Conversely, if the Enquirer is selling a home, or wanting to move, or aiming to upgrade his/her home, the card that falls in that House will point to the outcome.  

HOUSE: Journey 

(Eighth and last rectangle on the top row of the board, moving to the right)

This House points to whether the next 90 days will involve abnormal physical movement of the Enquirer, that is, movement that is not usual to the Enquirer. The card that falls into this house will point to the direction, type or condition of such movement. For example, if the card of Journey falls into the House of Journey, it usually denotes a long distance is involved – either to a faraway city, or an overseas trip, or that he/she will be doing a lot of travelling in the next 90 days.

It also often links up with the Abode when indicating a change of home or living quarters, or moving to another area.

HOUSE: Legal Papers

(Second row far left rectangle)

The House of Legal Papers points to Legal actions for or against the Enquirer (such as a court case or fine), but can also indicate some bureaucratical requirement that the Enquirer will be required to fulfil. 

It can also indicate a Contract or agreement between the Enquirer and someone else, or an Employment contract that is either entered into or dissolved. It can also involve Legalities of some sort, such as the pay-out of a Deceased Estate or Royalties etc.

HOUSE: Vocation 

(Second row, second rectangle from the left)

This House indicates the conditions surrounding the Enquirers method of income whether self-employed or employed by someone else - this includes any passive income. It can indicate the prevailing conditions of his/her job, coming changes, or levels of income to increase, decrease or be lost.

HOUSE: Marriage/Union 

(Second row, third rectangle from the left)

This House can indicate an actual Marriage that is in the offing (either that of the Enquirer or someone connected to the Enquirer), or the beginning or dissolution of a relationship or partnership.

It can also predict the coming together of people, setting up of a business relationship, or conditions in a marriage or other relationship/s.

In general, this House denotes the energies surrounding separate entities of any nature that are drawn towards one another to unify into a different condition.

HOUSE: Happiness 

(Second row, fourth rectangle from the left)

This House indicates the level of Happiness the Enquirer can expect over the next 90 days, or in some circumstances, the influence that the Enquirer has over the happiness of others, or a general positive condition that will prevail in some condition affecting the Enquirers life.

HOUSE: Celebration. 

(Second row, fifth rectangle from the left)

This House usually denotes the coming of some sort of Celebration, i.e. a birthday, anniversary, memorial, triumph or success etc. It can also predict a general positive celebratory tone in a specific area denoted by the card that falls in this House during the reading.

HOUSE: Messages 

(Second row, sixth rectangle from the left)

This House represents all Messages transmitted vocally – either directly, over a telephone, or a recorded message. 

The content and tone of the Message will be indicated by virtue of the card that falls into this House during the reading.

HOUSE: Relatives

(Second row, seventh rectangle from the left)

This House usually points to blood Relatives, but occasionally to friends that are regarded as family. It represents various conditions which will arise during the next 90 days that are linked to a single person or group of people that the Enquirer regards as family. Whether the condition is favourable or unfavourable will depend on the card that falls into that House during the reading.

HOUSE: Health

(Last rectangle in second row, extreme right)

The House of Health usually points to the physical health of the Enquirer, but can also give a positive or negative slant to a condition that arises in the general reading – these usually are confined to cycles within the reading and are also influenced by the surrounding card falls.

It can also denote the health or level of positivity or negativity of other areas of the Enquirer's life by virtue of the card that falls in that house.

In addition, it can denote the health condition of a relative or loved one insomuch as it would affect the Enquirer.
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HOUSE: Money 

(Third row far left rectangle)

The House of Money indicates the financial condition of the Enquirers life over the next 90 days, but can also indicate a windfall or loss, dependent on the card that falls into this House and the surrounding card influences. It should be noted that such influences can point to the general wealth of the Enquirer as well and not just money per se. In other words, it can have to do with value that is expressed in other terms (like ownership of land etc.).

HOUSE: Seasons 

(Third row, second rectangle from the left)

The House of Seasons points to literal Seasons (summer, winter etc.), but in the reading it is more likely to point to whether or not something will occur with the next 90 days, which is the ‘Season of the Enquirers reading’. 

HOUSE: Friends 

(Third row, third rectangle from the left)

Although the House of Friends applies to whoever the Enquirer regards as a friend/s, it can also point to a family member that is so close that the Enquirer regards that person as a friend. This House points to prevailing or coming conditions with regards Friends, and/or the Enquirer's interaction with them.

HOUSE: Gifts 

(Third row, fourth rectangle from the left)

The House of Gifts can be literal – that is that the Enquirer can expect a Gift within the next 90 days, but it can also be a condition that gives the same feeling or emotion as when one receives a gift. In some instances it can be regarded as the receipt of a blessing, or the emergence of some talent that the Enquirer did not realize he/she possessed. 

Whatever form the Gift takes, this House indicates the influence that such a Gift will have on the Enquirer. In some cases it can also indicate that the Enquirer will give someone a gift.

HOUSE: Letters 

(Third row, fifth rectangle from the left)

The House of Letters represent all forms of written communication or recording of information and can include advertising and administrative activities. This House is similar to the House of Messages, but is confined to the written word. Such writing can appear on paper documents, letters, writs, sms’s, emails, faxes etc. It can also indicate literature of some sort (books), which may have an influence on the Enquirer. It is also sometimes linked to learning or the acquisition of information, or the recording of information.

HOUSE: Trouble 

(Third row, sixth rectangle from the left)

The House of Trouble is an indicator of negative influences in the life of the Enquirer. Even so, it can also predict the passing of a negative influence in the Enquirers life by virtue of the card that falls in this House during the reading, or by the surrounding cards.

HOUSE: Disappointment 

(Third row, seventh rectangle from the left)

Similar to the House of Troubles, this House also indicates a negative influence that is either prevailing in the life of the Enquirer, or such an influence that is to come. Again, it can also predict the passing of such an influence, dependent on the cards that fall into, or around this House at the time of the reading.

HOUSE: Death

(Last rectangle in third row, extreme right)

The interpretations from this House is often feared by Enquirers, as it denotes Death/End literally. It may predict the Death of a family member, or of the Enquirer himself/herself! As such, one should proceed carefully with the information that arises from this House. Readers should think twice about telling the Enquirer of an imminent death of a friend, family member, acquaintance, or co-worker, and definitely do not tell the Enquirer of his/her own imminent Death. 

If such a situation arises, rather subtly point the Enquirer in the direction of getting his/her affairs in order, and to visit with friends and family, without even a hint that they will soon pass on.

It is absolutely imperative that the Reader realizes that if the card of the Enquirer were to fall into the House of Death, or vice versa, that this does not necessarily mean the imminent death of the Enquirer, but may merely indicate the end of a prevailing condition, and beginning of a new condition in the Enquirers life - take a look at the cards surrounding this House - it will give you a clue as to what is actually going down.

Generally however, if the card of the Enquirer falls in the House of Death, or if the card of Death falls in the House of the Enquirer, it usually means the Enquirer's physical death.
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HOUSE: New Undertakings 

(Bottom row, first rectangle on the left)

This House points or predicts that the Enquirer will begin something new, which could be an activity, project, job or undertaking that is definitely different from what he/she is currently doing. 

Again, it will depend on the card that falls into this House as to what direction such an undertaking may be.

HOUSE: Achievement. 

(Bottom row, second rectangle from the left)

The House of Achievement points to Achievement in general concerning the Enquirer – this may be something that arises because of something already achieved, or of an Achievement still to come within the 90 days, or which may begin within the 90 day period of the reading. In some cases it can also point to the effects of someone else’s achievement insofar as it has a specific influence or effect on the Enquirer.

HOUSE: Inheritance. 

(Bottom row, third rectangle from the left)

The House of Inheritance can be taken literally and often does indicate a coming inheritance or of a prevailing condition that has to do with an inheritance. 

Generally speaking however, it can also point to the passing over of some possession, money, influence or condition from some person to or from the Enquirer.

In some cases it can tell of the acquirement of information and its influence on the Enquirer.

HOUSE: Callers

(Bottom row, fourth rectangle from the left)

The House of Callers indicates that the Enquirer will visit someone who will influence his/her life during the next 90 days, or that someone else will literally call on the Enquirer. 

In some cases it can also indicate a coming influence that will be visited on the Enquirer, or of an affect that the Enquirer has on someone else by virtue of something they do to, or for that person.

HOUSE: Gratitude/Spirituality 

(Bottom row, fifth rectangle from the left)

This House usually indicates that the Enquirer will be grateful to someone or for some condition over the next 90 days, or that he/she will experience some sort of Spiritual influence or the acquisition of Spiritual knowledge. 

The reader will often find however, that this card carries a message from the Enquirers Guide, or from a spiritual entity which may or may not be known to them – in such cases, the reader must be spiritually open to receive such information. If so, just let it out without thinking about it.

HOUSE: The Enquirer 

(Bottom row, sixth rectangle from the left)

This House concerns all influences surrounding the Enquirer. It not only indicates prevailing or coming conditions, but also the actions of the Enquirer, dependant on the card that is laid in this House. It is an important House to the Enquirer, and should be read very carefully.

HOUSE: Luck 

(Bottom row, seventh rectangle from the left)

The House of Luck foretells the influence of the Luck factor, or Luck energy that is moving through the life of the Enquirer at the time of the reading. It can be general, or specific, dependent on the card laid in this House, as well as the influence of the surrounding cards. It is important to let the Enquirer know if it is specific or general.

It is important to note that 'Luck' is not just a concept, but a very real energy wave that passes through one's life from time to time, and may influence one's life for varying periods of time.

HOUSE: Sun 

(Bottom row, last rectangle on the right)

The House of sun indicates the level of Light in the Enquirers life – that is, general happiness, open mindedness, and general positive conditions. This may also be the lack of same, or that such will enter the life of the Enquirer within the 90 day period. It is more to do with a prevailing positive ‘Tone’ that overlays the Enquirer’s life.

Creating your Cards for your Gonxi Fa Cai Reading Board.
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Once you have your board ready, you will need cards that match your board in theme. 88mm (height) x 62mm (width). 

You will need 32 images that are in keeping with the Houses on the board and their meanings.

As my board image was a dragon, with Chinese writing on it, you can see (by my images below) that I stuck with a Chinese theme, since I studied Gong Xi Fa Cai under a Chinese Master. 

As I have said, the images on the cards can follow any theme you wish, but to give you an idea of how to produce appropriate images, below are the ones I used together with their values - they correlate with the explanation of the Houses that I have described.

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Once you have made your Reading Board, and had your cards printed (these are easily done through a printing company, or even by yourself if you have the equipment to do this), you are physically ready to do a Gong Xi Fa Cai reading, which is the first half of the Futurum Praedicens system.

The second half of Futurum Praedicens is the Casting System. 

Preparation for this can be quite a lot of fun.
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THE CASTING BOARD
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Creating Your Casting Board 
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The Casting board is a flat surface upon which the Charms are cast and rest in specific positions to indicate what is coming towards the Enquirer. This will confirm much of your Gong Xi Fa Cai reading, and provide even more information for the Enquirer.

Again, the images you select for the board are up to you.

In my case, I stuck with the Chinese theme, and used a Chinese Zodiac image as seen below

This board has a circular pattern around which the Chinese Astrological signs are arranged from one o’clock to twelve o’clock.

These twelve positions also indicate the months of the year.

A half coconut shell with a 10mm hole in the top is placed at the centre, over which the Enquirer casts the Charms that he/she has blown on (the blowing action puts the breath of life and vibration of the Enquirer into the Charms after they have been cleared of the previous person’s vibrations).

THE CHARMS.
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Selecting your Charms 
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A great deal of fun can be had in selecting your charms, since they need to represent certain aspects which I have listed below. I have included the charms I used as well as my reasoning for using those particular ones. Nevertheless, you can select any charm that you wish to represent the various aspects - the main thing is that they should remind you of what that particular aspect means.

Your Charms should be of a size that is convenient to the throwing, and not too large as to prevent the other Charms from exiting the charm holder.

Below is a list of 38 charms and their required features, so as to represent the aspect, to guide you in your own selection.

CALLER/S

Here I used the obvious – a bell, representative of a doorbell. 

You can use a cheap cat’s bell, or a miniature bell, or even a bead bell. 

Your choice is quite wide here and you can even go for something that represents the Caller even better than my suggestion.

CAREER/VOCATION

(Provide for two aspects -Point -positive/ active/influencing and Flat or rounded for Negative/inactive)

I Used a Nail here, as it has a flat end, and a pointy end. 

The point of the nail will indicate through the casting, how and where its influence lies. 

The flat end shows negativity or inactivity.

COMPASS THOUGHTS

I used a simple clay bead here with a cross indentation pressed into both sides, but again, you could use just about anything provide you know what it represents. 

A small compass may be a great substitute.
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CROSSROADS

Here I used two cinnamon sticks, bound together with raffia. 

The reason I bound them and did not glue them, is so that when the Charm container is shaken around, the other Charms may move it from the central position. 

This then would show you that the decision/s the Enquirer will make regarding the issue, will either be a good one (if the cross remains central), or a bad one (if the cross arms have moved away from centre), in which case the Enquirer should be told to rethink his/her decision/s.

DANGER

(Provide for two aspects-one Point and one rounded or flat edge)

Here I used a Shark’s tooth, not only because it was obvious, but because it has a rounded side and a sharp side, so that when the sharp side is pointing towards the charm representing the Enquirer, it shows danger, and if the rounded side points to the Enquirer, it is benign. 

If you want, you could also use a small dagger charm or something similar in its place.

DEATH

(Provide for two aspects - Death or an ending/new beginning and Benign)

For this Charm I used a double flat-sided wooden bead with a picture of nature on one side, and on the other the inscription of death in Chinese. Inscription of nature up = new beginnings.

Since most of you would not remember the Chinese writing, you may find it easier to get something else – perhaps a small skull, where if it lands in the upright position it predicts Death, or an Ending and when on its side it is benign.
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ENJOYMENT/CELEBRATION 

(Provide for two aspects - Positive and Negative)

Here I used a piece of Lapis Lazuli, mostly because I could not find anything more appropriate at that stage – you can use whatever strikes your fancy, but make sure you can discern between Enjoyment coming or lack of Enjoyment. 

The easiest way to do this is to use an icon that has one rounded side (positive) and one flat side (negative).

A good charm is a tiny goblet - if it lands with the cup facing up celebration or enjoyment can be expected, but if it land upside down, a lack of enjoyment is foreseen. 

THE ENQUIRER

(Provide for human physical aspects-head, body, legs and feet)

Here I used a miniature statuette of Quan Yin – the Chinese god of mercy, to represent the Enquirer. You can get these at some Chinese shops, but if not, don’t despair – you can use any similar Charm to represent the Enquirer. 

I do suggest however that it is something like a small statuette, as it needs a head, body and feet, as the lay of this charm will indicate various important issues in the Enquirer's life.
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FAMILY MEMBERS/GROUP

I use a small piece of coral here, as coral is a whole lot of related organisms, hence ‘family’. 

But again, you can use anything that gives you an understanding of family. 

This one does not necessarily have to have any points, but you could make things interesting if you included at least one point in your choice of Charm for this one.

GRANDFATHER

(Provide for two aspects- a Point (pointing to or influencing) and a Round or Flat end)

I used a small white ivory horn, pointed on one side and blunt on the other, to depict a Grandfather or spiritual being – this may include family that has passed over.

It is predominantly a male energy, but can also denote a female entity when the flat or rounded end is pointing to any other Charm.

FATHER

(Provide for two aspects- a Point (pointing to or influencing) and a round or Flat end)

Here I used a small brown horn, pointed on one side and blunt on the other to represent a Father or father figure, but you can choose something different, as long as it carries a male dominant aspect.

Back to Top 

FEMALE CHILD

Here I used the lip of a sea shell (broken off) to denote a female child, and again you could use just about anything, and again, you may want to use more than one to assist you in finding out if one or more female children are involved.

FRIENDS

(Provide for two aspects - Male and Female) 

Here I used a thong or piece of string with one silver bead (female) on one side and two brown beads on the other (male) to denote friends and what sex they are. 

This Charm can also represent children and you will pick that up clairvoyantly.

GRANDMOTHER

(Provide for two aspects - Active and Inactive)

I used a black shell with grey stripes here, because they made me think of a person with grey streaks in their hair – hence a grandmother. 

You can use anything for this charm, so long as it has a round side and a flat side; the round side up will mean that person is active in the life of the Enquirer (whether alive or not), and the flat side up will mean that person is not active in the life of the Enquirer.
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HAPPINESS

(Provide for two aspects - Happy and Unhappy)

Here I used a glass bead, flat on one side and curved on the other. 

If the shiny, smooth curve faced upward after the casting, which would indicate Happiness. 

On the other hand, if the flat side landed in the up position it would denote a lack of Happiness or a lower level of Happiness in general. 

You can choose anything double sided to represent this charm, provided that when it is cast it falls either on one side or the other.

HEALTH 

(Provide for two aspects- a Point (pointing to or influencing) and a round or Flat end)

Here I used a fertility charm to represent the Enquirer's Health, with the pointed end telling of poor health and the rounded end telling of good health – the point or rounded end denoting good health would be pointing to the Charm representing the Enquirer, and vice versa. 

Again you can choose something that you may feel represents health better, provided it has the ability to show you good or bad health in the way it falls on the board in relation to the Enquirer.

HOME

(Provide for two aspects - Positive and Negative/Problems)

I used a dry slice of a tree branch here, with a diamond shape on the one side. 

As such, when it fell with the plain side up it denoted the negative, and the diamond inscription side up denoted a positive. 

If you want to use a small house-shaped icon (like those plastic ones you get in Monopoly), that would be fine – you would then know if it landed in the upward position it indicated positive and visa versa if it landed on its side.
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LEGAL PAPERS

I used a single Cinnamon stick to denote Legal Papers, as it looks like a paper rolled up. 

You could use anything that looks similar, like a rolled up piece of paper that is tied with a string, or something else that makes you think of Legal Papers.

LOVE

Here I used a red lucky bean, but you can use anything to represent love, like a small red heart – I suggest it is red in colour due to the association of red with love.

LUCK

(Provide for two aspects - High and Low)

With this Charm you need something that can show you whether the Enquirer’s luck is in a high or low position. 

To facilitate this, I used a button and blackened one half, then I tied a piece of cotton at the centre of the button and at the distance of about 50mm I tied a bead on the end. 

This causes the bead to land in a position that if above or below the shaded area, showed favourable or unfavourable. 

You can do something different, but the Charm needs to be able to move in order to show you the vibration of Luck that the Enquirer will or will not experience in their 90 day period.
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LUCKY NUMBER

Here you can choose anything, but my advice is to use a dice, as it will fall and roll and whatever numbers are visible to you, the reader, are to be added together to give you the Enquirer’s lucky number. Sometimes you will be inspired to double that number, or if it is something like 14, to add the one and four together to get 5.

MALE CHILD

Here I used a penis-shaped piece of seaweed for obvious reasons, but it is unlikely you will find such a thing, so this one is completely open to your own interpretation. 

Although I only used one of these charms, relying heavily on my Clairvoyance to tell me how many male children are involved, you can overcome this by using more than one of the same type of charm.

MONEY

Here I went with the most obvious, but used a Chinese coin as it was appropriate to Gong Xi Fa Cai and also looks old (I prefer a general look of age when choosing charms). 

You can use anything you like here – perhaps even a Chinese ‘bullion’ icon, which in fact is an ancient form of Chinese currency.
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MOTHER

The charm I used here is a coffee bean as the smell of ground coffee reminds me of my mother, but this one is also open to wide variety and choice.

MOTHER-IN-LAW 

(Provide for two aspects - Passive and Interfering)

Here I used a small wooden frog for obvious reasons, and when the frog fell in the upright position (on its feet) it was active, that is, the mother in law was interfering, and if on its back, it was benign, or the mother-in-law was not interfering. 

Although this Charm is female dominant, it can on occasion, represent a father- in -law. 

You can choose anything double sided here that has the capacity to fall on one side or the other, provided you know which way up represents what.

NEW UNDERTAKING

(Provide for two aspects- a Point (pointing to or influencing) and a round or Flat end)

Here I used a smoky quartz crystal with a single point. 

The reason for this is that it showed a direction away from the base, but again, you could use anything that you feel shows a person moving in a new direction.
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POSSESSIONS

Here I used a small key, but this one is open to a lot of variety, and you could choose anything that represents possessions or a material item to you.

RELATIONSHIP

(Provide for two aspects - Loss of and Gain/Maintain)

Here I used an oval shell that is curved and closed on top, and open on the bottom – if the shell fell with the top upwards it means loss of, or deterioration of a relationship, or lack of sex. 

If the shell fell with the opening upwards, it meant gain or improvement of a relationship and/or the promise of good sex.

SELF-WORTH

(Provide for two aspects- High and Low)

Here I used a wooden ring that was flat on one side and curved on the other, so that if the flat side fell upward, it would represent low self-worth and if it fell with the curved side upward, it would represent high or acceptable self-worth in terms of the Enquirer.
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SPIRIT GUIDE

(Provide a Pointing aspect)

This important Charm represents the Spirit Guide of the Enquirer – I have a soft spot for American Indians and all things Indian and there is nothing more representative of them than a feather. 

In addition, my Spirit Guide is and Indian by the name of Wahitcha, so you can see why I used a silver feather here. 

In fact, you can use just about anything, so long as it conjures up the image of a spirit guide in your mind – affiliation is all important!

SPIRITUALITY

(Provide for two aspects - Active/high and Low/dormant/inactive or down)

I found an Ankh to be nicely representative of a person’s spiritual condition and level of activity, and used a small wooden bead tied to a short length of string to the top of the Ankh so that when the Charms are cast, the bead may lie above the cross arm (meaning the person is spiritually active or up) or below the cross arm showing that the person is spiritually dormant, inactive or down. 

You can use anything you like, provide it shows you an up or down position when the Charms are thrown.

SPOUSE/PARTNER

Here I used two wooden beads of different colour tied together with a short thong or string to show two people joined together, but you can use anything here so long as it shows two people are joined and which one is which. 

You could use two rings looped together or something similar.
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SUCCESS

(Provide a Pointing aspect)

Here I used a double-pointed clear quartz crystal, as it gave me a feeling of success. 

Here you can use just about anything, so long as it clearly denotes success to you, and also has at least one point so that it may point to some other Charm in the cast.

SUN / LIGHT / GOOD STUFF

(Provide for two aspects -Light and Dark)

Here I used a small six sided ceramic with a sun sign imprinted on it – this is an obvious one, and you can use anything that has two sides – one to represent light, and the other darkness or lack of light.

TIME DELAY

(Provide for two aspects- Short delay or Long delay/ slow process)

Here, I used a small piece of wood with one side round and the other flat. 

The round side up represents a quickening of time, while the flat side up shows a slowing of time or delays. 

With this charm you have room for improvement – you could even use a tiny lady’s timepiece, or a miniature hourglass or something similar.
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TROUBLEMAKER

(Provide for two aspects -Passive or Active/extramarital affair)

The Charm I used to represent the Troublemaker was a miniature brass figurine. 

This Charm was rounded on one side and hollow on the other, so it became clear when it fell whether there was a troublemaker featured in the Enquirer’s life or not - the rounded side up showed an active troublemaker, while the hollowed side up showed inactive. 

Note that if it should get stuck in the hole at the top of the coconut, that definitely is a sign of a troublemaker of note! 

There is no restriction as to what you can use here, provided that after the casting it shows you whether such a person is active or passive. 

This charm can also represent a person romantically or sexually involved with your spouse or partner, especially if it lies together with the charm that represents relationships.

VALUABLES

Here I used a small artificial diamond to depict valuables or jewellery, which you will find at most bead shops. 

Again, you can decide what is best to use here.

WISH

(Provide for at least two aspects -Come True and Won't Come True or some of hopes only)

With this Charm I took a piece of bamboo and cut it where it forks, so that if it fell with the flat cut side down and the bamboo fork itself in the up position, it would denote that the Enquirer can expect some or most of his/her wishes to come true within the next 90 days. 

If it fell on its side with the inscription UP, then only some of their hopes and desires would occur and if it fell on its side with the plain side up, they would not get anything at all. 

If you can find something three sided that works better for you, do so by all means.
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As you can see, I use 38 charms in the casting half of the reading. 

You are not confined to this number and you could add other aspects and their charms if you wish to, but do take into account that you would have to memorise all of them, and the more you have, the more difficult it will be to read the lay of charms.
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OTHER REQUIREMENTS 

Once you have your board, half coconut, charms and a container in which to place them (must have a lid), you are ready to do the Second Half of your reading.

Before we get into the actual methodology of both systems used in Futurum Praedicens, there is quite a lot of information still required for you to be able to perform successfully, so we will examine those aspects first.
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CHAPTER THREE
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Vital information to gain insight into the mechanics of Futurum Praedicens

Grounding

First things first - do a `Grounding’ Exercise daily. 

I have found Grounding to be of great benefit and well worth the time invested in it.

The idea of Grounding is to begin your day by centering and grounding your energies so they may protect you from empathic energy leakage or psychic attack (yes, such a thing can occur, and is a most unpleasant experience, so prevention is better than having to endure that!).

Also, when you have clients who have particularly bad problems, or are just generally negative, this negativity can rub off on you and cause you to feel drained and depleted by the end of a reading. Grounding protects you from this. 

The procedure takes a maximum of 15 minutes. 

After you’ve had your morning coffee and gotten yourself woken up properly, go to a quiet place in your home where it is unlikely you will be disturbed. 

It may be an idea to take the phone off the hook and/or switch off your cellular phone while you do this.
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The Grounding Exercise Procedure
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Sit down in a comfortable position, with your back straight, and your feet flat on the ground. 

If you can, take off your shoes and get your feet in direct contact with the ground. (Earth or grass is even better than the floor in the house)

Close your eyes.

Now breathe in deeply, using your stomach muscles rather than your chest muscles (tummy out when you breathe in, tummy in when you breathe out), 

Hold your breath for the count of between 4 & 6,

Then breathe out – get as much air out of you as you can. Imagine expelling this as grey smoke that is removing any negative energy.

Breathe in pink light- exhale grey smoke...

Now breathe in again, this time, draw in all your scattered energy from all around you and also gather your energy in your body to a focal point -imagine a flow of energy gathering at the centre of your solar plexus (imagine it as forming a ball of white light- the size of a tennis ball) Make sure it is vibrant and strong.

Now breathe out, imagining all your stress and pent-up emotions leaving your body in the expelled air of that breath.

At the next breath, move the ball of white light to your spine. 

Now as you breathe out, imagine that ball of light running up and down your spine, first to the base of your skull, then down to your coccyx, then up to the base of your skull again, and down again, up and down, faster and faster, until all of a sudden, it exits at the base of your spine like a flare or fluffy tail with a solid central beam of light that enters the earth and travels downward. 

Imagine that beam travelling to the very centre of the earth, then spreading out in an electric network around the molten core of the earth. Allow this energy to swirl for a few moments.

Now reverse the energy to travel back up through the earth, as if you are 'reeling in' the rope of energy you sent down into the earth, until it reaches the `flare’ at the base of your spine - now it should spread out and encircle your body in an egg–shaped cocoon of white electric energy, swirling around and around. 

You leave a hole in the top.

Now, while this is going on, you imagine a column of pure golden energy beaming down out of the sky and entering the `egg’ of energy through the hole you left in the top – it fills up the egg like warm liquid honey.

Feel it pour over and down your body to pool around your feet and then slowly rise and expand to totally immerse you in golden energy and fill the 'egg'. 

This energy surrounds you and permeates you.

When it reaches the top, you seal your egg-shaped cocoon with your white electric energy.

You are now grounded and protected.

There are two additional things you could do when grounding and you can decide to do them or not.

While the golden energy is filling your electric white energy cocoon, you may choose to invite your Higher Self, your Guides, your friends and family who have passed over, and not least of all, the Angelic beings to add to that protection and to guide you through the day.

You can also imagine an extension of that electric white energy forming the 'egg' around you, going out to your prospective Enquirer to provide them with protection as they travel to and from their reading. 

You can add even more to this, by sending out an egg of protection to all those who you love and care about.

If you are to accomplish accurate readings and expand your Clairvoyant capacity, then you should at least have some basic understanding of how the future works, and how time, destiny points and free will fits in with this.
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Time
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The first aspect of understanding Time is to realise that we commonly view it in a linear fashion – that is, in terms of yesterday, today and tomorrow.

We use linear time to plan our lives and measure it by means of small cogs and wheels – within clocks (mostly electronic nowadays) etc. to monitor its passage.

Real time however, is very different and sometimes difficult for people to get their mind around, because we have bought into the popular consensus of time as it was taught to us when we were children.

Real time is actually quite simple to understand but people think of it as difficult, simply because it is a strange concept to come to terms with, or to wrap your mind around.

Real time in simple terms means that everything that has happened, is happening, and ever will happen, is in fact, all happening at the same time!!! 

To give you an insight to Real time, and to help you get your mind around this concept, imagine that you are standing on the top of a high mountain looking at a river down in a valley – you can see the whole length of the river from its source to the sea.

Now imagine that you see a man in a canoe making his way along the curves of the river.

You can see where he has come from – what he has already passed – his past; where he is now – his present; and where he is going to- his future.

So, the whole river that represents his life is visible to you all at the same time, but for the man in the canoe his reality is: that which is behind him lies in his past, where he is now is his present, and the places he has not yet reached, is his future.

Now imagine that the river represents a person’s entire life from birth to death, with every event that has occurred, is actually occurring right now, all at the same time!

THAT IS REAL TIME.

As a reader you are observing from the standpoint of the person on the hill and therefore are able to simultaneously see past, presents and future events from an elevated viewpoint, or in Real Time.

Free will versus Destiny Points in Real Time.
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Destiny Points
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Imagine you are sitting at a table with a scattering of beads on its surface.

Each bead represents a DESTINY POINT, which is fixed and unchangeable.

These are experiences and events that will and must happen to you no matter what, and you cannot avoid them. Destiny points will be encountered at definite times and are part of your life lessons and Life purpose – usually to learn and develop from the experiences they teach you.

These Destiny points can be determined or identified by a reader who has access to privileged information through his/her Clairvoyant capacity.

So, what about Free Will?
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Free Will
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Free will applies to the gaps between the Destiny points, and it is here that we as individuals, can alter the routes between our points of Destiny in any way through Awareness and Action.

The free will aspect is presented to the reader as possibilities - that is, what you see coming towards the Enquirer is one or more possibilities that will be directly or indirectly influenced by the actions or lack of action by the Enquirer.
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The Future
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Is it set in stone?

As I said before, between the destiny points are gaps – this is where free will can be exercised.

Any future events foreseen by the reader can be changed through the actions or lack of action by the Enquirer.

Armed with the foreknowledge the Enquirer gains from the reading they can alter a bad situation by their actions, but they can also block out something good.

A Gong Xi Fa Cai reading will reveal the areas where attracted vibration is going to influence the Enquirer during the next 90 days.

It is the action or inaction of the Enquirer that will determine whether or not the possible scenario will actually occur, since they know by virtue of having the reading, what’s coming towards them.

Here's an example:

If during the reading it comes to light that the Enquirer would have their bag snatched at a mall on the coming Tuesday, they can now use their free will to change this future in quite a few ways; They could decide not to go to the Pavilion on that Tuesday, or they could leave their bag at home and ask someone to carry their cash for them, or they could make sure that other people go with them, or they could be extra vigilant... and so on.

Here's another way of explaining this

J. W. Dunne, an aeronautical engineer, did some pioneering work in the field of time – he too confirmed that time was a blend of past, present and future. It was his work that inspired J.B. Priestley, an expert on 'time slips' in his enquiry on time; he saw time as:

Time one – clock time: he describes it as a 'necessary fiction' – a way of explaining why events seem to follow one another. It is from this that we get the idea of cause and effect. 

Time two – the time of the possible future.

Time three – the time of the creative imagination.

In this case, we are most interested in Time two. Note that Priestly refers to it as the time of the possible future.

The influences on any one Enquirer will have a tendency to move them forward in time in a specific way, and in the absence of their being privy to what is set in place for them over the next 90 days or so, those things will come to pass.

However, the moment an Enquirer is informed of this possible future through a reading, it immediately opens the door for the Enquirer to actively change that approaching set of events.

If we say that 'A' is the position where the Enquirer is in present time, moving forward to point 'B', which is in about 90 days, and the Enquirer has no information concerning what is coming towards him/her, then that future will occur.

If on the other hand, the Enquirer is at point 'A', and then gains information through a reader of the possible approaching future, then the Enquirer could initiate some action, which would immediately alter the coming possible future between point 'A' and point 'B'.

This is why Priestley used the term 'possible future'.

A reader should explain this to the Enquirer, especially where there is bad news in the offing - that is, where the reading predicts a coming unfavorable situation. This would give the Enquirer the opportunity to take action in order to avoid or change the circumstances of that approaching situation (provided it is not a destiny point).

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Explaining Energy and Vibration

Although I have already touched on Energy and Vibration, here is an expanded view of it in terms of how it affects the reading and your Clairvoyancy.

The most basic particle that makes up everything in the Universe is pure energy.

Yet, when we look at the world around us, and indeed the stars and galaxies, we see different forms and substances. Why things appear different and not all the same, is because they vibrate at different rates. Thus, the Universe is made up of a basic substance that is vibrating at different rates, which in turn produces different creatures, elements, shapes and forms.

For example, solid matter is dense because it has a low vibrational rate/frequency. Light, heat, air and other insubstantial substances have a high vibrational rate/frequency.

All living things also have particular vibrational rates specific to themselves.

The vibration of something influences other things in or around it, and those things in turn influence it as well.

I have already discussed the tuning fork experiment to demonstrate this fact.

So it follows then, that if one thing can influence another by way of vibrations, then it is easy to understand that a person, by virtue of the fact that they themselves are vibrating, are influencing the people and things they come into contact with as they move through their lives.

Just so, a person’s vibrations will be influenced by all the things they come into contact with, including other people and events.

So in fact, the people you are living with, have a vibrational influence on you, as do your neighbours, and indeed every human being you come into contact with, whether that contact is brief, or extended. This is why city living is detrimental to an individual, as they have little or no control of the influencing vibrations affecting them in their environment.

An extension of this is that every person has an electromagnetic energy field that surrounds and permeates them (also known as an Aura) that has a unique vibration or frequency.

So now, if you realize that all the things and/or people around you have a vibratory influence on you, this will be detectable in your own vibration in the form of ‘pockets of energy'.

This relates directly to the reading, in that these pockets of energy and their influences are held in a person’s energy sheath/aura and the reader is able to access and interpret this information.

When the reader's aura meshes with the Enquirer's aura, an interaction begins to take place. The reader who sensitises themselves to this interaction will be able to get a pretty good idea of what’s going on in another person’s life. But this takes time and experience, and to make things very much easier, is by using the Futurum Praedicens method of divination.

Using the Futurum Praedicens system is very much like finding the beginning of a ball of string - once you have found the starting point, it makes it so much easier to unravel. So the Futurum Praedicens system acts as the equivalent of the mechanical act of finding the beginning point of the Enquirer's pockets of energy relating to the situations in their lives.

In order to keep the vibrations of these pockets of energy as static as possible, for the reader to read, interpret and translate the vibrations without interference, those vibrations need to be transferred to an inanimate object, which is static, non-moving or unchanging.

Transferring the Enquirer's Energy to the Cards and Charms 

In the Futurum Praedicens system, we do this by getting the Enquirer to touch the cards, and to blow onto the charms.

Clearing the cards and charms of Unwanted Energies 

A vitally important understanding regarding this, is that if anyone has previously touched those cards or charms, their vibrations would be in them, and so the cards and charms first need to be cleared of their vibrations before the Enquirer touches them, otherwise you'd have an intermingling of information that is not completely relevant to the Enquirer.

The easiest way to do this is via the vibration of sound. The cards and charms therefore have to be subjected to the vibration of a strong and even sound, which drives out the previous vibration and therefore becomes receptive to the vibrations of the next person to touch them, namely the Enquirer.

I used the Tibetan tingsha bells to do this.

HOW TO CLEAR THE CARDS AND CHARMS

Spread the cards on the board, and ring the bells over them until the sound rings clear. Take the lid off your charm container, and ring the bells over them as well, and then replace the lid. It's as simple as that!

In the absence of Tibetan tingsha bells, you could use anything that makes an even, strong sound. An ordinary dinner bell rung over the cards and charms would do the trick as well.

To extend the influence or strength of the Enquirer's vibrational energy, get the Enquirer to place their money under the card reading board - this energises the board even before they touch the cards. I will discuss the idea of payment later on as it is an important aspect of the reading.

To extend the influence or strength of the Enquirer's vibrational energy on the charm board, get the Enquirer to place a small personal item, like an earring, car keys, ring, bracelet or similar under the half coconut before they breath into the charm container. Do not let them place anything that has magnetic properties or an internal battery under the coconut as this will disrupt their more delicate energies in the charms.

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CHAPTER FOUR 
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THE READING PROCEDURE -STEP BY STEP:

Once you have your two reading boards placed next to each other, the cards spread on the Gong Xi Fa Cai board, the half coconut on the charm board, the charms in their container, having cleared them of previous vibrations with your bells, and having memorised the meanings of the Houses, cards and charms, you are ready to go.

STEP 1

Get the Enquirer to place their payment under the Gong Xi Fa Cai reading board, and their personal item under the half coconut on the charm board.

STEP 2

Get the Enquirer to lift the lid of the charm container, blow steadily into it, and close the lid. The Enquirer should then shake the charm container around a bit, and when they feel it is 'right', lift the lid and pour the charms over the top of the half coconut. If any of the charms fall off the board, or fall outside the reading ring, set them aside as they are inactive and won't contribute to the reading.

STEP 3

Now have the Enquirer pick up the cards and shuffle them. This is a very important part of the reading, and they should shuffle until the cards feel 'right'. 

Once the Enquirer is happy with their shuffle, they should lay the cards face up on the Gong Xi Fa Cai board, starting at the top right (from the Enquirer's perspective), proceeding to the left until they get to the end of the row, then move to the second row on the right, and lay towards the left until they get to the end of that row and so on until all the cards are laid.

STEP 4

While the Enquirer is busy with their shuffle, it is a good time for you, the reader, to ready yourself to receive information clairvoyantly. This is something that comes with experience, but a good lead into getting into that state is by breathing deep and slow, and clearing your mind of all matters concerning your own life - it's like doing a mini meditation.

STEP 5

Once the cards are all laid, always begin your reading with the top left card (from the Reader's perspective), being in the House of Compass Thoughts.

FIRST CYCLE

Look at the card lying in this first House - House of Compass Thoughts - let's say for this example that it is the Card of Marriage that has fallen here, the mechanical meaning will be immediately clear to you that the main thoughts in the Enquirer's mind is connected to marriage in some way (whether conscious or unconscious) - this is when you should pay attention to the very first thought that comes into your mind, trust it, and go with it. Doubting what you think will lead you to failure. Be brave and tell the Enquirer what has come into your mind - you will surprise yourself at how accurate that information is!

Going with the first thought that enters your mind is one of the key aspects of Clairvoyancy - the second most important key is to trust it!

Once you have read the first card in the first House, turn the card to a slight angle, so that you know that you have read it (remember to turn each card you read so that you don't lose your place). The card that falls in the first House (Compass Thoughts) leads you on to the second House - in the example here, it will take you to the House of Marriage.
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
