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It of primary importance to memorize the scale practicing going up and down the scale as well
as learning the intervals between the notes. The same intervals apply to the blues scale n the
other eleven keys so practice these blues scales as well. The blues scale gives color or
dissonance when played over a major chord, the Eb of the C blues scale against the € natural of
the C major chord giving that bluesy sound.

Notes on Rhythm

Virtually allBlues songs are played in 4/4 time meaning there are 4 beats per each measure and
will have either a straight or swing/shuffle feel.

A shufle or swing feel i going to have a long note followed by a short note, giving the music
more of a roling feel. A swing/shuffle feel can be shown as three triplts for each beat but you
remove the middle trplet out of each beat.

Numerous examples in this book are played with a swing/shuffle feel, notated as a swing
hythm above the tempo marking. The swing rhythm eighth notes are notated as normal eighth
notes but are played s the frst and thid notes of an eighth note triplet: see below.

M files store musical information rather than audio, providing a versatil platform for learn-
ing music Here's a breakdown of the advantages:
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four measures consists of the C7 () chord, followed by two measures of the F7 (IV) chord, two.
‘measures of C7 (1), then one measure each of G7 (V), F7 (V) and C7 (1) before finishing the
progression with the G7 (V) chord which leads perfectly back to the beginning of the
progression, repeating the cycle.

‘The roman numerals (), (V) & (V) help in showing where the chords lie within the C major

scale. Since we are n the key of C, C7 would be the () chord: 7, four notes up from C would be:
the (1V) chord and G7, five notes up from C would be the (V) chord. Using the roman numerals
helps us to be able to transpose the chord progression nto other keys much easier than the
chord names as well as understanding the harmony of the music.

Since we know that the progression consists of the (1), V) and (V) chords, I we wanted to play
the progression in the key of F, then the chords would be F7 () chord, Bb7 (V) chord and C7 (V)
chord. Make sure that you thoroughly understand and memorize this basic chord progression
as there are literally thousands of songs using this chord progression. There are many variations
on this basic Blues progression such as playing the F7 (IV) chord in the second measure as
shown in the above example.

Many of the songs in the book finish on the 13th. measure as an end to the song. When
practicing along with the play along tracks ignore that measure and continue with the 12 bar
progression.
