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            Hebrews 110:38, Now the just shall live by faith; But if anyone draws back, My soul has no pleasure in him.
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The author here rightly appreciates and points out that the Author of the Book of Hebrews has intended to present Jesus Christ as the Son of God, who is the Priest, Prophet, and King. Jesus is the True High Priest of the order of Melchizedek, the True Prophet who is before and after Moses, and the King of kings and Lord of lords. Christ is truly the beginning and the end, the Alpha and the Omega. He is the unchangeable Son of God who is the creator of the universe and loves us so much that He offered Himself as the Perfect Sinless Sacrifice of God to forgive and redeem us back to God. Hallelujah!

Introduction to Hebrews

Author

No one knows who wrote Hebrews is unknown. The author’s identity was not disclosed in the book. Possible authors of Hebrews are Paul, Barnabas, Luke, Apollos, Silas, and others.

Audience

Hebrews was written to Christians of Jewish descent in first-century Israel. Scholars believe that Hebrews was written before the destruction of Herod’s temple in AD 70. 

Theme

The theme of Hebrews is the superiority of Jesus, the Son of Man and Son of God, over prophets, angels, Moses, Joshua, Aaron, the Old Covenant, and temple sacrifice. Hebrews was written to encourage the first-century Jewish Christians not to drift back to the temple worship, sacrifices, rituals, religiosity, Mosaic law, and legalism of Judaism. 

Hebrews 1:1–14

Verses 1–2, God, having in the past spoken to the fathers through the prophets at many times and in various ways, 2has at the end of these days spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, through whom also he made the worlds.

Reflection

In the past, God spoke to the Jews through the prophets of the Old Testament, but now He has spoken to us by the Word, His Son, Jesus Christ, the inheritor of all things and creator of the universe. God spoke by, not through Him. 

John 1:14, And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.

Ephesians 1:18, I pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his glorious inheritance in His holy people.

Verses 3–4, 3His Son is the radiance of his glory, the very image of his substance, and upholding all things by the word of his power, who, when he had by himself purified us of our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high, 4having become as much better than the angels as the more excellent name he has inherited is better than theirs. 

Reflection 

Jesus is the reflection of God’s glory and the exact replication of His being. The power of Christ holds all things together, He atoned for sins on the cross, was glorified, and God exalted Him to the right hand of the Father in heaven. Jesus is far superior to angels. He is God in human flesh, the creator, sustainer, and inheritor of the world. 

Colossians 1:15, He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation.

Romans 8:34, Who then is the one who condemns? No one. Christ Jesus who died, more than that, who was raised to life, is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for us. 

Verses 5–8, 5For to which of the angels did he say at any time, “You are my Son. Today I have become your father? [Psalm 2:7]” and again, “I will be to him a Father, and he will be to me a Son? [2 Samuel 7:14; 1 Chronicles 17:13]” 6When he again brings in the firstborn into the world he says, “Let all the angels of God worship him. [Deuteronomy 32:43 LXX]” 7Of the angels he says, “He makes his angels winds, and his servants a flame of fire. [Psalm 104:4]” 8But of the Son he says, “Your throne, O God, is forever and ever. The sceptre of uprightness is the sceptre of your Kingdom.”

Reflection 

Jesus Christ is superior to angels because angels are created beings who worship Him. The Father addressed Jesus Christ as His Son and proclaimed His kingdom as eternal and righteous. The Father and His Son Jesus Christ share the same Godhead of the Holy Trinity. The author of Hebrews quoted Psalm 45:6, Your throne, O God, will last forever and ever, a scepter of justice will be the scepter of your kingdom. 
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
