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​Chapter 1: The $500,000 Surprise
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Susan Martinez opened the hospital bill on a Tuesday morning. The number made her sit down hard on her kitchen chair. $487,293.67. Four hundred and eighty-seven thousand dollars. For six months of chemotherapy.

The bill came three weeks after her doctor declared her cancer free. Three weeks after she rang the bell at the cancer center and everyone clapped. Three weeks after she thought the hardest part was over.

Susan works as a school secretary in Phoenix. She makes $31,000 a year. The cancer treatment bill equals fifteen years of her salary. Before taxes.

"I beat cancer," Susan says. "But cancer treatment is going to kill me financially."

Susan had insurance. Good insurance, she thought. Blue Cross Blue Shield through the school district. The kind of insurance that's supposed to protect you. The kind that makes you think you're covered.

She was wrong.

Hospital bills arrive like financial tsunamis. One day you're worried about making your car payment. The next day you owe more money than most people will earn in a lifetime.

Maria Rodriguez received her first bill while still getting chemotherapy. $234,567 for two months of treatment. She hadn't even finished fighting cancer and the bills were already trying to destroy her family.

"The cancer was trying to kill me," Maria says. "The bills were trying to kill my family's future."

These aren't rare cases. These aren't worst-case scenarios. This happens to regular people every single day in America. Teachers, mechanics, nurses, firefighters. People who work hard and pay taxes and think they're protected.

The average cost of cancer treatment in America now exceeds $150,000. For common cancers like breast cancer or colon cancer, treatment regularly costs $200,000 to $300,000. For rare cancers or complicated cases, bills can hit $1 million or more.

John Patterson works construction in Ohio. He found blood in his urine on a Saturday. By Monday he was diagnosed with bladder cancer. By Friday he had a treatment plan that would cost $312,000.

"I build houses," John says. "I've never built a house that costs $312,000. Now they want that much money to save my life."

The bills come in waves. First the diagnostic tests. CT scans cost $3,000 each. PET scans cost $5,000. Blood work adds up to thousands more. Before you even start treatment, you can owe $20,000 or $30,000 just figuring out what kind of cancer you have.

Then comes surgery. Operating room fees, surgeon fees, anesthesiologist fees, hospital stay fees. A simple tumor removal can cost $50,000. Complex surgeries run $100,000 or more.

But surgery is just the beginning. Chemotherapy drugs cost $10,000 to $15,000 per month. Radiation therapy costs $2,000 to $3,000 per session. You need dozens of sessions.

Sarah Chen got breast cancer at age 34. She needed surgery, chemotherapy, and radiation. The total bill came to $286,000. Sarah works as a teacher and makes $45,000 a year. The cancer treatment cost more than six years of her salary.

"They save your life and then they bill you enough money to ruin your life," Sarah says.

The bills keep coming even after treatment ends. Follow-up scans every three months. Blood tests every month. Checkups with multiple specialists. The monitoring phase can cost $30,000 to $50,000 per year.

Cancer patients get bills for things they never knew existed. Facility fees for using the hospital building. Administrative fees for processing their case. Equipment fees for using the machines that deliver treatment. Every aspect of cancer care comes with a separate charge.

Dr. Jennifer Walsh treats cancer patients in Seattle. She sees the bills destroy families.

"The medical part is hard enough," Dr. Walsh says. "Then we hand them bills that would bankrupt most Americans. We cure their cancer and financially destroy their families."

Insurance covers some costs, but not nearly enough. Even good insurance often covers only 70% or 80% of cancer treatment costs. That leaves patients responsible for $50,000 to $100,000 or more.

Deductibles alone can destroy families. High-deductible health plans require patients to pay the first $5,000 to $15,000 of medical costs each year. For cancer patients, that means paying thousands of dollars every single year.

Out-of-network fees add thousands more. If your cancer specialist isn't in your insurance network, you pay extra. If the hospital your doctor uses isn't in your network, you pay extra. Cancer patients often have no choice about which doctors or hospitals they use.

Emergency room visits during treatment cost extra too. When chemotherapy causes dangerous side effects, patients go to emergency rooms. Each visit costs $3,000 to $5,000, even with insurance.

The bills arrive with no warning and no explanation. Families open envelopes expecting maybe a few hundred dollars. Instead they find bills for tens of thousands.

Tom Bradley got prostate cancer at age 58. His treatment cost $178,000. His insurance covered $124,000. That left Tom responsible for $54,000. Tom makes $52,000 a year as an auto mechanic.

"I owe more than I make in a year," Tom says. "For getting cancer. Like cancer was my choice."

Medical billing departments send these astronomical bills like they're normal. Like everyone has $200,000 sitting in their checking account. Like people can just write a check for more money than they'll earn in five years.
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
