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​Introduction
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Freedom is not granted. It is not created by governments, not bestowed by kings, and not written into existence by statutes. Freedom is the birthright of every living man and woman. It comes with breath. It is inseparable from life itself.

Yet across the world, men and women live as though they are bound. They apply for licences to exercise what should be natural rights. They pay taxes without ever signing a lawful agreement to do so. They stand before strangers in robes who pass judgment upon them, believing this is justice. And all the while, they are treated not as sovereign beings, but as cargo in a system of commerce.

This is the hidden reality of Admiralty jurisdiction. It is the law of the sea, carried onto the land, imposed upon the people by deception.

​Freedom Hidden in Plain Sight

The world we live in is built upon contracts. Banks, governments, corporations, and courts rely on one principle: that men and women will stand not as themselves, but as their legal fictions. The gold-fringed flag is the ensign of maritime authority. The language, appearance, session, plea, sentence, is the language of commerce.

The truth is in plain sight. But most do not see it.
