Once known as “The Pearl of Asia’, Cambodia’s capital Phnom Penh to the

south of the country sits on the banks of the Tonlé Sap, Mckong and Bassac
Rivers and is home to the golden roofiops of The Royal Palace. It is Cambo-
dia’s northern western city of Siem Reap which shows a dominance of
Buddhism and Khmer culture, namely in the ancient grounds of Angkor Wats
temple complex. Originally built as a Hindu place of worship in the first half of

the 12th century, Angkor became a Buddhist by the end of the 12th century,

Gaining Independence from France in 1953, evidence of its past is still seen
in Siem Reap’s French colonial architecture and the eapital’s art deco buildings.
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
