LURENA LEA SANDS was born Thursday,
January 6th of 1910 in Little Otter, Braxton County, West
Virginia.

At the age of 17, Lurena married ELLIS
LYNN POSEY on Saturday, February 26th of 1927 in Gassaway, Braxton
County, West Virginia. Ellis was the son of PRESTON POSEY and
MARGRET BARKER. Ellis was 20 years old on their wedding day. He was
born on Thursday, May 2nd of 1907 in Gilmer County, West
Virginia.

After 50 years of marriage, Ellis
passed away on Tuesday, December 6th of 1977 in Pinckneyville,
Perry County, Illinois. Lurena lived on another 7 years. Then at
the age of 74, Lurena passed away on Monday, May 28th of 1984 there
in Pinckneyville, Perry County, Illinois.
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The couple’s first daughter, Mondaine,
married Lewis Bays. Lewis was born on Wednesday, November 25th of
1925 in Greenup, Greenup County, Kentucky. He died Thursday, May
3rd of 2012 in Jacksonville, Florida.

Lewis and Mondaine had four children:
Floyd Lewis Bays, Carol Yvonne Bays, Nancy Lea Bays, and Sharon
Gale Bays.

Sharon preferred to go by her middle
name of Gale. She was born Saturday, February 2nd of 1957, and she
died Thursday, February 22nd of 1990. She married Douglas M.
Dubrish, this author, on July 11th of 1973.

Chapter 2

 Martin
Luther Sands
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MARTIN LUTHER SANDS was born on
Saturday, February 28th of 1880 in Braxton County, West Virginia.
Quite often it has been found that documentation will indicate that
his first name was spelled “Marten” rather than “Martin”. Both
versions are found throughout the research.

 


Growing up in the hills along the Elk
River in the village of Little Otter, West Virginia, Martin knew
everyone in town as a teenager. In 1895 the population of Little
Otter was 127 people. He likely started working for one of the
merchants in the village as a laborer early in his teens.
Eventually, he became a Merchant at one of the village shops there
in Little Otter.

 


At the age of 24, he married Nora Ann
Wright in Calhoun County, West Virginia, on Wednesday, September
10th of 1904. A daughter, Laurie Sands, was born in 1909. What
actually happened in the marriage to separate this couple is lost
in time. Documentation does show that Nora lived on to the ripe old
age of 94, and passed away in 1980. Nothing is known about their
daughter Laurie at this time.

 


Now at the age of 28, Martin married
EMMA ERLIN PICKRELL on Wednesday, December 30th of 1908 in Braxton
County. She was the daughter of WILLIAM and MARTHA PICKRELL (nee
unknown). Emma was born in September of 1888 in Lewis County, West
Virginia, and was 20 years old when they married. A little over two
years passed before their first child, Lurena, was born in the
winter of 1910.

Emma passed away in 1920, and
documentation has not been uncovered to determine the details of
her cause, or date, of death. But it is safe to say that her death
likely occurred at home. Her death may have been from the Spanish
Flu. The Spanish Flu was an epidemic during the years 1918 through
1920. People who contract influenza are most infectious between the
second and third day after infection, and they remain infectious
for around ten days. This pandemic has been described as "the
greatest medical holocaust in history" and may have killed more
people than the Black Death in Europe. In this outbreak most of the
victims were young healthy adults. Estimates are that the Spanish
Flu killed up to 650,000 in the United States, and up to 100
million people worldwide. It occurred everywhere in the world
including Braxton County.

When Martin was 53 years old he
married Dorcas Ruth Boggs. At that time, Dorcas was 18 years old
when she married Martin in 1933. The couple had two children: John
Anderston Sands born in 1934, and Barbara Kay Sands born in
1936.

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The picture is presumed to be of
Martin and Dorcas, because photographs of his wife Emma clearly
show that her facial appearance is quite different than that of the
lady in this photograph. If the photo was of Martins wife Nora than
the child would likely be that of Laurie, and the photograph would
be taken about 1911.However, take a good look at the dress being
worn in this picture. This style of dress wasn’t popular until the
late 1920’s and during the 1930’s. This would then place the dress
in the period of time that Martin was married to Dorcas.

At the age of 65, Martin died on
Wednesday, October 31, 1945 in Little Otter, Braxton County, West
Virginia. All together, Martin left behind 10 children.
