            "The chains are not on your wrists. They are on your mind — and they fall away the moment you say no."
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Freedom is the birthright of every man and woman. It does not come from government, it does not depend on a constitution, and it is not granted by an authority figure wearing robes or crowns.

Freedom is given by the Creator, and it is inseparable from life itself.

Yet despite this truth, most of humanity lives in a condition of bondage. The tragedy is that few realise it. The chains are not physical. They are made of paper, signatures, registrations, licences, and agreements.

They are contracts no one knowingly signed, yet everyone is told to obey.

This book is about those hidden contracts. It will show you how governments, all their parliaments, courts, councils and agencies, build their power not through brute force but through deception.

They trick the living man or woman into standing as a legal fiction, a corporation, a Strawman.

They offer benefits and privileges that seem harmless, but in truth are traps that bind you into servitude. Once you understand how the system works, you can begin to step out of it.

You can reclaim your standing as a free man or woman.

The journey begins at birth. From the moment a baby enters the world, paperwork is prepared. The birth is registered, a certificate is issued, and a legal entity is created.

That entity looks like you, sounds like you, and bears your name in capital letters.

It is not you. It is a corporate construct, owned and controlled by the state. This is the first hidden contract, the one that allows all others to follow.

With the creation of the Strawman, governments build an artificial person that can be taxed, licensed, fined, and regulated.

Most people never question this. They go to school, where they are taught obedience to authority and blind faith in officialdom. They are told that government is the source of order and law.

They are taught to memorise rules, to sit in silence, to ask permission for every action.

From childhood, the conditioning begins. By the time adulthood comes, the individual has accepted slavery as normal. They believe they are free while living under constant control.

Consider the world you live in. You need permission to drive a car, to build on your own land, to marry, even to fish. Each of these permissions comes in the form of a licence. And what is a licence?

It is a piece of paper that says you may do what was already lawful so long as you pay tribute and obey conditions.

The need for a licence is proof that freedom has been replaced with servitude. When you ask for permission, you admit you are not sovereign. You admit you are property.

Taxation follows the same pattern. No law compels the living man to pay income tax, council tax, or VAT. Yet people pay, year after year, because they are told it is compulsory. In truth, tax is a matter of contract.

You are invited to declare yourself a taxpayer by signing forms, registering accounts, and complying with notices.

Once you have consented, the system enforces payment as if it were law. But without consent, there is no obligation. This is the hidden trick. 

What looks like law is in fact commercial obligation disguised as statute.

Courts reveal the deception most clearly. Walk into a courtroom and you will see the trappings of authority, gowns, wigs, symbols, flags. But look closer. The judge is not there to apply law, but to enforce contracts.

The courtroom operates under Admiralty jurisdiction, the law of the sea, where everything is commerce and everything is property.

This is why your name appears in capital letters, why you are asked to “stand” and “plead,” why silence is taken as consent. You are treated as a vessel, a corporate entity, not a living soul.

Police officers, too, act not as guardians of peace but as agents of enforcement. Their uniforms, badges, and warrant cards are corporate insignia. Their true role is to ensure compliance with contracts.

When they stop you on the road or knock on your door, they are not enforcing natural law.

They are attempting to create joinder, to trick you into standing as the Strawman. The moment you identify yourself by name, the moment you agree to their questions, you step into the contract. Knowledge is the only defence.

Education and media play their part in maintaining the illusion. Schools teach obedience. Television and newspapers ridicule anyone who challenges government authority. Those who speak of sovereignty are dismissed as conspiracy theorists.

The masses are encouraged to laugh at the very idea of freedom.

This is how control is preserved, not by reason, not by evidence, but by ridicule and repetition. The population polices itself by mocking truth-tellers.

Debt and banking form another chain. The banks create money out of thin air, using only your signature. Loans, mortgages, and credit cards are presented as obligations, but in reality you are funding them with your own energy.

The courts then step in to enforce repayment, ensuring that the illusion of debt keeps you working for a lifetime.

Generations are trapped by this cycle, never realising that the money they repay never existed in the first place.

At every stage, the pattern is the same. The government does not force you. It invites you. It offers a contract. It relies on your consent, whether explicit or silent.

Once you have consented, it acts as though you are bound forever.

This is the essence of hidden slavery. It is voluntary servitude, created by deception, maintained by ignorance, and enforced by fear.

The purpose of this book is to expose that slavery. Each chapter will reveal one of the hidden contracts: the birth certificate, citizenship, licences, taxation, courts, police powers, education, media, debt, and banking.

It will show you not only how the system works, but also how to stand outside it.

It will arm you with maxims of law, with knowledge of your true status, with examples of others who have reclaimed their sovereignty. It will not give you freedom, that is already yours.

It will remind you of what you already are.

Ask yourself some questions as you begin this journey. Did you ever knowingly sign a contract giving government authority over you? Did you ever agree to become property of the state?

Did you ever consent to being treated as a corporation, a Strawman?

If the answer is no, then why do you act as though you are bound? The truth is simple: no one ever asked your consent. They presumed it. And unless you rebut that presumption, the system continues unchallenged.

This introduction is only the beginning. The chapters ahead will take you deeper into each aspect of the system, showing you the mechanics of control and the methods of remedy. Read them carefully. Consider them seriously.

Share them with others who are beginning to question the lies.

Freedom spreads not by force, but by knowledge. Once one person sees the hidden contracts, the spell is broken. Once enough people see, the entire system collapses.

You are a living man or woman. You are flesh and blood, not paper and ink. You are spirit, not a corporate entity. You are sovereign, not subject. The system only works if you forget this.

Remember who you are, and the chains fall away.

The journey out of slavery begins now.
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​Chapter 1: The Birth of the Strawman
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The first hidden contract arrives with the birth certificate. A child enters the world and paperwork follows at once. Parents hear that registration is compulsory and harmless. They hear that it secures identity and services.

Few pause to ask why a living child needs a certificate to exist.

This book presents a different truth.

The birth certificate records a fact, but it does not represent the living child it names.

This corporate person is the Strawman. It is a construct that suits a commercial system. Governments and agencies operate in commerce. Commerce deals with entities that are named and recorded. The living man or woman stands outside that framework.

So, a duplicate is built on paper.

The birth certificate becomes the founding document. From that moment forward, most government letters and demands target the Strawman. The living person feels the pressure and steps into that role without realising it. The switch is subtle. The effect lasts for life.

Look at the symbols that surround official letters. Names in capital letters. Codes and numbers. References to accounts. None of this speaks to a living soul. It speaks to a corporate entry on a registry. Ships are recorded in capitals.

Companies are recorded in capitals.

Trusts are recorded in capitals. When you receive a letter that shows your name in that style, the system addresses the Strawman. The trick works because most people never learned to spot it. They respond in good faith. Their response forms joinder.

Joinder links the living person to the paper entity.

For most of human history births were recorded in family Bibles, parish books, or by the memory of kin. Life moved on without a central registry. Communities knew who was who. Bonds of duty and care arose through custom and honour.

The modern state replaced that with a registry that looks neutral but shifts power.

With registration, authority moves from family to office. People learn to believe that a child exists only once entered in that system. That belief has weight. It gives officials a foothold in family life.

It also prepares the ground for later claims over the person.

The timing matters. Parents meet this system when they are tired and emotional. A form appears. The tone is firm. The message speaks of duty and benefit. Few parents are in a mood to study terms or meanings. They sign.

No one tells them they are creating a legal person separate from the child.

No one explains the lasting effect of this act. Silence hangs over the real function of the certificate. The signature stands. The registry gains a new entry, which years later becomes the reference point for taxes, fines, and licences.

Researchers point to a link between certificates and finance. They say the entry supports bonds and credit. They say it joins the person to national obligations.

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Whether you accept each financial claim or not, the pattern is clear. A paper identity is formed and then used as a handle. Through that handle the system moves money and claims rights. The living person carries the burden.
