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Nice-Cote d'Azur Airport is the third among the French airports after those of Paris (Charles de Gaulle and Orly) and the second business French airport after the Bourget. Built on an area partially taken over the sea, it connects the French Riviera to many worldwide destinations. It is divided into two poles: Terminal 1 for international flights and Terminal 2 for domestic flights. Many companies have a desk there.




Helicopter

You can reach Monaco by helicopter from Nice airport. A conveyance which admittedly is a bit expensive but indeed so convenient! Only 7 minutes flight with a budget of approximately € 200 return ticket (adult). Frequencies are numerous, almost every half hour. Once in Monaco, a free shuttle service will drop you off at your hotel or at your appointment.

Ideal to avoid traffic jams, Héli Air Monaco is the ideal solution if you are in a hurry or if you want to travel in an original way. The company organizes private transfers from Nice Côte d 'Azur airport or Monaco towards Saint-Tropez (25 minutes), Cannes (15 minutes) or Isola 2000 (20 minutes) but also to ski resorts in Courchevel, Megève, Albertville or Avoriaz. By Train

All trains of the SNCF network stop at the station in Monaco Monte-Carlo. The TGV to and from Paris (5h30 drive) insure a day and night trip. Day trains to Milan, Genes or Bale pass 4 times per day. Night trains also serve the cities of Strasbourg, Paris, Toulouse, Irun, Port-Bou, Milan, Venice, Pisa and Rome. The TER (Regional Express Trains) provide long distance service to the Riviera cities from Ventimiglia (Italy) and from Menton for the eastern side, and from Grasse, Cannes or Les Arcs Draguignan for the western side. Since 2009, the Principality has contributed to increase the frequency of the number of TER and therefore also the number of passengers transported (450 seats) on the regional network between Menton and Nice by purchasing 5 reams decorated with the colours of the country. The TER run every day (about one every 15 minutes at peak times, every half hour during the day, if not every hour).

Inaugurated in December 1999, the Monaco Monte-Carlo station is operated by the National Society of French Railways (SNCF). The particularity of this station is its underground location: it is also characterized by the number of pedestrian accesses which serve the four corners of the Principality, from the Sainte-Devote bridge via a serie of elevators and escalators, from the Sainte Devote square at the corner of rue Grimaldi and Port Hercule, from the elevators of Boulevard de Belgique leading to Sainte Devote gallery, from the former SNCF station via the new gallery Prince Pierre near the Place d'Armes whose access is recommended for disabled people. Within the station, you will find the offices of the SNCF , some souvenir shops and a tourist office desk.




By Bus

The Urban Community of Nice Côte d' Azur has established a network of buses and coaches providing many connections between Nice and Menton, going through Monaco. All tickets can be purchased directly on board of each line by the driver which allows you to have a free correspondence within 2h30 (only for connections on French territory).

[image: ] Line No. 100 runs daily from 6am to 20: 30 from Ségurane stop in Nice or from the bus station of Menton. Monday to Saturday, a departure every quarter of an hour is ensured while the frequency is slower on Sundays and French bank holidays: on these days, every 25 minutes there is a bus. Please note, buses of line 100 are often very crowded, probably victims of their success the ticket being at 1.50 € ... A good advice: arm yourself with patience, especially during major events or during summer! Enjoy the view along the seafront and if you find a seat, this will probably be your lucky day! In the Principality of Monaco, line 100 serves seven stops: Les Carabiniers, Place des Moulins, Casino, Stade nautique / Sainte Devote, Place d'Armes and cemetary.

[image: ] Another much faster and less crowded line connects Nice to Monaco but from the motorway: the Xpress bus 100. You will pay 4 € for a ticket. Beware: This line runs only every 50 minutes during peak periods.

[image: ] For those who want to enjoy Monaco by night, the Noctambus 100 connecting Nice to Menton via The Principality runs every Thursday, Friday, Saturday and on the eve of public holidays from 10pm to 4am. Expect, however, that one passes every hour and a half in the Principality.

Parking




Traffic access control for campers or caravans


Beware, if you want to go to Monaco-Ville (The Rock) by car, the access is controlled: only vehicles registered in Monaco and the Alpes-Maritimes are authorized. For new French license plates, only those bearing the territorial identification of the Alpes-Maritimes and whose owner justifies his actual residence in this department will be allowed to enter the Rocher (Rock). The police officer on duty on the Place d'Armes will ask for some documents ( registration certificate, vehicle registration and identity papers). Others will have to go to the Parking des Pecheurs at the end of the Avenue de la Quarantaine, where an elevator provides direct access within minutes to the old town.

Although motorhomes are welcome in the Principality, it is not the most appropriate way to get around in the streets of Monaco. Their parking is prohibited on public roads: only the parking des Ecoles can accommodate this type of vehicle but in limited quantities and the welcome is only possible when there are no major events. Sightseeing

Although the Principality of Monaco is a small country (2 km2), it is important to structure your visit to avoid wasting time. A tip how to save time and to have a wise visit: use car parks and urban elevators, fast and secure operating 24h/24.

[image: ] Fontvieille and the exotic Garden. Located down against the Rock, the Fontvieille district was built on the sea. It consists of homes, offices, a heliport, factories, the Louis II stadium and a small port. If you arrive in Monaco by the medium corniche, you will arrive by the Exotique garden.

[image: ] The Rocher (the Rock). It is the old town with narrow alleys of the Middle Ages. It is better to leave the car in the parking des Pecheurs located down against the Rock: a lift then enables you to reach the main sites (Prince's Palace, Cathedral, Oceanographic Museum, etc.)

[image: ] The Condamine. Important shopping area, this sector of La Condamine includes Grimaldi Street, the Place d'Armes and the little church of Sainte-Devote, the Boulevard Albert I and the Port Hercule.

[image: ] Monte-Carlo and the Larvotto. Worldwide famous, it is in the district of Monte-Carlo (some pronounce it Monte-Carl ') that are the Casino, the Opera and the Carré d'Or. Not far away, the Larvotto includes private and public beaches, the Grimaldi Forum and Villa Sauber.

Sainte Dévote is the holy patroness and guardian of the Principality. The roman Emperor Diocletian Roman led the last bloody wave of persecution against the followers of the new religion that was Christianity. The corsican Dévote was one of his victims towards the end of his reign in 304. A legend perpetuates her memory: by fear her body would be desecrated, her circle of friends manadged to get her remains and put her in a boat which came ashore in the small valley of Gaumates in Monaco. The martyr, became Saint, and was buried there. The edification of a church dedicated to her was given to the monks of the abbey of Saint-Pons. The actual church dates back to 1870, under the reign of Prince Charles III. Every January 27th, the miraculous return of the holy patroness is commemorated by igniting a boat on the church square.

This cathedral of Romanesque revival style was built in 1875 with the white stones of La Turbie on the exact location where the old saint-Nicolas church once was. Inside, a magnificent altarpiece painted by Louis Bréa at the beginning of the 16th century represents saint-Nicolas on his green episcopal throne surrounded by saints with a prédelle of 17 small different paintings. The majestic white marble altar encrusted with mosaics gives a glimpse of the white Penitents Pietà behind it. In the crypt, the tombs of the Princes of Monaco: that of the Princess Grace and Prince Rainier III are on the left side of the transept. During summer, you can hear every Sunday at 10am the mass sung by the Petits Chanteurs de Monaco.

The New National museum of Monaco (NMNM) consists of two villas: villa Paloma located on the heights of the boulevard du jardin exotique and villa Sauber on the beachfront in Larvotto area. Built in 1910, Villa Paloma is one of the most beautiful residences of the Principality for its architecture and urbanism. Since 2010 it welcomes temporary exhibitions. Do not hesitate to visit its garden designed by Octave Godard, pupil of the famous landscape architect Edouard André (1840-1911) from which the view of Monaco is unique.

The New National Museum of Monaco (NMNM) consists of two villas: Villa Paloma located on the heights of the Jardin Exotique boulevard and the Villa Sauber by the sea in the Larvotto area. They are part of the last Belle Epoque residences in the Principality, and are often wrongly attributed to Charles Garnier because of his similarities with the Opera built at the same time. It was bought by the painter Robert Sauber who gave it his name before she became the property of the Monegasque State in 1969. Villa Sauber exhibited the Galéa collection from 1972 to 2009 (dolls, automates, miniatures…). It now hosts various exhibitions. During your visit, do not miss its gardens where many citrus fruits flourish, a rose garden dedicated to Francis Meilland and exotic plants. A pleasant walk away from the city's tumult. Please note that Villa Sauber and its gardens will be closed from October 28, 2018 for a period of three years for renovation and improvement works.

To visit the large apartments of this private residence, count about 40 minutes. The building was built at the end of theXIIIth century at the early days of the Grimaldi dynasty on the location of the castle built in 1215. It was then developed and embellished during the Renaissance. Every year, an impressive cortege of tourists discovers, the time of a visit, part of the intimacy of the Princes of Monaco through these grand apartments. The opportunity to see the very beautiful gallery with Italian arcades adorned with large wall paintings, the princely salon or the throne room that hosts all major events since the XVIth century. The luxury of the decoration of each element such as the courtyard of honor with a Carrara marble staircase or the palatine chapel. One of the classic postcards of the Rock represents the coats of arms when the Prince occupied the Palace on the Sainte-Marie Tower, all in white stones of La Turbie and built at the beginning of the century by Prince Albert Ist. On the Palace square, we enjoy a beautiful panorama on the city and the harbor. The changing of the guard in their famous white uniform in summer and black in the winter takes place every day at 11: 55am. The Palace also contains Saint-Jean-Baptiste parish which is not open to the public: built between 1654 and 1656 by Genois architect Jacques Cantone uopn the request of Prince Honoré II, it was completely restored under the reign of Prince Charles III (1818-1889).

Built on the side of the Rock more than a century ago, the Oceanographic Museum of Monaco contemplates the Mediterranean from its 85 m high. This museum is dedicated to the marine world, its history and the scientific news. On several floors, you will follow the steps of Prince Albert I of Monaco (1848-1922), Founder of this museum and pioneer of modern oceanography. Between exploration, arts and science, the visit is marked with impressive pieces of collection highlighted by the majestic spaces of the halls as well as models and large skeletons of marine mammals. As of summer 2018, the Museum will host a new space, "Monaco and the Ocean: " from exploration to protection. The visitor is part of an immersive, interactive and playful journey in the steps of the Princes of Monaco - Prince Albert I, Prince Rainier III and H.S.H Prince Albert II. Interesting temporary exhibitions are complementary to this fascinating place. In the basement, the aquarium is one of the highlights of the visit: The shark lagoon, a true technical and biological achievment, reveals in a giant pool of 400,000 liters and 6 meters deep the extraordinary diversity of the coral reef. The living ecosystems are presented in a realistic way to sensitize visitors to the sustainable management of the ocean. The visitor wanders in a blue, soft and mysterious atmosphere. Then, he reaches a new space around fluo corals to live a night dive in tropical seas. To finish this exciting journey, the roof terrace of 600m² welcomes turtles from Mali offered to Prince Albert II. The museum's restaurant La Terrasse offers a Mediterranean cuisine and an unbeatable view over Monaco and the sea. It should be noted that the Oceanographic Museum finally receives international conferences bringing together experts, entrepreneurs and policymakers around the major issues of sustainable oceans management.

Note that it is possible to rent the Exotic Garden outside the opening hours for events and that the site offers a special package for wedding photos. Before leaving, you will take a small tour at the shop facing the entrance: On 55 m², you will find more than 400 products (t-shirts, teddy bears, pens, key rings, magnets, postcards… not forgetting an exclusive collection of leather goods). The Exotic Garden is complemented by a Botanical Center with new greenhouses opened in October 2017.
