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PREFACE


All the Ferraris. The book you are about to read has no equivalent. This might appear almost miraculous, given the abundant literature inspired by the Ferrari marque and its founder, Enzo Ferrari, over so many years, in all languages and on all continents.


The company, the people, the engineers and technicians, the drivers, the cars: all these subjects have already been amply covered. With one exception. No one before Serge Bellu has approached the Ferrari legend through its production with a concern for exhaustiveness pushed to the point of fanaticism. To be sure, the author had already approached – as had some of his peers – this encyclopaedic subject area some 15 years ago, but only in a partial way. This time Serge Bellu has endeavoured to describe all the models, in order of appearance. This journalist and historian is therefore the first to have brought together the entire production of the craftsman builder based in the town of Maranello ever since its foundation in 1947. He includes not only road and production cars, but also special bodywork made as a single unit – one-offs – as well as competition machines, be these gran turismo cars, prototypes, IndyCar single-seaters, and Formula One and Two cars. Racing cars were always Enzo Ferrari’s reason for living and what chiefly drove him. Road-going models were never regarded as anything other than a source of income for financing his sporting commitments. Whether they were road cars or competition cars, over the decades all these exceptional machines contributed to associating speed, power, elegance, panache and success with Ferrari. More than 600 models have been brought together, described and – a rare thing – illustrated. Even in their wildest dreams, no one would have imagined the possibility of such an endeavour. As on the occasion of every great victory by the Scuderia Ferrari, the book deserves that the church bells of Maranello be rung. For this book is a victory over the impossible. It is the result of several years of research, compilation, checking and cross-referencing.


An assiduous participant and observer in the world of cars for more than five decades, author of a multitude of reference books, and a guide and model for many journalists of my generation, Serge Bellu was in my view the best placed to write All the Ferraris. This devotee of art and culture has not been content merely to list models, but has taken pains to place each creation bearing the Prancing Horse in the context of its time. The style and design benefit from this special clarity. Through each model is written the story of one of the world’s most influential marques – with its intrigues, renunciations, unexpected twists and revolutions.


What renders this book unique is that, progressing through its pages, the reader witnesses the evolution of the Ferrari legend, which has lived several lives, from its glorious but financially diﬃcult beginnings, to production records broken each year since the start of the 21st century – more than 13,000 units in 2023 – to the acquisition of a stake by Fiat in June 1969, and the death of its founder on 14 August 1988.

FOREWORD


Everything about Ferrari has been said, written and rehashed. There are dozens of books on the subject, in myriad languages. All the marque’s models have been reviewed, being the subject of numerous descriptions written by the greatest experts.


And yet, amid all this profusion, no catalogue raisonné listing the entire production of the Ferrari factory has ever been published. This exhaustive inventory covers all the models approved by the company or oﬃcially unveiled by it, which excludes projects that remained secret or unauthorized:


– all touring cars, whether from the production line or built in small quantities, even individually, with a list of all the versions and bodywork styles;


– all competition cars, whether deployed as prototypes or in the gran turismo (grand touring) category, their variants, their successive versions, their transformations and, where applicable, their chief sporting successes;


– all Formula One and Two single-seaters, and their adaptations for the Tasman and IndyCar series;


– all styling studies and concept cars made by independent coachbuilders and designers but recognized by Ferrari.


Each type has been given a description and a specification sheet listing its chief technical characteristics, production figures and chassis numbers. It will be seen that braking and suspension systems are no longer specified from the point where all cars had disc brakes, fully independent suspension and coil springs. Some technical details are missing because they have not been divulged by the manufacturer.


Where applicable, certain cars have been given their ‘mutation’. This is because, during the marque’s early decades, many racing and touring chassis took different forms during their existence.


Models are arranged chronologically, in order of appearance, and divided into two main categories: the first containing gran turismo (grand touring) and sport cars, and the second singleseaters.


This inventory has been compiled by drawing not only on personal research and experience but also on the irreplaceable work of respected historians, without whom such a collection could not have been put together – leading figures such as Angelo Tito Anselmi, Keith Bluemel, Marcel Massini, Jess Pourret and Gianni Rogliatti, to name but a few.


But first and foremost among all these researchers I am grateful to the late Antoine Prunet, with whom I worked for many long years – for his erudition, curiosity and sense of humour.


This book is dedicated to him.

THE MAN BEFORE THE MARQUE


When Enzo Ferrari (1899–1988) founded the marque that bears his name, in the town of Maranello, near Modena, in 1947, he was almost 50 years old. He had already had the time to live several lives, in different spheres – as a racing driver, sports manager and entrepreneur.


Italy was still a young nation when the 19th century was drawing to a close. The regions of Emilia and Romagna were neighbours, yet very different. They had not yet been artificially merged into a single administrative region. In the depths of this fertile countryside, a romance blossomed between Alfredo Giuseppe Vittorio Emmanuele Ferrari, a metalworker in Carpi, Emilia, and Adalgisa Virginia Maria Bisbini, 20 years his junior. Originally from Forlì, Romagna, she ran a small business. They married on 30 April 1896 and settled on the outskirts of Modena – by coinicidence in Via Paolo Ferrari. Their first child, Alfredo junior, was born a few months later, in August 1896. Then came their second son, on 18 February 1898 – christened Enzo Anselmo Giuseppe Maria.


The young Enzo’s childhood passed in a ‘conventional’ manner, to quote his own, resigned expression. In fact, he had a ‘profound aversion’ to school and retained from those monotonous years only his moments of leisure, devoted to breeding racing pigeons. Neither would he forget the day his father took him to Bologna to watch the Coppa Florio, which was won by Felice Nazzaro. Enzo was only ten years old, but the roar of the big Fiat emerging from a bend in a cloud of dust remained with him for life. As a teenager, when urged to enter the world of work, he refused to embark, like his brother, on extended engineering studies – to the great displeasure of his father …


In 1916 he lost his father and brother a few weeks apart – the former died of pneumonia, the latter during an epidemic of Spanish flu. The following year, young Enzo was drafted into the 3rd Mountain Artillery Regiment, where he was made responsible for shoeing mules. Once free of his military duties, he found himself alone, facing his melancholy, doubts and utopian dreams. Sometimes he dreamed of becoming an opera singer, sometimes a sports journalist. Why not a racing driver? Enzo Ferrari was trying to find himself. He left for Turin, capital of the Italian car industry. He offered his services to Fiat, without success, then knocked on other doors – which did not open. He eventually found a lowly job in a garage – from which he immediately wanted to escape. Exasperated, he headed to Milan, where fortune smiled on him at last. In the Lombard city he met the head of CMN (Costruzioni Meccaniche Nazionali), an aeronautics company that had recently switched to cars. This time things went his way. Enzo Ferrari was hired and glimpsed the possibility of fulfilling his desire of becoming a racing driver. He negotiated the best price with his employer to buy a ‘15/20’ model. On 5 October 1919 Enzo Ferrari took part in his first competition – a hill climb from Parma to Poggio di Berceto. Against all expectations, the novice came fourth in the ‘four-litre’ class. He got the bug and bought a much more powerful car from Isotta Fraschini, a Tipo IM racing car built in 1914.


Enzo’s performance did not pass unnoticed at Alfa Romeo, another Milan marque that had sporting aspirations. Its management offered Ferrari the post of third racing driver in the oﬃcial team. In October 1920, in one of his first races, he drove a 20/30 HP to second place in the Targa Florio. Immediately afterwards he chalked up some good results: second in the Mugello in 1921, first on the Savio circuit in 1923, and winner of the Coppa Acerbo in Pescara in 1924. This last victory had a special resonance. At the finishing line Enzo Ferrari met the countess Paolina Baracca and her husband, Count Enrico, who were thrilled by his driving. The couple suggested to him that he adorn the sides of his racing cars with the prancing horse that had been the badge of their son, Francesco Baracca, an Italian flying ace who died in combat in June 1918. ‘He will bring you luck,’ the countess promised. Enzo Ferrari accepted, choosing a yellow background for his insignia – ‘the golden field, the colour of Modena’. The Prancing Horse was born.

On the business side, Enzo Ferrari struggled to keep his small concern going, Carrozzeria E. Ferrari & C., founded in January 1920, whereas he had more success with opening his Alfa Romeo dealership in Modena. As a consultant for the management of the Milan company, he was involved in the selection of personnel. He poached Luigi Bazzi (1892–1986) and Vittorio Jano (1891– 1965), two engineers working for Fiat. Then, in January 1924, he hired Gioacchino Colombo (1903–88), a recent graduate from a mechanics school. These three individuals would be at his side when Enzo Ferrari became a manufacturer. Good fortune also smiled on his private life. In April 1923 he married the dancer Laura Dominica Garello (1900–78). Nine years later their marriage would produce Alfredo, known as Alfredino – or ‘Dino’ – the beloved son and designated successor, in whom he placed all his hopes … Enzo Ferrari would be devastated by the death of the young engineer at the age of 24. In 1927, Enzo was knighted as a Commander of the Order of the Crown of Italy, earning him his nickname, ‘Il Commendatore’ (The Commander).

Enzo Ferrari tried to revitalize Alfa Romeo’s sporting activity by setting up, on 16 November 1929, the Scuderia Ferrari (scuderia is the Italian for ‘stable’ and, by extension, ‘racing team’), with Alfredo Caniato and Mario Tadini as his associates. Based at 11 Viale Trento e Trieste, its goal was ‘the purchase of competition automobiles of the Alfa Romeo marque, and their participation in races of the national sporting calendar’. The Scuderia went into action in the 1930 Mille Miglia, where it entered several 6C 1750 cars, to support those from the factory.


The position of Alfa Romeo changed with the economic crisis that had begun on Wall Street, New York City, in 1929 and was now reaching Europe’s shores. On 24 January 1933 the Italian government created the Istituto per la Ricostruzione Industriale (Industrial Reconstruction Institute), to come to the aid of companies in diﬃculty. The body took control of Alfa Romeo, the fascist state being interested in the Avio division, which supplied engines to the aeronautical industry, and the Veicoli Industriali (Industrial Vehicles) division, which made trucks. By contrast, the state considered car production as unimportant and involvement in sport as purely symbolic. Alfa Romeo’s management willingly relinquished its race division, transferring its activities to the Scuderia Ferrari in August 1933. The latter possessed some magnificent machines: the 8C 2300 for endurance races, the Tipo B for grand prix events, and the multi-purpose 8C Monza. These were effective racing cars for competing with Maseratis and Bugattis, but not up to doing battle with the German competition that arrived on the grand prix scene in 1934. For several years Scuderia Ferrari tried to cope as best it could with Alfa Romeo’s input at the highest level of the company, producing single-seaters (Tipo 8C and 12C) that never managed to prevail except in non-championship races.


In October 1936 Ugo Gobbato, head of Alfa Romeo, reached out to the Spanish engineer Wifredo Ricart to revive the company. This was unacceptable to Enzo Ferrari, who could not tolerate that so much credit should be given to someone he considered so misguided: ‘I was worried by the way Ricart’s fundamentally detrimental ideas were automatically accepted.’ Internal tensions and struggles for influence worsened the atmosphere. Enzo Ferrari tried to escape it by retreating to Modena, but Ugo Gobbato administered the coup de grâce in March 1938 by ordering the return of Alfa Corse to Milan. Hoping to soothe Enzo’s resentment, he named him head of Alfa Corse, but disagreements ran too deep. In November 1938 Enzo Ferrari left Alfa Romeo with a single objective: to build racing cars that bore his name.

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AUTO AVIO COSTRUZIONI TIPO 815 ‘TORPEDINO’ (TOURING) APRIL 1940



Having run Alfa Romeo’s sporting activities since August 1933 under the Scuderia Ferrari banner, Enzo Ferrari walked out of the Milan company in November 1938.


Unable to bear working with Alfa Romeo’s newly appointed technical director Wifredo Ricard, Enzo left the company. He would soon bounce back, however, making clear his intention to set up his own car factory. Legally, he would not be allowed to have a business in his own name in the sector for four years after his break with Alfa Romeo. He therefore had to give up on using the insignia of the Scuderia Ferrari, which he had created in November 1929.


Instead, Enzo founded a new company, Auto Avio Costruzioni, in September 1939. It would be devoted to producing industrial machines and tools, as well as carrying out various kinds of work for aeronautical companies. But Ferrari’s old demons had not left him. Alongside the bread-and-butter activities of Auto Avio Costruzioni, he very quickly gathered together, under the engineer Alberto Massimino, a small team whose task was to design and build a racing car. This car, designated the ‘815’ (standing for eight cylinders and a displacement of 1.5 litres), used many mechanical components borrowed from Fiat. The engine itself consisted of two four-cylinder units in line. The bodywork was made by Carrozzeria Touring, which provided Ferrari with a small boat-shaped design called the Torpedino tipo Brescia (‘Brescia-type torpedo’), echoing a theme that had already been applied to several Alfa Romeo cars. The two units built were on the start line of the Gran Premio di Brescia, a pared-back version of the Mille Miglia, held on 28 April 1940. One (chassis no. 020) was driven by the operation’s sponsor, Lotario Rangoni Machiavelli; the second (no. 021) by the brilliant racing driver Alberto Ascari. The two cars abandoned the race and quietly disappeared. Only one – no. 021 – was preserved and is now in the collection of Mario Righini, in Panzano Castle in Castelfranco Emilia.


In 1943 the escalating Allied bombing campaign on Italy’s industrial cities obliged Enzo Ferrari to decamp from Modena and move to the nearby town of Maranello. It was there that Il Commendatore would devote himself to creating the marque bearing his name.

125 SPORT SPIDER (PEIRETTI) MARCH 1947



On 12 March 1947 a bare chassis was being driven in the yard of the Ferrari factory on Viale Abetone Inferiore. Fitted with a 12-cylinder engine designed by the engineer Gioachino Colombo, it was fitted a few days later with bodywork made by a local craftsman named Giuseppe Peiretti.


It was the very first car bearing the Ferrari name. Two months later, on 11 May, it had its maiden race outing at the 1947 Prima Gara di Campionato (First Championship Race) held in Piacenza. At the wheel, Franco Cortese was competing in the race open to ‘formula massima’ (maximum formula) cars. Unfortunately, the Ferrari 125 Sport had to abandon the race three laps before the end.


After this grand, if disappointing, debut, events unfolded at increasing speed. The 125 Sport won on its second outing, in Rome on 25 May. It then raced in Vercelli, in the Mille Miglia, in Parma, Florence and Livorno between June and August. As race followed race, the bodywork was modified: the radiator grille was sometimes removed, while the openings of the air intakes on the front varied.


For the race in Modena on 28 September 1947, a 125 Sport Spider was entered for Ferdinando Righetti, who finished fifth. Was this a new car, or the 125 Sport no. 01/C with a remodelled front? Modifications were the fitting of a more angular radiator grille flanked by narrower air intakes, and longer, streamlined headlights mounted slightly higher. The central air intake, whose opening had been above the radiator grille, was absent, replaced by a new scoop-shaped opening on the bonnet.


In 1948 the 125 Sport no. 01/C chassis was probably renumbered (010/I) and would be transformed into the 166 Inter with ‘two-seater racing’-type bodywork and a 2-litre engine. In any event, the 125 Sport in its original form would disappear, which would justify the building of a replica financed by the Ferrari Classiche department. The job was entrusted to Michelotto Automobili with the support of Carrozzeria Nova Rinascente. This perfect and ‘oﬃcial’ copy was unveiled in Pebble Beach, California, in August 2006.

125 SPORT SPIDER RACING TWO-SEATER (ANSALONI) APRIL 1947



Alongside the 125 Sport no. 01/C, a second version was under construction on the no. 02/C chassis. This variant aimed to be more race-oriented and was thus stripped down and lighter.


The car took the form of a fuselage flanked by four wheels attached to its exterior, a type of open-topped car that the Italians called a biposto corsa (racing two-seater) – a configuration also used by Maserati, Nardi and OSCA. The racing two-seater spiders, 125 S, 159 S and 166 Inter, would all be made in the workshops of Arturo Ansaloni in Modena. These were versatile cars that could race in the Sport or Formula Two categories, thanks to being fitted – or not – with headlights and wings. The 125 Sport no. 02/C made its debut in May 1947 in Rome on the Terme di Caracalla circuit as part of the Primavera Romana del Motore (Roman Spring of the Engine), with Franco Cortese at the wheel. It subsequently raced at Vigevano and Varese in June and at Forlì, Parma and Florence in July.


Identification of the first Ferraris is open to doubt, for none of them has survived. Here we use the chassis numbering used by the historian Gianni Rogliatti, and, like him, attribute the number 02/C to the 125 Sport racing two-seater.

159 SPORT SPIDER (PEIRETTI) AUGUST 1947



A new spider made its racing debut at the Coppa Acerbo in Pescara in August 1947.


Broadly speaking, the 159 Sport Spider echoed the shape of the 125 Sport no. 01/C, but it is still debated whether it was a new car on a new chassis (02/C?), or on the old chassis, the no. 01/C. This writer favours the latter hypothesis. Did this spider use the bodywork of the 125 Sport, simply updated, or a new body shell? The fact remains that there are many noticeable differences between the two cars: here, the sweep of the front wings is longer; the side vents are shortened as a result; the headlights are more prominent, more profiled and mounted higher; the vents either side of the radiator grille are wider, and there are two extra ones above it. The V12 engine’s displacement has been increased from 1,497 to 1,903 cc, and the bore and stroke increased from 55 × 52.5 to 59 × 58 mm. Thus, the 125 Sport was transformed into the 159 Sport. In Pescara, Cortese finished in second place.

159 SPORT TWO-SEATER RACING SPIDER (ANSALONI) SEPTEMBER 1947



The two-seater racing spider underwent considerable development with this car, which was less unwieldy than the 125 Sport no. 02/C. Lower and more slender, it sat on a new chassis, the no. 002/C. It featured the V12 engine in its 1.9-litre version, which earned it the designation ‘159 Sport’.


The 159 Sport made its debut in Modena on 28 September 1947 with Franco Cortese at the wheel. Subsequently, the French driver Raymond Sommer drove it to victory in Turin on 12 October 1947. The 159 Sport no. 002/C was the basis for the 166 Inter, which would be launched for the 1948 season. It can be considered the prototype for the series of nine cars that was to follow.

166 SPORT SPIDER (ALLEMANO) NOVEMBER 1947



In the run-up to the eighth Tour of Sicily (Giro di Sicilia) in 1948 (merged with the 32nd Targa Florio that year) a new Ferrari appeared: the 166 Sport.


This boat-shaped car had ‘pontoon’-style bodywork, featuring front and rear wings integrated into a single unit, and a straight beltline. Sitting on the 001/S chassis, it came out of the workshop of the coachbuilder Allemano in November 1947. This 166 Sport, unique of its kind, was owned by Bruno Sterzi, who immediately entered it in two great classics of the 1948 Italian sporting calendar: the Tour of Sicily and the Mille Miglia. In 1950 Bruno Sterzi sold the 166 Sport no. 001/S to Baron Stefano La Motta. That unfortunate gentleman driver would die at the wheel, on 1 April 1951. The 166 Sport no. 001/S did not survive either.

166 INTER TWO-SEATER RACING SPIDER (ANSALONI) JANUARY 1948



In readiness for the 1948 racing season, Ferrari decided to make available to buyers a two-seater racing spider directly derived from the 159 Sport no. 002/C.


Sold to the brothers Gabriele and Soave Besana, the 166 Inter was the first Ferrari made available to privateer racing drivers, and the first of nine more or less similar cars. They differed only in their radiators, which varied in shape and had a grille that was either flat or convex (from May 1949). The 166 Inter had an engine with a still greater displacement. It competed in Formula Two races and races open to so-called ‘Sport’ cars but without distinction. Ferrari made two variants with a shortened wheelbase: the 008/I and 018/I.


It should be noted that the same ‘166 Inter’ designation was given to another model for touring use.

VARIANTS


Several of the 166 Inter two-seater racing spiders were radically modified, receiving new bodywork during – or after – their racing careers. These transformations might happen after a car had been damaged, in order to update it, or simply because the owner wanted to change their car’s character.


166 INTER no. 002/C
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SPIDER (MOTTO) 1950


At the start of the 1950s the 166 Inter no. 002/C (former 159 Sport) was given new, boat-shaped bodywork by the coachbuilder Motto. It was in a garage in Florence when an American surgeon, Samuel Scher, bought the car and took it to the United States. Years later, during the summer of 1967, the historian and collector Stanley Nowak came across this unusual boat-shaped car in the parking lot of the Bridgehampton Race Circuit, near Sag Harbor, New York. Having identified it as 166 Inter no. 002/C, he bought it, then agreed to sell it to Carl Bross, on condition that the latter commit to pay for rebuilding it in its original guise. After changing hands several more times and undergoing several unfinished restorations, the 166 finally regained its racing two-seater shape and appeared in this form at the Pebble Beach Concours d’Élégance in 1983.


The bodywork by Motto was not lost: it was transplanted onto the 166 Inter chassis no. 031/S.
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The wraparound bodywork made by Motto was first fitted to the 166 Inter no. 002/C before being transferred to that of no. 031/S.





166 INTER no. 012/l
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SPIDER (FONTANA) 1950


Damaged in an accident in July 1949 during the Dolomites Gold Cup Race, 166 Inter no. 012/l was given new bodywork by Antonio Fontana, a craftsman based in Padua. Newly clad in wraparound bodywork, the 166 Inter no. 012/l looked very like the Spyder da Corsa (racing spider) cars by Carrozzeria Touring. It also benefited from being fitted with a 2.3-litre engine, which made it into a 195 Sport. In the spring of 1951 its bodywork was again modified in the Fontana workshop. It became a berlinetta, thanks to being fitted with a hard top and a windscreen with wipers. Today, the 195 Sport has regained its 1950 appearance.
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The 166 Inter no. 012/l, rebodied by Fontana, was put on sale by RM Sotheby’s in 2012.





166 INTER no. 014/l
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SPIDER (SCAGLIETTI) 1955


The 166 Inter no. 014/l was recalled by Ferrari to act as the base for work by the coachbuilder Scaglietti. In 1955 the latter designed wraparound bodywork that foreshadowed the style of the 750 Monza without, however, intending to race it in this form. In 1957 it was taken to the United States and fell into disrepair, before reappearing at around the time of the millennium. In February 2017 it was put up for auction by Artcurial and fetched $3,155,520 – still with its original upholstery, in leather that imitated python skin.
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The 166 Inter no. 014/l, rebodied by Scaglietti around 1955, was entered into the Zoute Concours d‘Élégance in October 2012.









166 SPORT COUPÉ (ALLEMANO) FEBRUARY 1948



At the 1948 Mille Miglia the Scuderia entered a new two-seater coupé (no. 003/S) – the very first Ferrari in its history with fully enclosed bodywork.


This model used the 166 Sport chassis and was in the same style as the spider no. 001/S and by the same coachbuilder – namely Allemano. Although it had a coupé shape, it retained the same infrastructure as the spider. The 166 Sport no. 003/S was the one and only car made in this style. Nevertheless, it would be used in several pieces of publicity material to illustrate the 166 Inter model. This berlinetta, although not very sporty in appearance, earned Ferrari its first win in the Mille Miglia.


The front of the 166 Sport was destroyed in an accident during the Coppa Gallenga in November 1948. Once repaired, the car was resprayed in grey. On being damaged again, this time in a road accident, the 166 Sport was repaired by the coachbuilder Colli. Although the overall shape Allemano gave it was retained, the front was completely revised when Colli worked on it.

166 SPORT SPIDER (PEIRETTI) MAY 1948



At the 1948 Mille Miglia, Franco Cortese drove a spider in the same style as the 159 Sport no. 01/C, bar a few minor differences: the bonnet was devoid of scoops and featured a flat air intake, while the rounded radiator grille had more pronounced angles.


Nevertheless, it was probably the same car that entered in Modena in September 1947, so many are their points in common. Now fitted with a 2-litre engine, the spider qualified for the designation 166 Sport. After racing in the Mille Miglia in May and at Pescara in August 1948, the 166 Sport no. 020/l was dismantled and then sold to Franco Cornacchia, who had new bodywork fitted by Touring to make it a ‘Berlinetta Le Mans’.
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Captured at full speed in Pescara, in August 1948, in body shape the 166 Sport closely resembles the 159 Sport.

166 MILLEMIGLIA ‘SPYDER DA CORSA’ (TOURING) SEPTEMBER 1948



At the 1948 Turin Motor Show, the 166 Millemiglia (or 166 MM) was unveiled in the magnificent shape of the ‘Spyder da Corsa, progetto Millemiglia 1949’ (Racing Spyder, 1949 Millemiglia project), whose design, dated 6 July 1948, bore the reference no. 1275. The Spyder da Corsa (spelled with a ‘y’!) was quickly nicknamed Barchetta (‘Little Boat’) by contemporaries, who admired its fine, light lines like those of a small boat.


The design was the work of Federico Formenti, who produced countless plans and style sketches for Carrozzeria Touring. This shape would change little. Nevertheless, from chassis no. 024/MB onwards, the front was restyled: the sheet metal between the bonnet and the radiator grille was reduced, and the engine compartment, thus enlarged, was extended forwards.

166 SPORT COUPÉ (TOURING) SEPTEMBER 1948



At the 1948 Turin Motor Show, the first in which Ferrari took part, a range of cars was taking shape, by the looks of the prospectus published for the occasion. This comprised both competition and road cars. The 166 Inter model was not exhibited, but was still featured in the catalogue, illustrated – wrongly – by the Allemano berlinetta that won the Mille Miglia.


The 166 Sport model that was unveiled at the show was built by the coachbuilder Touring on chassis no. 005/S. This coupé, the only one of its kind, was the first real touring Ferrari. Keen to attract a wider clientele, Enzo Ferrari had wanted it to be ‘as spacious as a Lancia Ardea’. Despite its intended use as a touring car, the 166 Sport would nevertheless be raced by Bruno Sterzi. Its styling would be echoed by the ‘production’ 166 Inter coupé, which had a shorter wheelbase.

166 INTER (TOURING) MARCH 1949



The designation ‘166 Inter’ covered two distinct series of cars. It is important not to confuse the 166 Inter cars bearing even numbers – the nine racing two-seaters intended for competition – with the 166 Inter cars with odd numbers, which were models intended essentially for touring use.


Carrozzeria Touring supplied most of the bodywork for this 166 Inter: 19 units out of 38. Their lines were directly derived from those of the 166 Sport coupé no. 005/S seen in September 1948. However, the 20 cm shorter wheelbase made it look more dynamic. On the other hand, interior space was reduced, for the rear seats had been suppressed. The coachbuilder modified its design twice, thus creating three series.


In the first series, which comprised three cars, the wings were clearly pronounced, especially at the rear. In the second series, which appeared in July 1949 with the 019/S, the beltline was straight and brought together the front and rear wings, a style the Italians call a fiancata continua (with unbroken sides). The coupé’s third shape, unveiled at the 1950 Turin Motor Show, featured a sloping rear called a ‘fastback’. Several cars featured a transparent roof called an Aerlux.

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The first series of coupés made by Touring on the 166 Inter chassis are recognizable by wings that are clearly sculpted at the sides.
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For its third 166 Inter series, Touring created a two-box design with a rear known as ‘fastback’.
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On the second 166 Inter series made by Touring (which began with this car, no. 019/S) the beltline was straight – known as a fiancata continua (continuous flank).









166 INTER CABRIOLET/COUPÉ (GIOVANNI FARINA) MARCH 1949



The cabriolet no. 011/S was chosen by Ferrari for the first public appearance of the type 166 Inter – at the 1949 Geneva International Motor Show.


Its lines were very similar to those of the Simca Huit Sport, unveiled in October 1948. The two cars had been developed by the same coachbuilder: Stabilimenti Farina owned by Giovanni Farina, Battista Farina’s elder brother.
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The 166 Inter no. 033/S made by Stabilimenti Farina differs from 011/S in its extra headlights, set into the radiator grille.
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On the cabriolet no. 063/S, the third based on the 166 Inter, the straight profile differs from the other creations from Stabilimenti Farina.
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The 166 Inter coupé from Stabilimenti Farina (here, no. 009/S) shows similarities with the Cisitalia 202 by Pinin Farina.

Farina also offered a coupé based on the 166 Inter. In this case, the style is reminiscent of that of the legendary Cisitalia 202, which was to become a milestone in the history of car bodywork design. At that time Giovanni Farina’s studio was overseen by Francesco Martinengo, who would join Pinin Farina in 1951. Stabilimenti Farina supplied a total of six coupés and three cabriolets.






166 MILLEMIGLIA RACING TWO-SEATER (FERRARI) MARCH 1949



Unlike the majority of 166 MM cars, chassis no. 0012/M did not pass through the workshop of the coachbuilder Touring but had its own unique origin.


The person who paid for this car, Roberto Vallone, insisted to Ferrari that he wanted to acquire a racing car with added-on, removable wings, so as to be able to compete in both Formula Two and Sport races. The 166 MM prepared at Maranello was delivered on 18 March 1949, on the eve of the Tour of Sicily which, that year, was merged with the Targa Florio. Around 1957 the 166 MM no. 0012/M was converted to spider bodywork in the style of the 500 TRC.

166 MILLEMIGLIA ‘BERLINETTA LE MANS’ (TOURING) MARCH 1950



The very first ‘Berlinetta Le Mans’ officially built on the 166 Millemiglia chassis was revealed at the 1950 Geneva International Motor Show. However, at the same time, Touring built a similar car on the reconditioned chassis of the 166 Sport no. 020/l, formerly 02/C.


Thanks to its short wheelbase, this berlinetta sported a magnificent shape: squat and muscular. It is another masterpiece to credit to Federico Formenti, the discreet artist who worked in the shadow of Carlo Felice Bianchi Anderloni, the boss of Carrozzeria Touring. The Berlinetta Le Mans design would be mounted on four more 166 MM chassis, to which should be added no. 020/l, originally a 166 Sport. Several of the 166 MM cars would be converted into ‘195 S’ by the addition of a 2.3-litre engine.

275 SPORT ‘SPYDER DA CORSA’ (TOURING) APRIL 1950



In the midst of a swarm of Ferraris of different kinds, a new model appeared at the 1950 Mille Miglia: the type 275 S, of which two would be made.


Again featuring bodywork by Touring, as a Spyder da Corsa, identical to the 166 MM cars, the 275 S had a 3.3-litre engine – the first version of the new V12 cylinder block designed by Aurelio Lampredi. This engineer had worked at Ferrari having first learned the ropes at Piaggio. He had already spent time at Maranello in 1946, but his relationship with Gioachino Colombo had proved stormy. It was only after the latter’s departure that Lampredi accepted the post of technical director at Ferrari, which he held from 1951 to 1957. Lampredi proved to be Enzo Ferrari’s ‘most prolific engineer’. Immediately after the Mille Miglia, the 275 S no. 0030/MT returned to the factory to be fitted with a 4.1-litre V12. The spider, thus upgraded to the level of a 340 America, was exhibited at the Paris Motor Show in October 1950, and then sold to the Scuderia Marzotto in May 1951.

In 1952 the Premiata Carrozzeria per Automobili Antonio Fontana made new bodywork for the 030/MT which Scuderia Ferrari had sold to Scuderia Marzotto. It was distinguished by its very low-cut wheel arches, both at the sides and beneath the headlights.
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The 340 America no. 0030/MT, revised by Fontana, was prepared for the Tour of Sicily, but did not take part in the race.

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340 AMERICA COUPÉ (FONTANA) 1953


In May 1953 the coachbuilder Fontana took back the accident-damaged 340 America no. 0030/MT to transform it into a coupé. A cockpit was welded to the body shell, and it was fitted with a full windscreen at the lower edge of which were air holes to ventilate the interior. The front end was also redesigned, in a more bulky style, but the rocker panels retained their scoop covering an air outlet.

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SPIDER (SCAGLIETTI) 1955


In 1955 the 340 America no. 0030/MT, now in the hands of Aurelio Codara, was given new bodywork which aimed to be more modern than that by Fontana and which, with this in mind, was entrusted to Carrozzeria Scaglietti.
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The third metamorphosis of the 340 America no. 0030/MT, now rebodied by Scaglietti.





275 SPORT no. 0032/MT
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340 AMERICA SPIDER ‘AMERICA 52 SPECIAL’ (TOURING) APRIL 1952


The second 275 S – no. 0032/MT – was also transformed. Carrozzeria Touring turned it into an elegant grand touring car, which could be admired at the Turin Motor Show in April 1952. Bearing the designation ‘Spider America 52 Special’, this road-going version, slightly modified, was luxuriously equipped. A chrome motif highlighted the radiator grille, the headlights were set within visors, the rear lights were prominent at the end of slender wings, and the chromed exhaust pipes were embedded in the lower part of the body shell. This strange deviation was dreamed up to conquer the American market.

195 SPORT ‘SPYDER DA CORSA’ AND ‘BERLINETTA LE MANS’ (TOURING) APRIL 1950



At the beginning of 1950 Ferrari made the new 195 S engine available to its customers. It was derived from the 2-litre unit of the 166 MM, but with a displacement of more than 2.3 litres. At the Targa Florio in April 1950 the 195 S made its debut in the form of a Spyder da Corsa by Touring.


This was not a new car, but the 166 Millemiglia no. 0038/M upgraded. Ferrari would perform the same operation on several 166 MM cars, both spiders and berlinettas, whose owners wanted to improve their performance and upgrade them to 195 Sport cars. It is also likely that some 166 MM cars left the factory with 2.3-litre engines to start with.
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166 MM no. 0066/M, converted into a 195 S, has today been restored with the paintwork it had at the Trieste–Opicina Hill Climb in June 1953.

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166 MM spider no. 0052/M took part in the 1950 24 Hours of Le Mans with a 2.3-litre engine under the bonnet.









166 INTER CABRIOLET (BERTONE) MAY 1950



This was the first Ferrari with bodywork by Bertone, and one of the coachbuilder’s few creations for Maranello. The 166 Inter no. 0057/S, a convertible, was exhibited at the Turin Motor Show in May 1950.


The car was subsequently bought by the Agenzia Internazionale Commercio e Ricambi (AIACR) of Milan. Its banal styling was supposedly down to Mario Revelli, who had been known to be more inspired. This Bertone cabriolet has now vanished without trace. The lack of originality in this design is in sharp contrast with the coachbuilder Bertone’s future creations, which would soon show themselves to be much more inventive. Indeed, Bertone would quickly stand out from its competitors in hiring a stylist of exceptional talent – namely Franco Scaglione.

166 MILLEMIGLIA COUPÉ GRAND SPORT (VIGNALE) JUNE 1950



The 166 MM no. 0062/M marked the arrival of the coachbuilder Vignale at Ferrari. This sole example was exported to France, where it took part in several competitions.


In place of the usual three carburettors, the engine was fitted with a single 36DCF-type two-barrel carburettor. The car’s pleasing styling was also applied to several 166 Inter cars, but the short wheelbase of the 166 Millemiglia gave it a more sporting character. This sole example has survived and is now in the United States, where it has been for the past six decades.
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166 MM no. 0062 with bodywork by Vignale has remained the only one of its kind.









166 INTER COUPÉ (VIGNALE) OCTOBER 1950



Vignale produced eight coupés based on the 166 Inter engine and running gear. Six of these were of the same design, with clean lines marked by smooth sides and a straight beltline.


In September 1951 the coupé no. 0051/S was exported to Switzerland, and its new owner had it converted into a convertible by Vignale and fitted with a 2.3-litre engine. The last two 166 Inter cars worked on by Vignale were atypical: 0039/S because of its squat shape and 0065/S because of its large areas of glass.
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Giovanni Michelotti drew simple lines for the 166 Inter cars designed by Vignale, like the 0045/S.
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With its panoramic windows, 166 Inter no. 0065/S by Vignale had a unique style.
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The 166 Inter no. 0051/S was converted into a cabriolet in 1951 and given a protruding, convex radiator grille which also featured on several 212 Inter cars.
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166 Inter no. 0309/S, created with Touring bodywork, had squat proportions.
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The coupé no. 0049/S was the only car made by Ghia.

166 INTER COUPÉ (GHIA) 1950


The old Turin-based coachbuilding company Ghia produced just one car on the 166 Inter chassis, no. 0049/S. Felice Mario Boano himself, the head of the company, took charge of the design. He came up with more restrained styling than that of his rivals. These lines nevertheless encountered success with the following model, the 195.






195 INTER (GHIA) JANUARY 1951



No. 0018/S was the first chassis of the 195 series to be made. However, it was not the first to be unveiled to the public, that honour going to no. 0089/S, with Ghia bodywork, exhibited at the Brussels Motor Show in 1951.


The fastback coupé resembled in every way the model in the same style that used the 166 Inter engine and drivetrain. The big difference between the two types was hidden under the bonnet – an engine with a displacement increased from 166 to 195 cc per cylinder, and bore increased from 60 to 65 mm. One of the 166 Inter cars made by Ghia would undergo a significant transformation during its lifetime. In July 1958 its owner had the bodywork of coupé no. 0113/S modified, with the dubious intention of modernizing it by fitting a simplified radiator grille, headlights set within visors, upturned front bumpers and a panoramic rear window.
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195 Inter no. 0109/S by Ghia has the same design as 166 Inter no. 049/S.

195 INTER (VIGNALE) APRIL 1951


The 12 coupés made by Vignale on the 195 Inter chassis were not standardized. There are even unique examples, such as 0097/S and 0099/S, which were frightfully downsized. There was also 0145/E, which adopted the same panoramic windows as had already been seen on a 166 Inter. The commonest model was like the one shown at the Turin Motor Show in 1951. This coupé, no. 095/S, launched a new style, which was, of course, the result of collaboration between Giovanni Michelotti and the coachbuilder Vignale. The two-box design was marked by a beltline that undulated along the rear wing. Vignale gave the name Biga (‘Chariot’) to this design, which would be reproduced in about 10 more cars.
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195 Inter no. 0095/S by Vignale, unveiled at the 1951 Turin Motor Show.
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This creation by Vignale, on chassis no. 0097/S, was too tall and, frankly, ungainly.
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195 Inter no. 0127/E by Vignale echoed the styling of 166 Inter no. 0065/S by the same designer.





195 INTER (TOURING) MARCH 1951


The fastback style applied to the last coupés made by Touring on the 166 Inter platform was given to three 197 Inter cars.
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This 195 Inter, no. 0085/S, designed by Touring, was enhanced by an Aerlux roof.





195 INTER (MOTTO) MARCH 1951


For the bodywork of his 195 Inter, no. 0117/S, Salvatore Amendola – a businessman in the leather industry – turned to Carrozzeria Motto, which signed its creations with the acronym CA.MO. Despite its placid appearance, the 195 Inter competed in several races, notably the Mille Miglia in 1951.

In February 1956 the Milan dealer Gastone Crepaldi decided to replace the Motto body shell of 195 Inter no. 0117/S with much more sporty bodywork supplied by Scaglietti.

166 MILLEMIGLIA SPIDER (VIGNALE) JANUARY 1951



The 166 MM no. 0072/E began life with bodywork by Vignale. It was a very simple boat-shaped design, with uninspired styling that would reappear on the 212 Export no. 0076/E.


Ordered by Alberico Cacciari, the 166 MM no. 0072/E raced in the Mille Miglia in this form, before being transformed. Driven by Alberico Cacciari and Yvonne Simon, it finished the race far down the field, in 90th place. The 166 took part in the Morocco Rally in May, finishing 19th, far behind the winning Ferrari 212 Export.

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TWO-SEATER RACING SPIDER (CAMPANA) JULY 1951


At Alberico Cacciari’s request, the spider was rebodied by Carrozzeria Campana with unexpected styling – as a two-seater racing car with cycle wings. Completed hastily, this very last 166 MM of the first series entered the Dolomite Gold Cup Race in July 1951 with this bodywork.
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166 MM 0072/E rebodied as a two-seater racer by Campana.





166 MM (CAMPANA) no. 0072/E
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SPIDER (VIGNALE) 1952


This was a new transformation of 166 MM 0072/E, which returned to Vignale in 1952 and forsook its simple two-seater racing bodywork for two-tone enclosed bodywork reminiscent of that of the 340 Mexico.
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166 MM 0072/E rebodied by Vignale in 1952.









340 AMERICA BERLINETTA (VIGNALE) APRIL 1951



Influenced by the Italian racing driver and US émigré Luigi Chinetti, Enzo Ferrari sensed the potential of the American market and made the 340 America with a bigger displacement than the 212 Export cars.


It was powered by an engine with non-detachable cylinder heads, which belonged to the series designed by Aurelio Lampredi, first used in the 275 and F1 cars. The 4.1-litre engine had appeared in the 340 F1 in 1950. Following the spider exhibited in Paris, the berlinetta no. 0082/A launched the series of ‘real’ 340 America cars, destined for motorsport. This saved a lot of work on the styling. The 340 America won distinction by winning the Mille Miglia with Gigi Villoresi at the wheel. Alas, the car, like the 212 Export no. 0070/E in the same vein, was a one-off, for the berlinettas produced in small numbers by Vignale had more stilted styling and were too compact-looking.

340 AMERICA ‘SPYDER DA CORSA’ (TOURING) OCTOBER 1951


The 340 America model was unveiled at the Paris Motor Show in 1950, but the black Spyder da Corsa exhibited was based on the 275 Sport no. 0030/MT, renumbered and fitted with a 4.1-litre engine.
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The flowing, sensual lines of the 340 America no. 082/A would not reappear on later creations by Vignale.





340 AMERICA SPIDER (VIGNALE) APRIL 1952


With this creation, the designer Giovanni Michelotti showed the breadth of his talent. Imported by Luigi Chinetti, 0140/A was exhibited at the New York Auto Show in April 1952. It ushered in a style that would be used on 17 models: 4 more 340 Americas, 11 225 Ss and 2 250 MMs.
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212 EXPORT (VIGNALE) APRIL 1951



At the 1950 Paris Motor Show, Ferrari announced its production plans for the following year. Alongside the 166 Inter and 340 America, the catalogue announced a 212 Export, although this was not exhibited.


This model again used the short chassis of the 166 MM but was powered by a new version of the V12 designed by the engineer Gioachino Colombo. Displacement was raised to 2.5 litres by reboring. The first 212 Export cars were completed at the beginning of 1951. The 212 Export was presented as a sporting version of the 212 Inter, which also arrived in April 1951. The difference between the two types was nevertheless modest, for there were many hybrids, which sometimes renders identification uncertain. The coachbuilder, Vignale, had been most active on the chassis of the 212 Export. Superbly proportioned and stripped of adornments, the body shell of the first berlinetta (0070/E) sported ideal lines, achieving a judicious balance between glass and metal surfaces. Most of the later berlinettas had a shape that seemed too compact, and some road-going versions were simply failures.

212 EXPORT SUPER SPORT (VIGNALE) APRIL 1951


At the 1951 Turin Motor Show there appeared an old 166 Inter (chassis no. 006/I), which had swapped its Biposto Corsa body shell for a new body by Vignale. Upgraded to the standard of contemporary 212 Export cars, it was renumbered 0076/E. Its rudimentary bodywork was replaced by an enclosed ‘pontoon’ body shell with a wide radiator grille. It was bought by Antonio Vaselli in August 1951, then by Roberto Rossellini in Rome in 1952. Vignale made a second spider in the same style, on chassis no. 0090/E.
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The strange compact shape of the 212 Export no. 0094/E, which has been in France for a long time.





212 EXPORT CABRIOLET (VIGNALE) JUNE 1951


The cabriolets made by Vignale on the 212 Export chassis were quite similar to those that made use of the 212 Inter base, showing the same taste for ornamented radiator grilles.
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The celebrated film director Roberto Rossellini drove the 212 Export spider no. 076/E for several months.





212 EXPORT ‘CARRETTO SICILIANO’


(FONTANA) (APRIL 1951)


The 212 Export chassis no. 0086/E got its first outing at the Tour of Sicily on 1 April 1951, with Vittorio Marzotto at the wheel. Its body shell had been hastily thrown together in the Fontana workshops, its rudimentary appearance earning it the name carretto siciliano (‘Sicilian cart’), though its looks did not prevent it from triumphing.

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The 212 Export no. 0110/E, like other cabriolets of the time, featured a finely crafted radiator grille.





212 EXPORT SPIDER (MOTTO) APRIL 1951


This Ferrari, no. 0094/E, is atypical in several respects. Its styling is surprising – ungraceful and marked by very short overhangs. With silver-grey paintwork, it was entered in the 18th Mille Miglia as soon as it left the factory. Piero Scotti would be crowned Italian champion in the Sport category in 1951.
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
