Ready-to-read activity

look at the picture. Ask your child:

What do you think is going to happen in
this story?

While reading

A~ Ask your child fo say something about
each page of the book. For example:
Do you think Ted is very special to Tim?
Why does Tim look sad when he’s
eating his dinner?

A Pause before reading the last line on
page 7. Ask your child to tell you what
Tim might find here. Can they think of
other words to rhyme with be?
