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WHAT IS VINTAGE?


When discussing or writing about vintage style, it is important to define its scope and limitations so that we can accurately identify its essence. A notable characteristic of the word ‘vintage’ is that it has no precise definition because, ultimately, we each have our own vision of what vintage means. It is, therefore, essential to agree on its meaning so that we are all reading from the same page. The word has its origins in the world of winemaking; ‘vintage’ comes from the Old French word for ‘wine harvest’, vendange, and designates the year a wine was made, and, by extension, the years of the best wines. After crossing seas and oceans, the word was adopted by the English language to signify objects that were old but admired. It was therefore quite natural for the world of fashion to quickly embrace its use. It does not refer to any specific era and has no start or end date. For this book, we have decided to apply the term ‘vintage’ to any object created before 2004. Designs produced after that date are considered modern or even contemporary.


Our selection brings together pieces that have earned a place in the pantheon of fashion icons. For the most part, these are objects that have made a fashion house famous or helped to establish a powerful identity passed down over generations.


At this point, we need to draw a distinction regarding ‘It bags’. First appearing in the late 1990s, these creations cannot be considered timeless: they were must-have bags for a season and then disappeared from collections or, in some cases, were reissued years later. Once out of fashion, the popularity of these models and interest in them is almost non-existent, so if you have a good nose for such things, it can be the moment to get a ‘good deal’. That said, how do we know whether or when a piece will come back into fashion?


In this book, we combine our two visions, as seen through the eyes of a boutique owner and a fashion expert. Thanks to these jobs, we are always aware of what our customers are looking for, and our selections are based on a shared analysis of the luxury vintage world. We have been guided by pieces that have seen no dip in their popularity since they were first created. On the contrary, these are items that continue to rise in value each year on the resale market. The same can also be said for the modernized versions of models that are regularly reissued by luxury fashion houses.


We invite you to lose yourself in these pages as we pay homage to pieces that will be forever known for their timeless appeal.

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HERMÈS

THE REIGN OF LEATHER GOODS

The history of Hermès began in 1837, when Thierry Hermès opened a harness workshop in Paris. The craftsman quickly established a reputation thanks to the quality of his know-how. In 1880, his son, Charles-Émile Hermès, moved the business to 24 rue du Faubourg Saint-Honoré, where there was enough space to create bespoke saddles and harnesses. It was not until the 1920s that the company began to innovate with new lines when Émile Hermès introduced small leather goods into its collections, followed by textiles, watches, jewellery and shoes.

RECOGNIZING AN HERMÈS: THE LETTER

Since 1971, the fashion house has systematically marked its bags with a letter, which originally appeared in a circle and later a square. Today, the letter has no shape around it. This mark is known as the ‘date code’ and identifies the year the model was made.

HERMÈS AND NECKTIES

In 1949, Hermès marketed its first tie. The reason for this offering has an amusing backstory: in Cannes, gentlemen without a tie were refused entry to the casino, and these potential customers visited the neighbouring Hermès store to buy one. Spotting an opportunity, the fashion house decided to launch production of the accessory.

THE ZIP FASTENER BY HERMÈS
One of the reasons for the success of Hermès is thanks to a simple system, the zip fastener, which the company decided to perfect and transpose on to leather goods. The fastener was known as a Fermeture Éclair in French, with the name registered as a trademark in 1913 (hence the capital letters) and with Hermès retaining exclusive rights to its use at the time. Éclair eventually became a common noun and entered the French language to designate any type of zip. This is why old Hermès models feature the word ‘Éclair’ on the zip pull.




LEATHERS AND FABRICS

RECOGNIZING AN HERMÈS: LEATHERS

The signature leather of Hermès is box calf, a smooth but stiff calfskin that is prone to scratching. In addition to exotic leathers, the fashion house was quick to introduce new leathers such as Courchevel calfskin, which has a particularly hard-wearing grain, followed by Fjord calfskin and Ardennes leather.

Hermès mostly uses grained calfskin, which offers the best possible resilience; lambskin is rarely used because of its fragility. A key concept for the brand is transmission: designs should stand the test of time so that they can be passed down from generation to generation. Each leather has its own specific characteristics and aficionados, meaning that demand for the same model of bag will differ depending on the material used. For example, a 25cm Kelly Sellier in the Epsom calfskin finish is more sought after than in the Chèvre Mysore goatskin, as the former is more familiar to buyers due to its exposure on social media.

STAMPS

Since the mid-1980s, exotic leathers have been marked with a special stamp to identify the species used to create the bag. This is partly because these pieces are subject to the CITES regulation (Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species), also known as the Washington Convention, an intergovernmental agreement signed in 1973 and ratified by France in 1978. This ensures that protected or endangered species are not overexploited. International trade in certain species is therefore limited and has resulted in some leather goods companies such as Hermès buying their own farms.

SPECIAL STAMPS

The ‘shooting star’ stamp was reserved for Hermès artisans producing a bag for their own personal use. They were entitled to make one bag a year. Today, the shooting star has been replaced by a number under the logo stamp.

‘Special’ Hermès stamps include the ‘horseshoe’ symbol used for special orders or so-called ‘à la carte’ bags. Within certain guidelines set out by the brand, customers can choose the leather, colour, shade of stitching and metal hardware of their bag. Two-colour or three-colour bags are also an option. The production time is six months to a year. A bag with this stamp has therefore been created by a customer lucky enough to order a bespoke bag.

LOGO STAMPS

•   The logo stamp ‘Hermès Paris 24 Fbg St Honoré’ was used by Hermès from 1930 to 1949.

•   The logo stamp ‘Hermès Paris’ on a single line was used from 1950 to 1970.

•   The logo stamp ‘Hermès Paris’ over two lines was used from 1965 to 1970.

•   The logo stamp ‘Hermès Paris Made in France’ has been used by the fashion house since 1971.

THE KELLY

BY HERMÈS

Considered the iconic Hermès bag, the Kelly is as young as ever despite its origins dating back to the 1930s. Designed by Robert Dumas, it was initially called the Sac de voyage à courroies pour dame (ladies’ travel bag with straps).

THREE TYPES OF LEATHER

The bag was originally made from the following leathers: box calf (the brand’s famous signature smooth leather), pigskin (unlike the fragile box calf, this leather is extremely hard-wearing) and crocodile skin.

BIRTH OF AN ICONIC BAG

In 1956, Grace, Princess of Monaco (the former Grace Kelly), gave the bag her royal seal of approval. In April, she was photographed for Life magazine holding the bag in front of her to hide her pregnancy. That same year, the young princess ordered several variations of the model, which at the time was called Petit sac haut, fermeture à courroies et cadenas (small high bag with strap closure and lock).

It immediately became a worldwide success, with the bag now symbolizing the dream of the American actor who came to marry a European prince. To celebrate this triumph, Hermès decided to give the bag the name we know it by today: the Kelly.

A RARE AND HIGHLY SOUGHT-AFTER PIECE

The success of the Kelly has continued undimmed, despite the advent of its cousin, the Birkin bag, created in the 1980s. For almost 70 years, the Kelly has continued to be the best-selling iconic bag in the luxury goods market. With the passing decades and as demand continued to increase, in the 1990s Hermès introduced a quota system and waiting list in an effort to control the bag’s image and production times: supply was restricted to accentuate its desirability, resulting in an aura of rarity around the piece.

On the contemporary pre-owned market, Kelly bags in excellent condition are even being resold for more than their current retail value. With the Birkin and the Constance, it is among the three most sought-after Hermès bags.

ANATOMY OF THE KELLY BAG

It has:

•   one handle

•   a trapezoid shape

•   a flap closed by two side straps and fastened with a turnlock clasp.

THE ORIGIN OF BOX CALF
Box calf leather is sometimes said to be named after Joseph Box, a famous London shoemaker of the early 20th century.

With the passing decades and as demand continued to increase, in the 1990s Hermès introduced a quota system and waiting list.

THE HERMÈS LOGO STAMP
The logo stamp ‘Hermès Paris Made in France’ first appeared in 1971. Prior to this date, bags were stamped ‘Hermès Paris’ or ‘Hermès Paris 24 Fbg St Honoré’.

RECOGNIZABLE FINISHES

THE KELLY SELLIER
The Kelly Sellier bag has a saddlemaker (sellier) finish, and its boxy silhouette features clean lines and crisp edges to emphasize its classic trapezoid shape. The visible seams highlight the outstanding quality of craftsmanship required to make the bag. Each end of the bag features a firm, non-flexible fold to create the rigid structure.

THE KELLY RETOURNÉ
In comparison, the Kelly Retourné offers a more relaxed aesthetic. The bag is turned inside out to reveal the interior seams, which are then covered with piping. The leather of the bag is generally suppler, giving it a softly curved appearance. The Kelly Retourné does not have the same fold as the Sellier at the ends, allowing the sides of the bag to move farther apart to create a different silhouette.

KELLY SIZES

The first sizes produced by Hermès were 28 and 32cm. Other sizes have been released over the years: 20 (or Mini Kelly), 25, 35 and 40cm. Today, the bag is made in eight sizes: 15, 20, 25, 28, 32, 35, 40 and 50cm.

ICONIC ITERATIONS

In 1960, Hermès released a canvas and leather version for the first time. Available in both the Sellier and Retourné styles, this option was introduced at the request of the brand’s customers. At that time, the closures were gold-plated. It was not until the 1990s that silver-tone palladium plating was used.

In 1983, the first three-colour Kelly was released, crafted in green, red and blue box leather. This was quickly followed by other colour variations and an exotic leather version.

In 2000, Jean-Louis Dumas designed a playful version of the Kelly known as the Kelly Doll, produced in eight different colours. At the time, this small 17cm bag was retailed by the fashion house at a price of £1,500/$2,300; today, its resale value can be as high as £60,000/$75,000. Other versions were released from 2008 onwards.

For his first collection as creative director at Hermès, Jean Paul Gaultier released a flattened version of the Kelly known as the Kelly Shoulder for his Autumn/Winter 2004/05 show. From 2004 to 2011, the designer was head of couture creations for the fashion house, developing many sought-after limited series.

Still under the leadership of Gaultier, the Kelly Flat was released for the Spring/Summer 2007 collection. Worn with a tied shoulder strap and folded in half on the arms of the models, the bag was made from Swift or Barenia calfskin and designed for the first time without a turnlock, instead fastening with an Étrivière (stirrup) buckle strap that looped back on itself. This was one of the supplest versions of the Kelly made by the fashion house. The shoulder strap attaches to the D-rings in the style of a belt.

Released in 2010, one of the most successful series was undoubtedly the So Black collection featuring smooth leather and black hardware. This was the first time that Hermès had changed the colour of its packaging for a collection: the box for the bag was black, as was the dustbag.

THE BIRKIN

BY HERMÈS

Once upon a time there was the Birkin – a bag born in 1984 on a plane. At least, that is the story surrounding the creation of this iconic bag. On a flight from Paris to London, Jean-Louis Dumas, who had been head of Hermès since 1978, met the already famous Jane Birkin. The singer was despairing at not being able to find a bag practical or big enough for her life as a young mother, and was known for her trademark hefty wicker baskets.

THE LEGENDARY STORY OF AN ICONIC BAG

As Jane Birkin’s belongings fell from her bag on to the floor, Jean-Louis Dumas advised her, ‘You should get one with pockets,’ to which she retorted with her usual panache: ‘The day Hermès makes one with pockets, I’ll have that.’ He then let her know who he was: ‘But I am Hermès.’ The young mother, who had just given birth to Charlotte Gainsbourg, seized the opportunity and asked him why the leather goods maker could not design a bag four times bigger than the Kelly but smaller than Serge Gainsbourg’s iconic suitcase.

So the CEO of Hermès decided to use the basic structure of a pre-existing bag known as the Haut à Courroies, adapting it to create a handbag. This is how – so the tale goes – the Birkin bag was born in 1984.

A RANGE OF SIZES

When it was launched, the Birkin came in only one size of 32cm. The pontets, or strap guides, were open at the bottom and not at the top as they are on today’s bags. The bag is currently made in almost every size: 20, 25, 30, 35, 40, 45 and 50cm.

THE MOST DESIRABLE BAG IN THE WORLD
The Birkin is considered to be one of the most sought-after bags in the world. It takes almost forty hours’ work to craft what must be the holy grail of any wardrobe. In its exotic leather versions, it holds the record for the most expensive pre-owned bag sold at auction: a Himalaya Crocodile Diamond Birkin went for $450,000 (£336,000) at Sotheby’s in 2022.

THE SADDLE STITCH

A signature technique at Hermès is the saddle, or sellier, stitch that is sewn by hand. However, Hermès bags are far from being entirely hand-sewn: on a Birkin or Kelly, it is estimated that 15 per cent of all stitching is done by hand and the rest is machine sewn (which takes nothing away from the quality of the finished product).

The key feature of the saddle stitch is its strength: two needles are required when sewing it by hand, each one crossing over the other at every stitch, so that, if one of the threads breaks, the seam does not entirely unravel.

How did the ‘saddle stitch’ get its name? Simply because this type of seam originated in the equestrian world. It is used not only to make saddles but also in other applications such as automotive upholstery.

ICONIC ITERATIONS

Like its cousin the Kelly, the Shoulder Birkin was designed by Jean Paul Gaultier for his Autumn/Winter 2004/05 runway show. This model fell out of favour due to its bulky, impractical nature and visually unappealing looks.

The Shadow Birkin presented in the Autumn/Winter 2009/10 collection was an immediate success. In this technical feat of craftsmanship, all the elements of the bag are embossed in a trompe-l’oeil effect including the flap, sanglons and clochette.

In 2011, the Ghillies Birkin offered a British Isles version of the bag. It features perforations inspired by the shoes worn for Irish and Scottish folk dancing.

A BAG WITHOUT A SHOULDER STRAP
With the exception of the Tiny Birkin released in 2011, and an unpromising test run by the fashion house when the original was first launched, the Birkin cannot be worn across the shoulder. Today, Hermès offers ‘harness straps’ allowing shoulder wear, but – for the time being at least – the model cannot be worn on the shoulder without using some kind of additional system.

THE HAUT À COURROIES

BY HERMÈS

In 1892, the Haut à Courroies, or HAC, was the first bag to be made by Hermès. It was not a handbag in the true sense of the word but a large pouch designed to hold a pair of riding boots and a saddle. This was an unsurprising development, given that Hermès originally created equestrian equipment. At the time, Émile-Maurice Hermès, grandson of the founder, noticed on one of his trips abroad that Argentinian cattle ranchers stored their saddles in a flexible trapezoid-shaped bag.

THE FIRST HAC BAGS

This bag for saddles was created in the late-19th century and, without its makers knowing it, laid the foundations for both the Kelly and Birkin bags. In 1958, it was renamed the Haut à Courroies, or HAC. Between its creation at the end of the 19th century and 1958, it was known by different names and produced in multiple variations.

PRECISE SPECIFICATIONS

The first releases of the HAC were available in 40, 45, 50, 55 and 60cm sizes suitable for a travel bag. The spindle of the touret is unusual in that it has a square tip, unlike the round tips on the Birkin and Kelly.

TWO TYPES OF FINISH

Now thought of as the Birkin for men, the Haut à Courroies comes in various sizes that are more suited to its use as a smaller bag: 32, 35, 40, 45, 50 and 55cm. The closure system varies: some bags have the rounded touret of the Birkin and Kelly while others have retained the unique square tip.

HERE IS THE HAC!
In the 1983 film Circulez y’a rien à voir! by Patrice Leconte, Jane Birkin wears an HAC bag. In sporting the Birkin’s cousin on the big screen, she was unknowingly anticipating the chance mid-air meeting she would have a year later with Jean-Louis Dumas, then CEO of Hermès, that would result in the Birkin.

TOP-HANDLE BAGS

BY HERMÈS

Hermès bags from the 1940s and 1960s are rare and highly sought-after pieces. They share the common feature of being handheld. Rectangular in shape, they have a metal clasp and rigid handle.

TO EACH BAG ITS CLASP

These bags are often made from box calf or, in the more luxurious versions, more exotic leathers, while the interior is lined with beautifully soft lambskin. The interior of the bag has two gussets and a slip pocket fastened with a press stud to hold a small mirror sold with the bag. Today, these are true collector’s items: as the years pass, it is becoming relatively rare to find them in very good condition. Although they all have similar shapes, the differentiating feature is often the clasp, the shape of which often provides a clue to the name of the bag.

BAGS TURNED HERMÈS ICONS

Somewhat overlooked in recent decades, probably because they lack a long strap to carry them on the shoulder or crossbody, top-handle bags are now particularly appreciated by international customers looking for timeless and classic Hermès pieces.




ICONIC ITERATIONS

Princesse bag created in the 1950s, in black suede reindeer leather. If in excellent condition, this bag is a highly prized collector’s item as its leather is extremely delicate.

Piano bag in canvas and leather. Combined use of these two materials is typical of the fashion house. This blend of canvas and leather lightens the weight of the bag and creates a more casual look.

Ring bag in leather and crinoline, created in the 1970s. Crinoline, a durable fibre formed from woven horsehair, is a material widely used by Hermès in the production of vintage bags and connects with its equestrian heritage.

Escale bag in pangolin leather, created in the 1960s. It is probably the rarest of the Hermès top-handle bags. Production of this type of leather was not common at the time, making this model a real collector’s item.

Although highly durable, peccary leather is no longer used as it is made from pig skin, which is felt to be inappropriate for the world of luxury goods.

THE CONSTANCE

BY HERMÈS

The Constance bag has a shorter history than its cousins, the Kelly and the Birkin. Despite its resolutely modern lines, this piece dates back to 1967 when Jean-Louis Dumas asked the designer Catherine Chaillet to create a bag for Hermès. She was pregnant at the time and so designed a bag to suit her situation: highly practical, and wearable on the shoulder or crossbody.

NEWBORN AT HERMÈS

Legend has it that the designer gave birth on the day the bag was launched, hence the name of Constance, which is what she called her daughter. It is fitting that the bag embodies one of the values most cherished by Hermès: the concept of transmission down the generations, including from mother to daughter.

A BREAK WITH HERMÈS TRADITION

Requiring around 16 hours of craftsmanship, this bag is a technical feat and one of the most difficult models to produce. Universally recognizable on its release thanks to the imposing gold-plated H clasp, it was produced in a wide variety of finishes.

Unlike the Bolide representing the ‘quiet luxury’ trend, the Constance was the first Hermès bag to feature a visible logo. Its interior lining is made from soft and sensual lambskin, and the larger versions of the bag have an interior zip.

AN ARCHITECTURAL CLASP
The H was a clever first, acting as an ingenious and functional clasp. It opens and closes via a spring mechanism concealed at either end of the bar attached to the flap. Well balanced and standing firmly on its two feet with an intersecting horizontal bar, this H-shaped clasp is pleasingly uniform and harmonious.
