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INTRODUCTION


Where to begin?


Every day we’re travelling. Whether it’s popping to the shops, commuting to work or setting off on holiday, we’re on the move all the time. So, it makes sense that one of the most powerful and impactful changes we can make to help save the planet is rethinking how we get from A to B.


Globally, around 74 million cars are sold each year and it has been estimated that by 2035 there will 2 billion cars on our roads.1 That’s a lot of cars. Similarly, we take approximately 40.3 million flights a year worldwide – and the world has become a more connected place and travelling has never been easier.2


However, moving around more has come with a cost. Every time we use a vehicle with a motor (cars, motorbikes, buses, coaches, boats and planes), greenhouse gases are produced. Mostly this is carbon dioxide and these emissions contribute to global warming.


Typically, the way we travel has involved one of these motorised forms of transport and this is especially evident in the tourist industry. Studies have estimated that this sector contributes between 5 and 6% of global emissions, of which three quarters (4% in total) comes from transport, including 40% (2.5% of the total) from aviation, 23% (1.5% total) from cars and 21% (1% total) from accommodation.3 Of course, this is a huge carbon footprint; however, it’s also a huge opportunity for change.
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
