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Talk about the book


Ask your child these questions:

This wordless book is designed fo get your
child ready for reading. You can use it fo
infroduce:

A the parts of a book (front cover,
back cover, blurb, etc.)

- the correct order for reading a book
(front cover, the internal pages from
left to right, front to back, etc.)

X how 1o talk about an information
book (e.g. how photos are used
1o tell us about the real world).

Make the following body percussion
sounds: rub your hands fogether; blow
out your cheeks and pop them with your
hands; tap on your chest with flat hands;
clop with flat hands, then clap with cupped
hands; pat your thighs; and stamp!

Before sharing
Talk about the meaning of:
cheeks chest thighs pop
tap clap stamp
- Look af the front cover of the book
together. Read the fitle out loud and
talk about making sounds using
your body.

While sharing

X As you go through the book together,
talk about the sounds the children are
making on each page. (See the summary
below left for list of sounds.)

A Demonstrate the actions on each page
and encourage your child to join in. Are
you able to make the sounds?

- Discuss which sounds are the loudest,
and which are the quietest.

Ready-to-read activity

Make a rhythm using body
percussion (such as tapping,
clapping, stamping). Can your child
copy this rhythm? Try varying the
rhythm, slowing it down or speeding
it up. Can your child sfill copy it?

After sharing, go to the back of

the book for more ideas!
