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It was a matter of when, not if, Max Verstappen would wrap up his third F1 title and the deed was done in the Qatar sprint race.

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Red Bull Racing was on remarkable form through 2023 and, with no regulated technical changes mandated, there is no reason why it shouldn’t be anywhere other than at the front of the field in the season ahead. The big question is whether any of the other top teams can not only produce a quick car but one that is consistently quick across the 24-race season.


It’s hard to know which is the more daunting task in 2024: competing in a record 24 Grands Prix or taking on Red Bull Racing. The former task will be draining, mentally, physically and logistically, but the latter has troubled rival designers and engineers for the past two years since the last round of technical changes that Red Bull mastered and they didn’t.


Adrian Newey continues to lead the brains trust at Red Bull, but he has lost chief engineering officer Rob Marshall to McLaren, so nothing stays still forever. The chief concern, however, for team principal Christian Horner will be the progress of their rivals and whether Sergio Perez can return to form in 2024 to ensure that they can land a third constructors’ title in a row.


Chief technical officer Mike Elliott left Mercedes last autumn, so there has been a change to the design crew and both Lewis Hamilton and George Russell will be praying that they can have a consistently competitive car, especially Russell, who joined the sport’s golden team just as it lost its Midas touch.


Ferrari also needs to find consistent form as Frederic Vasseur settles into his second year as team principal, with both Charles Leclerc and Carlos Sainz Jr craving a car that performs best in the race, rather than just in qualifying. One win last year was one better than Mercedes managed, but neither team will be happy with those returns.


McLaren has been too far from the front for too long and its dire early-season form last year suggested that the malaise had worsened, but the MCL60’s drastic gain in performance suddenly put both Lando Norris and Oscar Piastri in the spotlight. One of the stories of this season is going to be whether Norris can contain his talented team-mate as the Australian settles into his second year in F1.


As big guns Mercedes, Ferrari and McLaren go after Red Bull Racing in 2024, it’s hard to know whether Aston Martin will be able to shine to the same extent as last year. Clearly no one has had the temerity to point out to Fernando Alonso that being in his 40s might be a good time to slow down, as he was sensational, but the team’s chances of tilting at podium positions again might be slimmer.


Alpine is looking to have a less frenetic and spiky season, keeping on both Pierre Gasly and Esteban Ocon, but the French duo know that their team’s Renault power unit will continue to hamper their best efforts.


F1 prides itself on being a fast-moving entity, a sport that thinks on its feet, but turning around a struggling team takes years rather than months. The good news for long-suffering Williams fans is that the team is pointing in the right direction again. Alex Albon will surely continue to get the best out of whatever car he is given, while Logan Sargeant will continue learning from the second seat.


Yuki Tsunoda and Daniel Ricciardo ought to make a formidable pairing for the team that raced last year as Scuderia AlphaTauri and will pick up whatever scraps fall from F1’s high table. The same will be true for Sauber, but Valtteri Bottas and Zhou Guanyu know that their best hope will be in the early races, before the Swiss team’s traditional decline sets in, a trend that will need to be sorted when it partners with Audi from 2026.


With Michael Andretti anxious to land an entry for 2026, Haas will be looking to maximise its position as America’s team before then, but it really needs to raise its game and produce a car that can do more than just quick laps in qualifying and design one that can maintain speed through a Grand Prix distance to give Nico Hulkenberg and Kevin Magnussen any hope at all.
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Red Bull Racing could well be set for its third consecutive season of domination of F1, as no other team has risen to its challenge and Max Verstappen has been untouchable as he spearheads the team’s attack.
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Max Verstappen was all but unstoppable in 2023, starting with victory in the first round in Bahrain, and it will be a major feat to beat him.





Jackie Stewart was that rare racing driver who knew how to retire at the top. He had won three F1 titles in the space of five years and was set to bow out after his 100th Grand Prix at Watkins Glen. Sadly, the death of team-mate Francois Cevert in qualifying meant that he stopped there and then. However, he has never stopped attacking life with the same vigour and Red Bull Racing is a product of that.


Firstly, while being a roving ambassador for blue-chip multinationals, Jackie took the time to ensure that when elder son Paul wanted to go racing in Formula Ford that he had the best people around him. Thus, Paul Stewart Racing was created, moving up swiftly to Formula 3 then Formula 3000 before Paul stood back from racing and the team pushed on into F1.


Stewart Grand Prix made its debut in 1997 and was immediately a midfield team but then had its greatest day in tricky conditions at the Nurburgring in 1999 when Johnny Herbert triumphed.


The Stewarts realised that it would need more money to advance and so sold the team and its base in Milton Keynes to Ford in 2000, with Ford electing to enter the team as Jaguar Racing. This certainly brought in investment but, alas, management interference too, and this held the team back despite the best efforts of Eddie Irvine and Mark Webber. There were flashes of speed, but no wins, and it was a blessing when the team was given new impetus for 2005 from its purchase by Red Bull energy drinks founder Dietrich Mateschitz.
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The idea was to throw its net wide to help a number of promising drivers in the junior single-seater categories and then select the best of these for its F1 team. Initially, though, and wisely so, it wanted experience and signed David Coulthard from McLaren. This had its merits, especially when he coaxed ace designer Adrian Newey to join him.


It took until 2009 for Red Bull Racing’s first victory, when Sebastian Vettel won in China and he would go on to win a four-way title shoot-out, against drivers including team-mate Webber, in Abu Dhabi in 2010. And so began a run of four drivers’ titles until 2013.


The increasing challenge from Mercedes from 2014 meant that Red Bull Racing reverted to the role of chaser and there was a change in the team’s internal dynamic as Daniel Ricciardo took over the second seat and outscored Vettel at his first attempt. However, Ferrari began to outstrip it in 2015, and Williams too. Then Ricciardo was joined by Max Verstappen midway through 2016, with the Dutchman winning on his first attempt after stepping up from Red Bull’s junior team, Scuderia Toro Rosso, and this helped to propel the team back to second overall.


What followed was a quest to ally Newey’s chassis with competitive engines, as its TAG Heuer-badged Renault engines couldn’t match the power output of the rival Mercedes and Ferrari units. While Lewis Hamilton notched up title after title with Mercedes, Verstappen added experience to his natural speed and increasingly became a threat.


With the Honda engines that the team used from 2019 onwards offering a step forward, Verstappen began to challenge Mercedes more and more, helping Red Bull Racing to be runner-up to Mercedes in 2020 and again in 2021 when Verstappen clinched the drivers’ title with a one-lap dash in Abu Dhabi.


There were new technical regulations for 2022 and Red Bull Racing started with the most competitive car. Verstappen did the rest, adding the 2022 and 2023 titles.




key personnel & 2023 round-up


HELMUT MARKO


A driver good enough to reach F1, peaking with eighth at Monaco, Helmut’s career was ended in 1972 when he was blinded in one eye by a stone at the French GP. He then ran his own F3 and F3000 teams before fellow Austrian Dietrich Mateschitz wanted to use motor racing to promote his Red Bull brand. Acting as a consultant, Helmut oversaw its scholarship drivers in the junior categories, taking a hard-edged approach to discarding those he didn’t think good enough.


RACING TO A RECORD F1 CLEAN SWEEP


McLaren nearly did it in 1988, but it fell short by winning only 15 of the season’s 16 Grands Prix. With a campaign extended to 22 Grands Prix, thus making the challenge all the harder, no one expected Red Bull to win every race as the season roared into life last year. Yet, Max Verstappen and occasionally Sergio Perez early in the year, were seldom challenged. Perez struggled in qualifying, reducing his race chances, but Verstappen was uniformly excellent, whatever the conditions, and gathered and kept on winning to end up with double Perez’s tally.

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It appears unlikely that anyone will stop Max Verstappen from making it four titles in a row for Red Bull. He was in such imperious form last year, winning 19 of the 22 Grands Prix, that he must surely be heading for another title.
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Max scored a record 19 wins last year, so his only target can be to try to beat that in 2024.





Max was born to race, with a mother – Sophie Kumpen – who followed her father into racing and excelled in karting plus a father, Jos, who shone for Benetton in F1 in the mid-1990s.


Not surprisingly, Max began racing karts as soon as he was old enough and there was little that young Max didn’t win on the way up through the karting ranks, peaking with the World and European KZ titles in 2013 as he turned 16. Top kart racers often bypass the first rung of single-seaters, Formula 4, and go straight to Formula Renault. Max didn’t do that, but skipped directly to racing’s third level, Formula 3, taking an incredible ten wins to rank third in a European championship that was won by Esteban Ocon.


Everyone suggested a campaign in Formula 2 would prepare him further, but Jos encouraged Max to try to go straight to F1. And this is what he did, joining Scuderia Toro Rosso for 2015 to become F1’s first 17-year-old driver. Many watched on with concern that he wouldn’t be ready for this giant leap, but it never fazed Max and he bagged a couple of fourth places before the year was out.


Just five races into 2016, Red Bull Racing decided that Max would do better than Daniil Kvyat and they swapped drives. Not only that, but Max then shocked everyone by winning on his debut for Red Bull Racing in the Spanish GP.


Although Max drove increasingly well over the next few years, it was always in pursuit of Lewis Hamilton and Mercedes. Then, after claiming nine wins in 2021, he was handed victory in strange circumstances in the Abu Dhabi finale to pip Lewis Hamilton to the crown.


Then, after Red Bull adapted the best to 2022’s new technical rules, Max made it two titles in a row.




SUCCESS AT ALMOST EVERY TURN


It didn’t appear to matter to Max what sort of circuit he was competing on. Whether high-downforce, low-downforce or something in between, Max was able to win on them all. He was in such strong form that there were clear reasons for the few races he didn’t win. In Jeddah, he had a driveshaft failure in qualifying and started down in 15th on the grid and could make it back only to second place behind team-mate Sergio Perez by flag fall. Then in Baku he was called in for a pit stop at a less than optimal time, consigning him to second place behind Perez again. All his other finishes, bar in Singapore when Ferrari’s Carlos Sainz Jr came out on top, were victories. As the season advanced, Red Bull’s quest to become the first team to win every round became more and more beguiling but, once this was ended, it was time for Christian Horner and the team to bathe in the glory of their achievement. Max just kept on winning to take a record number of wins in a season, 19.

Last year was one that Sergio will want to forget, as his form plummeted after a promising start and he was left so far behind team-mate Max Verstappen that he was of little use to the team. This season might be his last at Red Bull Racing.
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If Sergio doesn’t rediscover his form in 2024, don’t expect him to stay on with the team.





Sergio headed for the USA as soon as he could and graduated to single-seater racing at the tender age of 14. Starting in the Skip Barber Dodge Series, he then took an even larger step for 2005 by heading to Europe. This was so that he could learn the circuits as he contested the largely German-based ADAC Formula BMW series and it turned into a two-year project.


Formula 3 came next, with Sergio moving to England to contest the British championship in 2007, starting in the national class in which he won the title. Staying on for 2008, Sergio moved up to the senior class and was roundly beaten by Jaime Alguersuari, ranking only fourth.


Going for glory in more powerful GP2 in 2009, he started the year well with two wins in the Asian series but his main campaign in Europe wasn’t much of a success and so he stayed on for a second year, doing better to win five races and be runner-up behind Pastor Maldonado.


An appreciable budget from Mexican sponsors landed Sergio his F1 break with Sauber in 2011 and he progressed well. He claimed a pair of second places in 2012, with the former, at the Malaysian GP, one of his greatest ever performances as he harried Fernando Alonso’s Ferrari on a wet track.


There followed a move to McLaren, but this didn’t go well and so he joined Force India for 2014 and was easily outscored by team-mate Nico Hulkenberg. However, he was clearly highly rated by the team as it kept him on for the next six years, including the final two seasons after it had changed its name to Racing Point.


At the last race of 2020, in what many thought might be his final race in F1, Sergio scored a famous win in the Sakhir GP and earned a move to Red Bull Racing as a result.


Selected as a number two to Max Verstappen, Sergio took one win in 2021 then two in 2022 to rank fourth then third, albeit seldom challenging his Dutch team-mate.




LIVING PERPETUALLY IN MAX’S SHADOW


Any driver who picks up two wins, a second place and a fifth in a season’s first four Grands Prix might feel pleased with themselves, especially if they had won only the same number of Grands Prix across the previous season’s 22 rounds. However, Sergio’s challenge petered out after that as there were to be no more wins and precious few podium visits. The root cause for the Mexican’s decline was that his form in qualifying was abysmal – he frequently couldn’t even get F1’s most competitive chassis into Q3 for the final ten qualifiers. Although Sergio would typically then advance up the order through the course of a Grand Prix, the damage had been done. Red Bull Racing were absolutely aware that if they had been pushed harder by their rivals, his poor record could have denied them the constructors’ title and so his seat has come under threat. Although Sergio enjoyed a wonderful late-race scrap with Fernando Alonso in Brazil, being pipped in that did his reputation more harm.

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Unless the team has made strong gains with its new chassis, this could be the third season in a row in which Lewis Hamilton and George Russell have to chase after the Red Bulls, as they try to be the best of the rest.

So strong is the identity of the Mercedes F1 team thanks to its remarkable run of titles from 2014 to 2020 that it is sometimes hard to remember that the team’s previous life in three different guises was less illustrious.


The team from Brackley to the west of Silverstone started life as BAR when Craig Pollock and his former skiing pupil Jacques Villeneuve got together with British American Tobacco to take over the World Championship arm of the fading Tyrrell team. That was in 1998 and the all-new BAR (British American Racing) team burst forth in 1999 complete with the much-derided strapline of ‘a tradition of excellence’.


Alas, the team’s maiden campaign was very poor. Even getting to the end of a Grand Prix was too much for its cars at most races. No one expected instant success, despite the high calibre of personnel it had enticed from rival teams, but BAR’s first year was a flop, as there was no tradition and no excellence.


In time, BAR made strides and Jenson Button would have won several races in 2004 had it not been for Michael Schumacher’s superior Ferrari. Then, with Honda wanting to increase its involvement beyond just supplying engines, the team was renamed Honda Racing for 2006 and Button scored a remarkable win in a wet/dry Hungarian GP.
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A combination of the next two seasons offering meagre results and then the global economic slump meant that Honda pulled out after 2008 and only an 11th-hour management takeover led by team principal Ross Brawn got the team on to the grid for 2009; but what a season that was. Button and Rubens Barrichello were given a performance advantage as their cars had a double-decked diffuser and Button’s six wins in the first half of the year before rivals understood and then caught up with this aerodynamic advantage, were enough to secure the team’s first crown.


To attain financial security, Brawn agreed to the team being financed by Mercedes and changing its name in the German manufacturer’s honour from 2010, with Michael Schumacher stepping back into F1 to lead its attack.


It took until 2012 for the silver-liveried team to win again, then it was given a boost when Lewis Hamilton was coaxed across to partner Nico Rosberg from 2013.


Then the titles flowed from 2014 as the British driver began a seven-year run of success for the team in which he won six drivers’ titles, with Rosberg champion in 2016, and the team pocketed the constructors’ title in each of those years. Mercedes also won the constructors’ title in 2021 when Hamilton was beaten in controversial fashion by Red Bull Racing’s Max Verstappen at the season-closing Abu Dhabi GP – F1 restart protocol was not observed before a one-lap sprint to the finish after a safety car deployment.


One of the reasons for the team’s remarkable success was its excellent group of designers, aerodynamicists and engineers, clear leadership from Toto Wolff and, in its early days, the influence of former world champion Niki Lauda, who acted as an astute buffer between the team and the manufacturer.


Red Bull Racing mastered new technical regulations in 2022 and remains on the top of the pile, with Hamilton and George Russell, who joined just at the time Mercedes stopped being the dominant force in F1, to struggle in Verstappen’s wake. Russell did have one moment of delight, though, when he won at Interlagos in the penultimate race of the season. In 2023, Mercedes, if anything, fell further away from Red Bull’s pace, its F1 W14s less competitive than the McLarens and the Ferraris by the end of the season.




key personnel & 2023 round-up


HYWEL THOMAS


Bath University is a powerhouse for British engineers and Torquay-born Hywel is in its vanguard as managing director of Mercedes AMG’s HPP (High-Performance Powertrains) division. Starting at Perkins Engines on graduation, he moved to Cosworth for his first taste of motor racing and then joined HPP in 2004. Starting as an engineer, Hywel rose through the ranks as Mercedes began to make waves in F1, eventually becoming MD. HPP is involved in other Mercedes projects, including its Project 1 Hyper ultra car.


SWItching THE FOCUS EARLY TO 2024


Mercedes’s ‘zeropod’ concept was hoped to be the cure for the team’s performance shortfall in the second year of the new technical rules, but it wasn’t. Indeed, as the team chased improved performance, the drivers were keen that the W14 would bounce less and offer handling that was more predictable. Hamilton’s podium finish in Australia suggested that all was not lost, but it took until the second half of the season for Mercedes to find form.

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After two years without a win, the seven-time world champion has eschewed all talk of retirement and is back for another crack, praying that Mercedes will provide him with a car with which he can challenge the best from Red Bull Racing.
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Lewis had to call on his experience to sort last year’s car and deserves better for 2024.





There isn’t a driver who has made it into F1 in the past decade without an illustrious karting pedigree and Lewis was certainly one of the best as he ascended the ranks. Key to his further progress, though, was meeting McLaren’s then boss Ron Dennis at an awards dinner and getting him to agree to help him towards F1.


The British Formula Renault title was claimed in 2003 and then the European Formula 3 crown two years later, before Lewis stepped up the pace and landed the GP2 title at his first attempt in 2006.


Then came F1 and Lewis was straight on to the podium on his debut in Melbourne. That third place was followed by four second places and his first win, in Canada. This meant that he was able to challenge team-mate Fernando Alonso and he came within a point of becoming a rookie world champion but fell one point short of Ferrari’s Kimi Raikkonen.


At the second time of asking, Lewis was crowned after edging out Ferrari’s Felipe Massa. Frustratingly, other teams moved ahead of McLaren, and it took a move to Mercedes in 2013 to get back on track, scoring win after win to add six more world titles between 2014 and 2020, only having this run broken in 2016 when he was pipped by team-mate Nico Rosberg.


Then came the dramatic 2021 Abu Dhabi GP in which most feel that a decision by FIA race director Michael Masi did not follow the rule book and so handed the title to Max Verstappen. Since 2022, with a new set of F1 technical regulations, Mercedes has fallen off the pace.




PRESSING ON JUST TO REACH THE PODIUM


It was clear from the outset of the 2023 season that Mercedes had failed to become any more competitive in the second year of F1’s new regulations and that Red Bull Racing still seemed to be operating on another level. This would have been dispiriting for any driver, but especially so for a multiple world champion. It was obvious that an eighth F1 title would have to wait. The first aim for Lewis was to get his Mercedes F1 W14 to be wieldy enough to achieve a podium finish. That came with second place in Melbourne, but it took another four rounds until he was on the podium again, in Barcelona. But there were never going to be any wins, not with Verstappen in such scintillating form. It was interesting to see Lewis really striving to get the maximum performance from his car in a way that he seldom had to, but it impressed all who witnessed his pole lap in Hungary or his run to second (before disqualification on a technicality) at COTA.
