embley opened in 2007 and was built on the site of 


the famous old stadium, which held its first game in 


1923. The original ground had the legendary Twin Towers, 


but its state-of-the-art replacement boasts an amazing 


sky-high arch that lights up over the North Stand and can 


be seen across London.


With a 90,000 capacity, 54 kilometres of seating made 


up of three tiers, and a rich history of staging UEFA 


EURO, UEFA Champions League and Olympic finals, 


there’s no other football venue like it. Playing at 


Wembley is a magical moment and it’s extra special 


for those lucky players who lift a trophy on this 


treasured ground.
