While reading

A Ask your child to say something about
each page of the book as you go
through it. For example, do they
know what @ word means, or who
a character is?

A If your child gefs stuck on a word, you
can help them not to panic by being
calm and positive. You might say
something like: Dont worry, that's a
tough word.

Let's say it together.

A Build your child’s confidence by noficing
when they have done well and felling
them, e.g. You realised that word wasn’t
right and you tried again - well done.
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After reading, encourage your child

to talk about the story. You'll find ideas

for questions and adfivifies ot the back
of this book.
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
