      starting the game
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      If you’re new to Minecraft, download the game and set it up for the first time with a parent or guardian. Together you can work through any technical issues you may have. It is important for adults to know what the game is about.
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      Minecraft has an amazing community – loads of players enjoy collaborating on huge, complex builds. There might be times when you see something that’s not quite right, but don’t worry, there are a few easy ways to deal with it.




      You can mute other players so you won’t see their messages, or block them so they can’t contact you. You can also report them. Minecraft should be a positive experience for everyone.




      Never share any account passwords or any personal information, especially if someone is offering something for nothing – the officials at Minecraft HQ state that there’s no way to get coins or marketplace content other than through the game.




      And remember, the Minecraft team and server moderators will NEVER ask for your password, or personal information like your address, phone number, age or full name.

      Using materials that would work in the real world makes your builds look more realistic.
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      Rock, metal, wood
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      In the real world, buildings are made from lots of different materials. Some of the most common types are:




      • brick and concrete




      • stone (and slate for roofs)




      • wood




      • metal




      You can use all these in Minecraft, too, so it’s worth learning a bit about their properties. 


    


  




  

    

      Brick, stone and concrete are super-hard and strong. Buildings made of these materials don’t easily fall down, are not damaged by weather and don’t burn. But they’re also heavy, and quite difficult to work with because they are so hard. Bricks and concrete are made in factories, but stone is cut from the ground.

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      Metal is strong, but flexible. At high temperatures it melts, but it doesn’t burn. We usually use metal for the support structures inside buildings made of concrete or brick. Metals conduct electricity and some are magnetic.

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      Wood is light, easy to work with and easy to find – it grows on trees! Wood is flammable (it can catch fire). Over time, wood can rot while structures made from brick, stone and concrete can last for centuries.

      Dirt is one of the most common types of block in Minecraft and has a range of uses. To avoid storing too much, it can be used to fill in areas ready for other tasks, like farming! It can be found under any layer of grass and best destroyed with a shovel.


    


  




  

    

      It’s the block that everybody knows and loves! Grass blocks are all over the place in Minecraft and, just like in real life, they require dirt and enough sunlight to grow. Great for any garden, grass can spread and regrow too!

      Check out all of these cool blocks. You may not need them all for the builds in this book, but you can use your imagination and add them if you expand your city. Have fun experimenting!
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      Diamond is a very hard block and needs an iron or diamond pickaxe to be mined. It can spawn in ‘obsidian rooms’ and ‘lava rooms’ within woodland mansions. Use diamonds to make your pickaxes really strong.


    


  




  

    

      Blocks of coal can be mined using any of the pickaxes. They can be used as a type of fuel for the furnace, so they’re a great block to have if you plan on smelting a lot of your ores.


    


  




  

    

      A bright block of green mineral, emerald is a great block for decoration. It can only be mined using the diamond pickaxe and is very valuable. You can also place one under a note block to create a ‘bit’ sound.

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      Sand can be found in many places throughout Minecraft. It can be broken without the use of tools, but a shovel will be the fastest way to get it. Sand is used to make concrete, so it’s very important to your builds.


    


  




  

    

      A quartz block is a mineral which is only used for decoration. It can be mined using any pickaxe and can then be built into chiseled quartz blocks, quartz pillars or smooth quartz. A great building block.


    


  




  

    

      Gold can be used to make armour, tools and more. It needs a diamond or iron pickaxe to mine and is very expensive, so some players use it in their builds to show how rich they are!

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      Ice can be made by freezing water and will also melt in the sun or near heat blocks. It is a very slippery block which means it can be used in some interesting ways, as it will cause players to slide along at faster than normal speeds.


    


  




  

    

      You can use a silk touch enchantment on a shovel to make snow drop itself, or you can use a normal shovel to make it drop snowballs. When snow is in a block it will not melt in high light levels or get destroyed by water. It can also be used to make snow golems!


    


  




  

    

      Just like ice, this block is slightly slippery and will leave behind water when destroyed. It is created when a player walks near water wearing the Frost Walker enhancement.

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      Clay is a versatile building material that can be found near watery places and swamps. It doesn’t require any tools to mine it, but a spade will help you mine it quickest. When smelted with any fuel it can be made into terracotta.

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      This block is extremely hot and does fire damage to surrounding blocks in the game. It also gives off a nice orange glow and can flow like water. Lava does a lot of damage to any player unlucky enough to touch it, so be careful!


    


  




  

    

      The magma block causes fire damage to players who stand on it, as it is incredibly hot, even if the block is underwater. They also give off a low level of light. Mobs will avoid magma blocks that are in their way, so magma would make a great defence to your build.


    


  




  

    

      These handy lights can be used to brighten things up at night or in shadowy areas. They have a light value higher than torches and can even melt snow within two blocks and ice within three. They can be placed on or hung from most other blocks.

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      Most fun block ever? Or the best way to clear large amounts of blocks at once? TNT blocks can be activated in many ways, including being set on fire or being close enough to other explosions. Also used in a variety of traps, this is one cool block!


    


  




  

    

      Command blocks cannot be used in Survival mode (without cheats!) but are a tool that can be used in making custom maps in Creative mode. They can be made to do many things, including giving items to players. They are activated by redstone power.


    


  




  

    

      Blast furnaces are mined using a pickaxe. They can be found in a village armourer and are used to smelt ores, armour and tools. They can use different fuel types, such as blocks of coal, to run and give off light as well.
