      He loves to ballroom dance, is a romantic who writes beautiful notes and adores all creatures from insects to dogs.

      
      These are just a few traits of my husband of 26 years that most people don’t know about. Inside this book, you’ll learn much
         more about Bob through the eyes of his family. The man we know as the teacher of life also has had a profound impact on those
         closest to him.
      

      
      The book you hold in your hand was conceived as a living tribute to Bob, for his 75th birthday. It soon became apparent, however,
         that it was more than that….much, much more. As I gathered stories, I began to realize they were life lessons relevant to
         all of us, right now, today.
