Every day,we aresurrounded bynews of the climate crisis 


that our planet is facing. It’svery easy to feel overwhelmed or 


powerless. What can just one person do tohelp save our planet? 


Greta Thunberg is proof that anyone can make a difference, 


after her incredible journey from lone climateprotester to 


spearhead of an international environmental movement. 


Early life


Greta was born on 3 January 2003 in 


Stockholm, Sweden. Her mother, Malena, 


is a famous opera singer in Sweden, while 


her father, Svante, is an actor. She also 


has a younger sister named Beata. When 


Greta was young, Malena often went on 


tour, performing concerts across Europe.

Finding out


At the age of eight, Greta learned 


about climate change for the ﬁ


rst 


time. She wasshocked and scared. 


She felt frustrated by suggestions 


of small things that everyone 


could do to help ‘solve’ the 


climate crisis, such as turning oﬀ  


lights or reusing paper, as these 


didn’t seem like they’d have much 


impact. Greta couldn’t understand 


why there was such little action 


about climate change on a large, 


global scale, such as making it 


illegal to burn fossil fuels. 


→


It is not just the burning 


offossil fuels for energy


that produces greenhouse gases 


and pollution; the energy used 


to extract and transport 


them also damages 


the environment. 
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A diagnosis


At the age of 11, Greta became depressed 


and stopped eating and talking. She was 


diagnosed with Asperger’s, OCD and 


selective mutism, which means that she 


only speaks when necessary. Today, Greta 


sees her diagnosis of Asperger’s as a 


superpower (see page 36) because it means 


that she often sees things in ‘black or white’, 


allowing her to clearly see the importance 


of our planet's health above other issues. 
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
