The Wiccan Rede, a guiding principle in magical practice, reminds us to avoid harm to others, ourselves and the world around us. Its core message, “An it harm none, do what ye will,” encourages mindfulness, compassion and honouring the free will of others. Love cannot be forced or manufactured; it blooms naturally when it’s meant to be. So, rather than trying to influence someone’s feelings, use magic to invite love from others, nurture self-love or strengthen bonds that already exist. In Celtic traditions, the cycles of nature and the changing seasons shaped magical beliefs. The Druids were said to possess deep knowledge of the natural world, creating herbal remedies and divining the future.
