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Let’s ease you in to becoming a super-awesome artist with a challenge 


inspired by one of the most famous artists of all, Mr Pablo Picasso. 


Although Pablo used only one continuous line for this drawing, we instantly 


know it’s a dog. Not just that, it’s a sausage dog. Pablo makes it look easy, 


but it actually takes some serious skills to capture the essence of a subject 


using just one line. The trick is to focus on the main features – in this case, 


the dog’s snout, ears, legs, long body and tail. Use one continuous line 


to make your own characterful drawings of animals.


Stay in line


Have fun drawing your animals. Exaggerate 


some of the features to inject a bit of 


humour. Don’t worry too much about them 



looking realistic.

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Jackson Pollock, Convergence (1952)
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This guy called Jackson Pollock made super-awesome paintings without 


even touching the canvas. Jackson would dip his brushes in pots of paint and 



then drip the paint all over his canvas, which was laid out on the fl oor. 



The paintings would take on a life of their own as he fl icked and dripped 



diff erent colours, making them more and more layered. The results were 



a tangle of lines that refl ect Jackson’s movements as he made the painting. 



Although he didn’t have total control of the marks, it’s amazing how precise 


this composition looks. It goes without saying what this challenge is… 


Let’s get dripping! 


Be a drip


Start by laying out your paper on the living room carpet. ONLY KIDDING! PLEASE 


DON’T DO THAT! This challenge is going to get messy, so it is best done outside. 


Before you start, think about the order in which you want to drip the colours because 


this is all about creating layers of lines. Oh, and acrylic paints will work best for this.
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
