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Talk about the book

Ask your child these questions:
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Reading Planet Notes

About this book

This wordless book is designed fo get your
child ready for reading. You can use it fo
introduce:

X- the parts of @ book (front cover,
back cover, blurb, efc.)

A~ the correct order for reading a book
(front cover, the internal pages from
left to right, front to back, efc.)

X how fo falk about an information
book (e.g. how photos are used
to fell s about the real world).

Join the children as they play these fun
playground games: What's the fime Mr
Wolf, Whisper down the line and Hide-
and-seek. Do we need a loud voice or
quiet voice for each game? When should
we whisper? When should we shout?

Before sharing
Talk about the meaning of:
voice loud quiet high
low shout whisper
A Look at the cover of the book
together. Read the fitle out loud and
talk about if. Explain that the book
is about playground games.

A Look at the first page of the book and ask:

While sharing

whether the children are using ‘big voices’
or ‘little voices' in each of the photos.

A= Go through the rest of the pages, falking

about the games the children are playing
and the voices they are using. For example,
on pages 67, ask Do you know what game
the children are playing? (Hide-and-Seek)
Do you know how to play the game?

What voice do you need to play?

Ready-to-read activity

Ask your child fo say, I'm coming.
Ready or not! or What's the time Mr
Wolf? in different ways, e.g. whispering,
shouting, using a high or low voice,
a scary voice, a sweet voice, efc.

After sharing, go to the back of

the book for more ideas! iy
