      Finding just any online retailer is easy. Finding the good ones—that takes a bit of work. We’ve scoured search engines, message

         boards, magazines and web directories in search of great sites, and received recommendations from our readers and friends.

         Tens of thousands of web sites promised the best prices and the greatest selections, but we took a close look at each one,

         and held them up to the following list of requirements:

      


      • SECURE TRANSACTIONS •

      


      Each site must offer a secure credit card transaction that can be completed in a single session. This means we disqualified

         any sites that only accept fax orders, email inquiries, payments over the phone or PayPal transactions. These methods of payment

         are both less secure and less reliable than those for sites operating encrypted commerce engines.

      


      • CUSTOMER SERVICE NUMBER •

      


      Every site in thepurplebook must provide a working customer service number. Finding this number is not always easy, and in some cases we’ve had to play

         detective to get them, but we’ve included one with each site listed in this book, because we’ve found that a lack of direct

         contact with a service representative can ruin an otherwise satisfactory shopping experience.

      


      
• OPEN BROWSING •

      


      No site will be listed in thepurplebook that requires consumers to enter credit card numbers or other personal data before viewing its full catalog of products.

         Such sites usually intend to sell a customer’s personal information for profit.

      


      If an e-tailor met these requirements, we then subjected it to our own rigorous set of standards, scrutinizing each aspect

         of the site: Is it easy to use? Does it have a good selection? Are the prices good? Will it download in a reasonable amount

         of time? We whittled down the selection to include only the finest catalogs, the most beautiful web designs, the best bargains

         and that occasional ingenious purveyor of a product or service of such unique charm that we couldn’t possibly leave it out.

         Our final tally includes brick-and-mortar stores that have established a viable online presence, manufacturers who have done

         the same, internet juggernauts that have managed to survive the dot-com backlash and small businesses, often individuals working

         out of their bedrooms, who’ve embraced the virtual marketplace in their pursuit of the American dream. It’s a pretty good

         bunch, capable of fulfilling nearly any online shopping need you may have, and possibly turning you on to something new.

      To document your online purchases, print a copy of both your order page (before you click the Submit button) and your order

         confirmation (receipt) to save for your records.

      


      • SAVE ALL CORRESPONDENCE •

      


      Online retailers should email a confirmation of your order and/or shipping information. Save these emails until you are fully

         satisfied with your purchase, as you may need to refer to this information if problems arise.

      


      • PROTECT YOURSELF AGAINST IDENTITY THEFT •

      


      Never give out credit card numbers or any personal information via email. Emails are not secure, and identity thieves commonly

         pose as customer service representatives in order to acquire your payment information. Only submit personal data through a

         secure, encrypted web site.

      


      • REPORT FRAUD IMMEDIATELY •

      


      If you suspect fraud or other mistakes, notify your credit card company and/or the Federal Trade Commission (877-382-4357)

         immediately, because identity thieves will not waste any time abusing your information.

      


      • USE THE CUSTOMER SERVICE NUMBER



      thepurplebook has provided a customer service phone number for every shopping site listed in the book. Do not hesitate to use them. If

         you have any question not addressed by the web site, speak to a customer service representative before placing an order (you

         may need to call during normal business hours).

      


      • USE THE COMMENTS BOX •

      


      Most online order forms offer a comments box for special requests or any questions you may have. This will be the surest way

         of contacting the actual humans in charge of fulfilling your order, so that they can properly address your needs.

      


      • READ THE WEB SITE’S POLICIES •

      


      Before you make a purchase, take note of the web site’s return and exchange policies, as well as shipping, privacy and security,

         because once you place your order, you’ve agreed to their terms and conditions. The FAQ (Frequently Asked Questions) section

         of a web site often proves a good source of information.

      


      • AVOID UNWANTED SOLICITATIONS •

      


      When entering your billing and email address, a lot of shopping sites will ask if you’re interested in receiving catalogs

         and/or advertising materials from them and other sites. In most cases, the answer defaults to “Yes,” and you’ll need to actively

         change this answer to “No” if you hope to avoid junk mail and spam.

      


      • REPORT BAD BUSINESS PRACTICES •

      


      If you do have a bad experience with an online retailer, make a report with the Better Business Bureau, at 

         BBB.org.

      URL

      


      Each site in this book has been listed alphabetically by its URL (internet address). We’ve left out the standard http://www. that precedes each domain name and extension. In other words, to visit 

         Novica.com, go to the address bar in your browser and type in 

            http://www.Novica.com.

      


      COMPANY NAME

      


      The company name often does not differ from the site’s URL, especially in the case of exclusively online entities. Occasionally,

         though, a more familiar name may turn up here.

      


      CUSTOMER SERVICE NUMBERS

      


      We’ve listed each company’s customer service phone number along with its site entry (some sites like to hide them). This should

         help if you can’t log on to the site for some reason, or if you cannot easily find the number listed there. Oftentimes when

         things go wrong, using the web site’s human support staff is more productive than sending emails.

      


      REVIEW

      


      These reviews are intended to offer some insight into the breadth and scope of the web site at hand, but more often than not

         have deteriorated into base humor and wry observation. This is wholly to be blamed on the writer, who admittedly does not

         often know a good thing when he sees it.

      


      UNIVERSAL ICONS

      


      The set of round Universal Icons found throughout the book depict some of the particulars about each store that may come in

         handy when deciding where to shop: shipping costs, overnight shipping, gift certificates, gift wrapping, user-friendliness,

         a star to indicate whether a site is exceptionally useful or unique and the word WISH, to designate sites offering wish lists or gift registries (see pages 20-21).

      


      SECTION ICONS

      


      The rectangular Section Icons specific to each chapter have been included to help you distinguish between specific types of

         stores commonly housed in each category. For example, an icon in the Shoes & Accessories section will pinpoint the shoe stores,

         whereas one in the Epicurean section will highlight gourmet foods.

      


      KEY WORDS

      


      At the bottom of each site listing, you will find a list of Key Words that offer general descriptions of the types of products

         available from that store. A quick scan of these words should give you a rough idea of whether a store has what you seek.

      


      UNDERSTANDING THE ICONS


      SHIPPING COSTS


      A huge consideration when shopping online is the cost of shipping and handling. High fees can turn what seemed like a great

         deal into a waste of cash, whereas a cheap shipping policy can mean the difference between competitive prices.

      


      FREE SHIPPING


      Free, Incentivized or Flat Rate Shipping - Sites marked by this icon either cover shipping costs, reduce the cost of shipping

         if you spend more or charge a single, preset amount to cover shipment of your entire order, regardless of cost or weight.

      


      STANDARD SHIPPING


      Standard Shipping Rates - Sites covered by this icon either charge the same weight-based amount for shipping as determined

         by the carrier (usually UPS, FedEx, Airborne Express or the US Postal Service), or compute comparable rates based on the value

         of the purchase.

      


      EXHORBITANT OR UNKNOWN SHIPPING RATES


      Exorbitant or Unknown Shipping & Handling Fees - Sites tagged with this icon either charge excessive handling fees designed

         to pad their profit margins or do not inform you of an order’s shipping charges until after a credit card has been used to

         make the purchase. A third category of these sites simply ship very large, heavy items that require special companies or even

         individual trucks, usually at great expense.

      


      OVERNIGHT SHIPPING


      When you see this icon, the site in question offers the option of overnight shipping or next day delivery, in most cases at

         an extra charge, and often not on weekends. Bear in mind that sites usually have an early-afternoon or morning deadline for

         one-day delivery, and that time zones may consequently play a big role in your last-minute purchases.

      


      GIFT CERTIFICATES


      This icon only appears when gift certificates are available for purchase, in either electronic or paper form. Electronic gift

         certificates will be sent to the recipient’s email address, and therefore make excellent last-second gifts.

      


      GIFT WRAPPING


      We offer an entire section of sites boasting great gift ideas, but really just about any site in this book has the perfect

         gift for somebody. Any site will also send your order in a plain brown box. Some will wrap it up a bit nicer (usually at an

         extra charge). Such sites are noted by this icon.

      


      USER-FRIENDLINESS


      Product selection is the most important aspect to building an online store, but presentation is often what sells, and if using

         a site to make a purchase is just too much work it may not be worth it. We’ve ranked each site’s performance with the following

         three icons:

      


      USER-FRIENDLINESS: EXCELLENT


      These sites have gone the distance to make sure that you can find the products you need without hassle and order them with

         minimal difficulty, either through fancy web design or plain common sense. Or the site only has a handful of products to begin

         with and everything may be viewed or purchased on one page. Either way, we wish all the sites qualified for this rank, but

         very few did.

      


      USER-FRIENDLINESS: GOOD


      Savvy web shoppers are used to the industry standard—a left-side menu of options, with a few more general choices thrown across

         the top of the page for good measure. Such sites warrant no complaints, as everything you need is laid out logically so that

         browsing and buying is easy on the mind, and only hard on the mouse-clicking finger.

      


      USER-FRIENDLINESS: POOR


      In some cases, these sites involve dramatic and failed attempts to create the virtual world’s best new shopping technique.

         On the other end of the spectrum are the web designers who simply weren’t up to the task. In between, we have the online shopkeepers

         who apparently didn’t care, and scattered their products haphazardly across cyberspace for hackers to trip over. Whatever

         the case, these sites are often impossible to load, browse and/or order from. Ironically, these aberrations wouldn’t have

         made the cut except that they’re offering some of the best the web has to offer.

      Our newest Icon will clue you in to sites offering wish lists, gift registries and bridal registries. These will allow you

         to browse and save all the products you want so that your friends and loved ones may browse your selection at their leisure

         and buy you the perfect gift every time. This is particularly useful when buying for children.

      


      USING THE INDEXES


      These indexes will help you track down specific products, stores and sites of interest in the most efficient manner.


      KEY WORD INDEXES


      Located in the introduction to each section you will find a key word index that can help you locate which stores carry particular

         types of products within that category.

      


      PRODUCT INDEX (PAGE 614)


      At the end of the book you will find a detailed listing of products and the corresponding names of sites that carry them.

         Note that this is not necessarily a comprehensive list, and that you will be able to find some of these products on sites

         not mentioned in the index. By the same token, using the key word indexes within each section, you are bound to find some

         products we missed. (Please note that, when using this index, general terms will refer to sites that carry an abundant variety

         of products, while specific terms will clue you in to dedicated and exemplary selections. For example, a site indexed to the

         word “accents (for the home)” will offer a great assortment of vases, throw pillows and room dividers. However, a site indexed

         to the term “accents, room dividers” may only be presumed to offer a decent variety of dividers, but won’t necessarily offer

         vases or throw pillows).

After all, how many museums would you have to visit to view the

         same number of artworks you can see online in a single afternoon? Better yet, you’re not subjected to anybody else’s views

         of what fine art should be. Whether you’re buying an original Picasso or a reproduction of dogs playing poker, when you shop

         online, there’s nobody around to second-guess.

      


      Of course, more than paintings can be found on the web sites featured in this section. We discovered a very healthy selection

         of sculpture, photography, posters and prints created by emerging artists, old masters and traditional craftsmen. Pottery,

         woodcarvings and other cultural artifacts may return less on your investment, but they’re no less lovely, and in many cases

         purchasing them may even support a few starving artisans. If you’re searching for artifacts that have already withstood the

         test of time, take a look at our bevy of online antique shops, which offer endless selections of beautiful relics, without

         forcing us to drive down endless backcountry roads. On the opposite end of the spectrum you’ll find stores favoring kitsch

         and other pop culture collectibles that chronicle the times in stamp, coin, crystal, autograph and action figure form. Turns

         out, collecting art and collectibles can be a pretty indulgent pursuit, but there’s a reason they call it enrichment.

      

 


      TIPS ON BUYING ART & COLLECTIBLES ONLINE


      These suggestions should help prevent your cultural purchases from offending the senses.


      • COLOR DISCREPANCIES •

      


      Differences in monitor settings and digital image compression in most cases mean that the image you see online of a painting,

         print or poster may not match up precisely to the actual colors of the item. Usually, this difference is trivial.

      


      • CERTIFY AUTHENTICITY •

      


      Original artwork, antiques, collectibles and memorabilia can be a very large investment. Online, as in person, it is very

         important that you receive a valid certificate of authenticity with your purchase. Make sure the online seller guarantees

         such certification before you make your purchase, and definitely make a phone call if you are uncertain.

      


      • CHECK FRAMING OPTIONS & COSTS •

      


      In some cases, you may anticipate paying a lot for a specific item, and will be ready to make your online purchase. However,

         some merchants may include default framing options that run up the price of the work. When buying framed artwork, be sure

         you’re not paying more for the frame than you are for the art itself.

      


      • SHIPPING INSURANCE •

      


      As with any valuable long-distance purchase, you’ll want to be sure your merchandise is insured during transit. This section

         in particular includes many fragile and/or one-of-a-kind pieces, and it’s a safe bet to be covered in case your order shows

         up in pieces. When in doubt, call before ordering.

      


      • SHIPPING WEIGHTS & COSTS •

      


      Heavy frames, bulky materials and odd sizes can significantly drive up the cost of shipping art items. Before you agree to

         a purchase, take note of the shipping methods and rates offered by the vendor, so you won’t find too big a surprise on your

         credit card bill.

      


      • REMEMBER WHY YOU BUY •

      


      Impulse buys are easy to make online, but if you’re going to relish your art purchase, most of the time you’ll want to take

         a moment to consider whether you’re buying something because you appreciate its artistic sensibilities, or whether you simply

         think it will look cool filling an empty spot in your home. More important, you might want to take measurements to make sure

         the artwork in question will actually fit in that spot.

      


      • KNOW YOUR PRINTS •

      


      The definition of the word print can be pretty vague, as it’s commonly used to refer to lithographs, glicées, silk-screens, computer reproductions and more.

         When ordering a print, be sure to take note of its production technique.

      


      • CARE FOR YOUR INVESTMENTS •

      


      Your original piece of art will quite likely increase in value over time (presuming you select wisely), so you’ll want to

         stay well versed on preservation techniques and supplies for whichever medium you’ve decided to invest in. You may also want

         to take a moment to learn more about the artist, as spreading his or her name and story might help boost the value of your

         purchase.
