Let’s get to know some sea statistics!


It may be hard to imagine, but a whopping 71% of Earth’s surface is covered 


in water, leaving just 


29% for our continents and islands. Out of this water, 



96.5% is found in oceans as salty seawater, while the remaining 3.5% 



is freshwater that we could potentially drink. However, much of this freshwater 


(approximately 


68%) is locked in frozen glaciers and ice caps.

In total, scientists estimate that there is  


enough water on Earth to fill a staggering


4,750,000,000,000 bathtubs!
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Someone who studies all forms of ocean life is known as a marine biologist. 


They can examine tiny organisms through a microscope and navigate 


submersibles to explore the depths of the ocean floor looking for new and 


fascinating creatures.


Eugenie Clark made an astounding 



72 submersible dives and 



countless more using her scuba gear. Known as ‘the shark lady’, this 


remarkable marine biologist even took a ride on a massive 


15 m 



whale shark and made her last dive at 


92 years old!



Jacques Cousteau had a lifelong interest in ocean exploration. In 1943, 



he helped to invent the ‘aqua-lung’, which helped marine biologists to 


dive deeper and more freely underwater. Before this invention, divers had 


to be attached to an air hose that was held above the surface of the 


water, or wear a bulky and restrictive helmeted diving suit. 


DEEP DIVING TRAILBLAZERS!
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While we have identified nearly 230,000 species that live in the ocean,  


experts estimate that over 


80% of this vast expanse remains unexplored. 



Around 


2,000 amazing new sea species are discovered



every year. Recent entries into the aquatic archive include  


the fluffy sponge crab, golden cloak anemone, Satan’s mud  


dragon and the glow-in-the-dark ninja lanternshark!
