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INTRODUCTION


Domenico Dolce and Stefano Gabbana are the creative minds behind the incredibly successful Dolce & Gabbana fashion house. For nearly 40 years, it has been known for a certain sort of high-octane glamour, deeply rooted in Sicilian style. Instantly recognizable, it offers an unmistakable blend of femininity, confidence and tradition: the Dolce & Gabbana muse is a strong, sensual woman.


It should be noted there are only a handful of fashion brands whose names are universally known, and Dolce & Gabbana – much like Dior, Versace, Chanel, Armani and Vivienne Westwood – is one of them.


Theirs is not a label known only to the fashion elite. Instead their clothes are worn and adored by legions of fans – many of whom will fill the streets of Milan ahead of their shows (which are serious affairs, requiring passport identification to enter). And long before other fashion brands, they had established relationships with influencers.

The list of those who have worn Dolce & Gabbana on the red carpet is lengthy, which in itself goes to show what kind of brand this is – one that sparkles, shimmers and shines. Perfect for film stars, models and musicians from Helen Mirren, Emily Blunt, Mindy Kaling, Paul Dano and Keanu Reeves, to Kylie Jenner, Rosie Huntington-Whiteley, Alessandra Ambrosio, Kitty Spencer, Nicki Minaj, Ice Spice, Kylie Minogue and Madonna.


Indeed, the list goes on and on – and Beyoncé wore Dolce & Gabbana to perform on her 2023 Renaissance World Tour: a custom catsuit in black lace with a long skirt and opera cape in black tulle and black satin gloves; and a custom bodysuit in tulle with crystal rhinestones inspired by baroque artwork.

Despite starting out from humble beginnings – with hardly any money and a few setbacks – Dolce & Gabbana is a brand that is used to rubbing shoulders with the stars. Early on, a relationship was born with the supermodels, who would come to epitomize the designers’ sexy blend of dressing, which at its core is built on dedicated craftsmanship.


Vanity Fair Italia recently put 21 supermodels on its cover, all dressed in Dolce & Gabbana as if capturing a moment rewound, relived. The pieces – tight little dresses, bras and corsets (which at one point all the models wanted to wear on the catwalk) – had all stood the test of time, such are the classic but distinct codes to which the designers work.


It is an ability to tap into tradition as well as embrace innovation that has set the brand apart. And a quick scroll of the brand’s Instagram will reveal the breadth of the designers’ creative work. As well as heritage-inspired and homeware collections, they have created childrenswear, menswear, fragrance and jewellery – and even a couple of singles along the way. And they’re keen to support emerging talent.


Over the years this body of work has been documented in many an article; there are countless reviews and various coffee table books: 10 Years of Dolce & Gabbana, showing off their starry career; 20 Years: Dolce & Gabbana, a glorious depiction of their collections featuring sketches and archive imagery; and Animal, in homage to their favourite animal prints; there are also tributes such as Vogue on: Dolce & Gabbana and Dolce & Gabbana (Fashion Memoir).


And even though it debuted in another era, Dolce & Gabbana is a brand for the Instagram age, from its designs to its ethos.


As they have progressed through the years, the duo have drilled down more and more into the essence of what their label is all about, able now to mine their own overflowing archives, seen pertinently in the Spring/Summer 2024 womenswear show – tailoring, lingerie, black and white, leopard print.

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THE FAMOUS FASHION DESIGNER DUO


How Domenico Dolce and Stefano Gabbana came to meet is now one of those fabled fashion stories, told over and over, with something of a serendipitous charm about it.


One day while working at Giorgio Correggiari, a highly regarded Italian fashion designer in Milan, Dolce, then 23, answered the phone. At the other end of the line was Gabbana, 19, enquiring about a job.


It was 1981 and, according to his account of events in the coffee-table tome 20 Years: Dolce & Gabbana, Gabbana had been given the number for Giorgio Correggiari by a friend. As the book Vogue on: Dolce & Gabbana tells it, the pair then arranged to meet at a nightclub called No Ties, where Correggiari was throwing a party.


Gabbana recalls going in for an appointment at which he confessed that he had no real experience in fashion – it was actually graphic design that he had studied – but Dolce took him under his wing. He took a chance on the younger man, teaching Gabbana how to sketch.

Dolce & Gabbana, as they would later be known, would go on to have a personal relationship (which would end in the early 2000s). By 1982, they were sharing an apartment from which they were also doing freelance work for other companies, including Marzotto, the Italian textile manufacturer, and Max Mara, the Italian fashion brand known for its classic, camel-coloured coats. There was also a short period of mandatory military service for Gabbana. But soon, Dolce & Gabbana, the brand, made its debut.


But before they became Dolce & Gabbana, they were individually Domenico Dolce and Stefano Gabbana. A Leo and a Scorpio, from the south and from the north, respectively.


Dolce was born in the town of Polizzi Generosa, Sicily, in 1958. His father was a tailor and his mother ran a haberdashery store, which meant he grew up surrounded by fabrics. It is perhaps no surprise, then, that he would end up working in fashion – though he would long resist referencing his Sicilian heritage.

In 20 Years: Dolce & Gabbana, celebrating the 20th anniversary of the brand and edited by the journalist Sarah Mower, Dolce details memories of his father’s tailoring business: it had 30–40 employees at a time when there were two distinct styles of clothing. Clothes for people who worked in the country, and clothes for the gentry. What also stood out to him was the quality of the fabric. He remembers playing with fabric as a child, not toys, and apparently made his first pair of trousers aged 7, in miniature.


By the 1970s, his father adapted the business to modern times and introduced machinery. Until this point, Dolce had already learned everything the traditional way, by hand. It was the influence of his father, who was fascinated by fabric, that probably led the brand to use what is now a signature fabric of theirs, pinstripe. And at that time in their career, the early 1980s, the masculine fabric stood out among the era’s loose and relaxed linens, its soft silhouettes.
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
