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Introduction 








Back in 2009, completing my teaching degree was one of the hardest things 








 I had ever accomplished. That was what I thought at the time at least. My first 








year of teaching was the real hard task. 








 I felt like a fish out of water – designing my own lessons, sometimes winging 








 it when a lesson went wrong and redirection was needed, and not always 








knowing if lessons were having an impact. Where were the tutors who would 








answer an email within 24 hours? Where were the ‘good  lesson’ rubrics and 








checklists that I could tick off? Gone were the days of near-instant feedback 








and endless paperwork that reassured me that I was doing things right. 








Typically, other members of staff were busy and inaccessible. The long-term 








plans and schemes of work may as well have been blueprints for a new space 








station. Worst of all, the students were unpredictable. The best lesson in 








the world didn’t always result in row upon row of smiling, engaged students 








completing grade A work. There were puzzled frowns, complaints of ‘I  don’t 








 understand’, and even some downright disrespect. I consulted my piles of 








university notes but they seemed as much use as a roll of toilet paper. To be 








frank, toilet paper would have been of more use at this point! 








My mentor, Sue Hynes, was a wonderful, caring woman and an exceptional 








teacher. I’m only a casual acquaintance of 



Star Wars 



but I  can’t help but think of 








Sue as the Yoda to my Luke – the wise, trustworthy adviser in charge of a keen 








yet naive novice. Old school to a fault, Sue gave me some of the best advice 








in my first year. For example, she rightly explained that ‘You learn more from 








the lessons that go wrong than those that go well’. Sue also took the staunch 








traditional Yorkshire perspective that folk will get better through hard graft and 








well-earned experience. This certainly holds water, but when I’d taught a short 








string of lessons that seemed to strike a chord with only a few of the brighter 








students, I needed a new approach and wasn’t sure where to go or what to do. 








Experience is great, but the road is long. My limited experience as a novice 








teacher wasn’t exactly varied. I needed some reliable, evidence-informed 








ideas in the mix as well. 








Of course, whole-staff PD days were where we received training on 








pedagogical practice. Some of it was useful and I remember scrawling notes 








and stealing the odd PowerPoint, but it’s all too common for the ‘good  stuff’ to

When 








this was combined with my own workload (which, 








more often than not, felt like an avalanche of marking) 








and commitments outside of school, a focus on good 








teaching again slid by the wayside. 








Once more, I found myself agonising about what 








activities I would be doing with my class in order to keep 








them settled and engaged. I rarely thought about what I 








actually wanted them to 



learn. 



This experience chimes 








with Professor Robert Coe’s ideas surrounding his 








2014 report, ‘What Makes Great Teaching?’. Around 








that time, Coe outlined a series of ‘poor proxies for 








learning’ that, even now, offer a reminder of the pitfalls 








of focusing too heavily on task completion and student 








compliance (see the diagram on the next page). Coe’s 








ideas, compounded with the incoming wave of edu- 








blogs and online networking, helped me change gears 








and up my game. 








Getting involved with the edu-Twitter (now called X) 








community in 2014 was a game-changer. I felt as if I’d 








found my tribe. Here were like-minded people from 








all over the world with a wealth of knowledge and a 








plethora of ideas. These teachers produced blogs 








and published books that were purposefully aware 








of research, such as findings from cognitive science. 








Though I still cringe at the memory of how much time I 








spent creating exquisite resources in Microsoft Word 








(I had yet to learn proper time-management!), the 








lessons and resources I painstakingly crafted began 








to improve. Over the years, I have slowly learned that 








being evidence-informed involves blending insights 








from various research into teaching methods and 








constantly assessing the effectiveness of teaching 








along the way. No more doubling and tripling down on 








fancy four-part lessons that didn’t yield proper results. 








My teaching gradually became more refined and

In recent years, I started to share my own educational insights and design 








edu-summaries for colleagues at my school. The end result of this long,

I expect this book to be something of a working document, with 








your own annotations scrawled in the margins, or the pages pinned to your 








staffroom noticeboard as a quick reference. In my own experience, I have 








found one-pagers to be incredibly useful for making tried and tested ideas 








readily available. They are designed to inform a coach’s feedback meeting, 








provoke professional conversations and ignite a curiosity to read more, learn 








new skills and self-improve. In essence, the one-pagers in this book aim to 








provide busy educators with the following building blocks:

Research suggests that effective continued 








professional development (CPD) helps teachers form a 








common language and shared understanding of what 








works within a school’s context. Having access to a 








collection of easy-to-implement teaching strategies 








(as shown in these one-pagers!) is invaluable for 








developing a shared vision. Jim Knight, founder and 








senior partner of the Instructional Coaching Group 








(ICG), refers to collections of strategies as ‘instructional 








playbooks’, which are essential because they make 








learning concrete and easy to access. Knight (2021) 








believes that the one-pager format functions as an 








effective ‘communication tool coaches can share with 








teachers and others’. 








Due to their slim, simple nature, one-page summaries 








are less likely to overload working memory as they 








focus only on the most relevant information. They give 








enough for teachers to quickly grasp the main ideas 








without straining their cognitive processes – let’s face 








it, as teachers, our cognitive processes are strained 








enough as it is! As Sweller et al (2019) explain, ‘Human 








cognitive processing is heavily constrained by our 








limited working memory, which can only process a 








limited number of information elements at a time.’ Well- 








designed one-pagers help teachers better understand 








the material by layering in multiple examples and 








chunking information using headings, subheadings 








and lists. Employing strategies such as dual coding 








(the combination of verbal and visual instruction) also 








supports with managing cognitive load. The most 








effective summaries include visual representations 








such as diagrams to present ideas or map out teaching 








sequences. This means they are great for supporting 








professional development such as workshops or 








instructional coaching programs. 








Excellent research from the Education Endowment 








Foundation (et al 2021) suggests that the core ‘building 








blocks of professional development’ must include the 








essential ‘mechanisms’. The one-pagers in this book 








include mechanisms from all four of the main groups.

Clear 








explains the differences between what he calls, ‘motion’ 








and ‘action’. Motion is the act of doing something that 








keeps you busy (planning, strategising, thinking about 








improvement). Whilst this is useful, these tasks will 








never produce an outcome by themselves. On the other 








hand, action is the act of working on something that 








will render a tangible result. This distinction between 








motion and action is pivotal, especially in educational 








settings. While motion can be seen as the groundwork, 








laying out theories and concepts, it is action that 








translates these ideas into practice, leading to impactful 








classroom practice. The summaries in
