DEEP SEA HABITAT


Oceans cover over 70 per cent of our planet, with millions of creatures of all sizes 


living in this vast environment. Many survive by eating other sea creatures; others 


survive by being powerful hunters and top predators. Hundreds of species of 


shark, from the 20-cm pygmy shark to the huge whale shark (sometimes over  


12 m long), feed on a great range of prey. Predators that keep the ocean 


ecosystem in balance are ‘keystone species’ because they catch old or sick 


animals, control numbers and keep species healthy.

Because a few great white sharks have attacked people, all sharks tend to get a 


bad name. The majority of sharks are harmless to humans and we are far more of a 


threat to them. Many shark species, along with other ocean predators, are now in 


danger of extinction from overfishing, habitat loss and climate change. In a typical 


year, fewer than 20 people die from shark attacks, but it is estimated that more 


than 20 million sharks are killed by humans directly or indirectly.
