WHATEVER YOU DO, DON’T MENTION THE SPECIAL MILITARY OPERATION – ROUND 1 ANSWERS



1. C – Putin’s comically long tables were ridiculed as he held meetings with foreign leaders and even his own staff from about twenty feet away. It’s worth noting that both Putin and Macron stand at around 5ft 7in, so from that distance they probably couldn’t even see each other.


2. B – Both are cities in Russia. To make matters worse, Truss had already been mocked a week earlier for mixing up the Baltic and Black seas, though unlike her predecessor Dominic Raab, she was at least aware England is separated from mainland Europe by the sea, so there’s that.


3. A – During an interview with Fox News, and then again in a tweet, the Senator for South Carolina called for someone in Putin’s inner circle to step up and do the world ‘a great service’, although would-be snipers are skeptical about hitting him from the end of that table.


4. C – During a speech in New Orleans, Trump suggested Russian intelligence could be bamboozled with US jets disguised as Chinese ones, after taking tactical military advice from Wile E. Coyote.
