preface

Welcome to the twentieth-anniversary edition of How to Marry the Man of Your Choice. I glow with pride because the earlier editions helped millions across the world, beginning in the United States where the book spent sixteen weeks on the New York Times best-seller list. Here is the story behind this success.

Like most of you, I grew up expecting to have a fantastic husband, wonderful children, a spacious home, and an exciting career. These were all supposed to “just happen,” as if they were “meant to be.” I went to school, attended church, and made friends, but I didn’t sit down to plan for my future. It wasn’t until I was in my twenties that I decided to take full charge of my life—including marriage.

My father, Jack Bradfield, left New Jersey and came to Miami in 1926, back when nobody bothered to count the horses in town. My mother, Hilda Arechavaleta, arrived a decade later from Havana; they married in October 1941.

I was born in Miami in the late summer of 1942, at the height of World War II. My father was concerned about our safety during the war, and often sent my mother and me back to Cuba.

We had a large family in Havana, where my great-uncle was an ambassador from Cuba to various countries. His children pursued careers in law and medicine, but I planned to follow in his footsteps.

My life was moving ahead idyllically as 1958 came to an end. I prepared myself for high school graduation and attendance at a faraway distant university to study diplomacy. Thoughts of marriage were long off in the future.

Then in 1959, it happened. Castro seized power in Cuba and announced that he was a communist. Neither property nor people were safe. The time for hopes and dreams was over. I had to go to Cuba to help rescue my family. We evaded the gunfire from Castro’s army and eventually made our way to safety.

Our house in Miami was a small one, adequate for my parents and myself. Now we were deluged with uncles, aunts, cousins, and our older relatives. I never knew what sleeping in shifts meant until then. My plans for European travel and foreign study were long dashed. Many of my relatives spoke no English and were still suffering from the shock and horrors of the Castro takeover. I was needed on the home front, so I enrolled at the inexpensive Barry University and went to work nearly full time for the telephone company.

I was twenty when I finished college and began teaching at a high school and adult education programs in Miami. I undertook my graduate studies in Mexico at TecnolÓgico de Monterrey, and my social life began. I started thinking about marriage. I knew that good things wouldn’t happen without effort and planning, but I didn’t yet have the specific skills I needed to plan for marriage. I pondered why many undeserving women (in my opinion) had great guys, and so many deserving women (in my opinion) did not. I wondered:

• Why do women attract men they don’t want?

• Why don’t women attract men they do want?

• Why is it so difficult to meet men?

• Why do men appear to reject marriage?

• What do men really want?

I realized there were many wonderful women who wanted marriage, but it wasn’t happening for them. Worse yet, many of these women were in their thirties and forties. Statistics demonstrated the grim possibility of marriage at their ages, with odds for marriage diminishing each successive year. As these and many other questions about marriage came to mind, I decided to seek the answers.

In 1967, I was teaching Spanish and French in high school, and English and Spanish in adult education programs. One of my evening students in the Spanish-language program was George Kent. He was originally a Jesuit and engineer, and later became a lawyer and psychiatrist. George had a number of Spanish-speaking patients and clients, and asked me to be his translator.

As an attorney, George had a number of female clients who had been left by their husbands after long marriages and were distressed about their prospects. As a psychiatrist, he had a number of patients who were single women and despondent over their marriage chances. As I worked with George, I realized that there was a pattern to these marriage problems. I decided to turn these patterns into a strategy and use them to marry George, with whom I had fallen in love.

I put my plan into effect in September 1968. By Christmas, George had made a commitment to me. We were engaged on Valentine’s Day in 1969 and married that June.

Many of my friends heard about my success with George and asked me to help them. I put together a marriage course for six of them, and they each married about six months after the course ended.

Some four hundred people have completed the course between 1969 and 1979. Every single one of the four hundred was married within four years, and most were married within two. I began to formulate a comprehensive marriage strategy, which was to have two foundations:

1. The marriage strategy must comprehensively address all facets of the marriage process. The marriage strategy, then, begins before the woman meets men for dating, and carries forward through the dating process, the selection process, the wedding process, and beyond, to sustain a happy marriage. I was all too aware that many marriage advice books addressed only one facet of the marriage process, such as meeting men, or wedding planning, but failed to provide the women with the techniques to move from meeting men to the wedding. I sought to fill out that monumental gap.

2. The marriage strategy must be universal, applying to civilized cultures and giving due deference to economic circumstances, religion, and culture. I later had the opportunity to put my marriage techniques into practice with How to Marry the Man of Your Choice in the United States, Canada, Great Britain, Mexico, Brazil, Italy, Ireland, and then in the USSR (before the end of the communist period), and postcommunist Russia. The Czech Republic, Hungary, China, Israel, and Japan came afterward. The need for this material on a global basis was astonishing! How to Marry the Man of Your Choice has been distributed in more than thirty countries. Women, no matter what their culture is, often have difficulty marrying the man of their choice.

My first marriage ended tragically. George’s unexpected death in 1979 sent me into deep mourning for more than a year. Then I decided it was time to start living again and find another great husband—despite the fact that I was almost forty! I began law school in 1980, completed it in 1983, and became an attorney in Florida.

I met Robert Feinschreiber, a renowned tax expert, on December 30, 1981. We married December 30, 1984. Although the marriage process I advocate usually takes two years, it took me three. Why? Well, I didn’t start going out with Robert until more than a year and a half after meeting him.

Of course, I used the marriage strategy again with Robert. He is so smart, he sensed it. Often he would say, “I know you are doing something different; promise me you won’t ever stop.”

Thanks to Robert, you have this book in your hands: He shepherded the material from my technical, psychologically based course materials into a privately published book and then to Warner Books. Robert developed a masterful marketing plan: a husband or your money back. Warner returned just 0.02 percent.

Many major talk shows invited me as a guest, often more than once. I was Oprah Winfrey’s first guest when her Chicago talk show went national! Phil Donahue, Larry King, Geraldo Rivera, Regis Philbin, Montel Williams, Joan Rivers, Sally Jessy Raphael, and Maury Povich are among my other most favorite U.S. interviewers, together with Tom Charrington in Canada, Terry Wogan in the United Kingdom, and Gay Byrne in Ireland. Then there were Spanish-language shows, including Cristina, Sabado Gigante, and Despierta America.

Like many of you, I have multifaceted interests, and do other things in life. I practice law in Florida with Robert, focusing on divorce, wills and probate, and discrimination cases, tax work, and export incentives. We have also been participating in the privatization of economies in countries formerly part of the USSR. The UN sends us on missions. I’ve had the unusual privilege of dining at the Kremlin on various occasions and visiting Russia’s former secret atomic city.

It’s my pleasure to help women all over the world. I hope that this book makes your search for a mate easy and as enjoyable as it should be! The strategies are effective, and a great deal of fun for both the man and the woman. Men will enjoy their dates with you more than ever, and you’ll enjoy your quest. introduction

Look around you, and observe other women. You’ll see women who aren’t as attractive, youthful, slim, bright, educated, or successful as you. But some of these women have men you might want. You may think these women are absolutely undesirable, yet they are married. Why are they married while you’re still single?

How to Marry the Man of Your Choice reveals the secrets behind the success these other women have with men. It will show you the techniques you can use in meeting men, developing relationships, and leading the man of your choice into marriage.

You don’t have to stay single. These strategies will lead you out of the singles jungle and into a happy marriage with the man of your choice. The twelve chapters show you the steps to follow to success.

Finding a mate should be a thrilling adventure. The purpose of How to Marry the Man of Your Choice is to make that adventure easy and successful. The book is designed for all women seeking marriage, including women for whom the marriage process is mysterious or befuddling.

THE PROCESS OF FALLING IN LOVE

How to Marry the Man of Your Choice shows you how the marriage process works and how you can use it to your advantage. I’ll analyze and apply the specific steps in the love process. I’ll show you how to initiate and nurture the relationship with the man you’re seeking for your husband.

The operative phrase in the title of the book is your choice. If the man you’re with is not the man of your choice, move on. Even if your goal is just to increase your dating skills, this book will help.

Love is much more than infatuation. Falling in love is not an endless stream of pleasant experiences. It may surprise you, but the process of falling in love is similar in many ways to the process through which individuals become believers in a religious faith or become patriots to a country. I will examine all aspects of the love process. I’ll show you techniques that will help your fellow fall zealously in love with you.

You will learn strategies based on the principles of psychology, law, psychiatry, religion, and many other professions. These techniques show you how human behavior can be predicted, molded, influenced, and controlled. The book integrates the theories of these behavioral sciences to provide you with advice aimed specifically at leading a desirable man into marriage. If you use these concepts, you should achieve great success with men, and be able to marry the man of your choice.

Use these techniques to facilitate the natural process by which people fall in love. This book is designed for the woman who wants to have a man fall in love with her and marry her, but whose own skills in obtaining the man she wants are inadequate.

If you’re worried that the strategies are clinical and there will be no fun in your quest, be assured that just the opposite is true. You will experience emotional highs from the successes you will achieve.

HOW TO SUCCEED WITH MEN

Doesn’t it seem to you that the bitchy women get the men, and that the women who give true unselfish love lose out? If this is the way you view the world of love, you are viewing it accurately, and I will explain why your perception is correct. Bitchy women succeed with men because they make them believe that they are superior women, and that a man is lucky to have them. You will learn how to make a man feel honored that you love him.

EVALUATING MEN

One of the primary causes for marriage failure is that people do not adequately know the individuals they marry. We meet strangers, which is fine, but we often marry strangers based on assumptions about them we’ve never tested. The result is an invitation to disaster. My techniques are designed to help you get to know the man as he really is. Better a curtailed dating relationship than a broken marriage. The best surprise in marriage is no surprise.

Dating is your opportunity to evaluate your dates and create the bonding that leads to marriage. Don’t spend your date time just having fun. Enjoy being with your fellow, but do this after you evaluate him and the prospects for your future together.

When a man contemplates marriage to a specific woman, he evaluates her as a prospective wife. Don’t be ashamed of evaluating the men you meet as prospective husbands.

You may worry that your evaluation process will be too conscious and rational, but all too often it’s unconscious and irrational, as well as haphazard and incomplete. Sharpen your ability to evaluate men and use your evaluations in selecting the man you want to marry.

It isn’t safe to invest your emotions in a stranger. You would certainly do some checking before you invested large sums with someone you didn’t know. Aren’t your emotions worth at least as much? If so, investigate before you invest.

Don’t waste your emotions on a man until you determine that he’s worthy of you. Never become involved with a man because you feel sorry for him or think you can change him.

Don’t be a closet heterosexual. If you want to meet and marry the man of your choice, you’ve got to go public. Let the world know you like men! Be active, not passive, in your quest.

Marrying a Stranger

Marrying is much more complicated than it used to be. We face different issues than our ancestors did. They did not marry strangers. They most typically came from a small village or farming community and rarely traveled far from home. Community members were inculcated in the same values, and shared the same language, religion, background, and culture. Often families lived in the same area for generation after generation. Even if a bride and groom did not know each other, the families knew each other and could predict a couple’s compatibility.

Few among us would marry a total stranger. Yet some of us marry virtual strangers, those who might lack the commonalities that make a marriage work. We might not know a man’s ingrained values or scruples, including religion, family values, patriotism, goals, zeniths, interpersonal relations, work ethic, and emotional events, unless we probe and verify.

Our ancestors had a narrower field of choice in marriage, with fewer chances to commit errors. With the opportunities we have today, there is a greater probability we’ll make wrong decisions. Thus it’s incumbent on us to learn more about our potential spouses than our ancestors did.

Transportation and communications advances have put us increasingly into contact with strangers. The telephone, automobiles, and the Internet have all increased the likelihood that we’ll meet new people. Your horizons are broader than ever, making it important that you know your prospective spouse better than ever to make a thoughtful and wise choice.

The Myth of the Infinite Universe

Some women act as if there is an infinite universe of eligible men. These women have detailed, specific demands for their ideal mates, as if they were building a home from scratch and had an unlimited supply of funds and patience.

The myth of the infinite universe causes many of us to act carelessly and thoughtlessly. We gave short shrift to the men we meet, believing that more and better men lie ahead. We gave many prospective mates no more thought than we would give to a grain of sand on the beach, treating the supply of prospective mates as infinite.

Beyond Fairy Tales and Fantasies

If you’re old enough to be contemplating marriage, you should be mature enough to put fairy tales and fantasies behind you. Do you really think that all good things will come to you if you wish hard enough or wait long enough? Fairy tales do all of us a disservice because they teach a woman to be passive. Yet all too often, the silly tales of our childhood linger in our minds, especially when it comes to marriage.

Some women believe that men are all frogs waiting to be turned into princes. They think of themselves as Sleeping Beauty, waiting to be found and awakened. They should realize that the man with the glass slipper is just a shoe salesman, and that glass is a dangerous material for slippers.

START WITH YOURSELF

Take charge of your own life, of being all that you want to be, including being happily married to the man of your choice.

Your mind is your best asset, for it can improve with use. Everything else eventually sags, wrinkles, or turns gray. The crucial marriage strategies are mental, not physical. Don’t make marriage decisions with just one part of your body, whether it’s between your legs or behind your ribs. Use your head.

As a starting point, recognize that you are a worthwhile individual. You don’t need anyone, whether man or institution, to validate your self-worth. Don’t let anyone tell you otherwise.

Your self-worth, however, is not self-evident. Don’t expect the world at large, especially the men in it, to recognize how wonderful you are, at least without a little prompting on your part. It’s time for you to take the initiative.

You don’t need marriage to give you a sense of self-worth. Then, you may ask, why marry? Because marriage can be fun and enrich your life. You may be a woman who has everything you want—except a husband.

Why So Much Work? Shouldn’t You Just “Be Yourself”?

As you read this book, you will be asking yourself, Why do I have to expend so much effort? What about the man? Why isn’t he pursuing me? Let’s answer these questions now.

There are significantly more marriageable women than marriageable men. If marriage is a priority in your life and you have passed the age at which the marriage odds are in your favor, you need updated techniques. The odds were greatly in your favor during your teenage years and early twenties, but they increasingly turn against you as you get older. You can’t sit around like a beached whale, waiting for the tides to come in with your bounty. All you’ll get is dead fish and seaweed.

But shouldn’t I just be myself, and act naturally? Yes, be yourself, but be yourself at your best. You may be wonderful, but even you can benefit from greater confidence. You don’t need to change your personality. Instead, improve your skills in dealing with men.

The Gripers

Over the years, How to Marry the Man of Your Choice was well received around the world. I met women across the globe, and the book sold more than a million copies, yet a few women objected to certain precepts in the book. I take seriously any negative comments I heard more than once, and have responded to them.

Complaint 1: “Your marriage techniques require me to put in too much effort. I would never put that much effort into marrying—or doing anything else in my life, for that matter. Can’t you somehow simplify this marriage process?”

My response: Marrying takes a great deal of effort, both in leading your fellow to marriage and in securing a long-term successful relationship. There are no easy solutions to making a marriage work. Don’t seek marriage if you feel it’s not worth the effort you’ll have to put in.

Complaint 2: “Your marrying techniques tell me to change myself. I’m quite fine as I am—close to perfect, in fact. What I need is for men to change, so that they can better meet my needs.”

My response: I’ll help you learn the strategies you’ll need to help your man change his behavior in your favor. You don’t need to change your values or your inner core in your marriage quest.

Complaint 3: “I date to have fun. I enjoy movies and theater. Listening to men talk about themselves isn’t what I call a date. I want to do what I want to do. Your book takes the fun out of dating.”

My response: If you don’t enjoy finding out about your man, or if you consider movies or the theater more important than knowing men, you’re not ready for marriage. You are only playing at a relationship. You, like some men, are dating for reasons other than marriage.

Complaint 4: “You tell me to listen to what men are saying, and then encourage them to talk. But this fellow bores me to tears.”

My response: If he bores you now, think of how much more boring he’ll be later. Move on, quickly. He’s not the man of your choice.

Complaint 5: “Where’s the magic pill, the magic potion? I want to get married now!”

My response: Don’t rush. If your choice is wrong, you may be stuck. There’s no magic pill here. Success in anything requires effort, whether that’s weight loss, schooling, or career. This is true in marriage, too.

Complaint 6: “I want the man to cater to me the way young men used to do. Guys used to chase after me, bring me flowers and more. What’s wrong with guys nowadays anyway?”

My response: Your parents may have raised you to believe that you’re a goddess, but you’ll have to come down to earth before you can soar with your fellow. I’m sorry to tell you this, but the male–female relationship changed after puberty. Pampering ends with adulthood.

Complaint 7: “Why do I need your help in getting married? I can get married at any time, at any place, and with whomever I choose!”

My response: I’m helping you become better at what you do, to enhance your skills and use them in the art and skill of marrying the man of your choice. If you really were successful in all that you do, and you wanted marriage, you’d long ago have been married.

Complaint 8: “Look at me! I’m absolutely gorgeous! I demand expensive restaurants, gifts, and much more. Your book does not help me get the lavish dates that I’m seeking.”

My response: Seeking to become a trophy wife is risky, because you can easily be replaced by next year’s model. I’m helping real women seeking real marriage instead.

A very few men objected to the underlying premise of this book, which is that women have a choice: Women have the right to marry or not, and they have the choice of whom they marry. These objectors would deny women such choices and treat them as chattel. Better eliminate these men quickly from your dating pool!

What Do You Offer a Man?

Ask a woman what she wants in a man, and she is likely to have specific answers. She may want a tall, handsome, youthful, intelligent, rich, witty, respectful, capable, educated man of a particular background. Ask the same woman what she can offer him in exchange, and her answer is usually, “Me.”

“Me” is a poor, unspecific answer. The woman must evaluate herself against her competitors. To be successful with her man, she must know what she has to offer and be able to communicate it to the man.

If you are still thinking, I just want to be me! consider what happens when you go into a restaurant and order a cup of coffee. You don’t expect it to be free because “This cup of coffee is for me!” If you know that “me” is not going to get you a free cup of coffee, why would it get you a mate? Being yourself, and doing nothing more, isn’t going to get you anything in life, especially the mate you desire.

A Few Words About Manipulation

This book examines the techniques of manipulation. You will learn how to manipulate others, and how to prevent others from manipulating you without your knowledge. But, you ask, Isn’t manipulation bad?

Manipulation is all around us. We are manipulated by our parents, loved ones, teachers, churches, advertisers, bosses, government, and others. Sometimes we’re manipulated for our own good, as is the case, for instance, with wearing seat belts. Even here, there are many facets to the manipulation: The name seat belts was changed to safety belts, laws impose fines for not buckling up, and public-service announcements educate us. The techniques described in this book are benign manipulation, much like the incentives to use seat belts or the star your teacher put on your paper to encourage you to keep up the good work.

At numerous points throughout this book, I urge you to remain silent and encourage the man to talk. This is not meekness or coyness, but an important manipulative principle. The person who listens first and speaks second has the advantage because she knows what the first person has said and can respond accordingly. Let others call this manipulation if they like. If the word bothers you, just call it common sense.

Hot and Calculating

The strategies you will learn are rational and analytical. I’m not teaching you how to lust after someone, to swoon, or to make your heart palpitate with excitement. These emotions are an important facet of a relationship, but I hope and assume that you already have them, or can recognize them when you feel them.

I don’t want you to diminish your emotions, or put them aside. Reason and logic alone are not sufficient motivation for marrying someone, but emotion alone shouldn’t be sufficient, either.

Use both your head and your heart in accepting or rejecting someone for marriage. Reason and emotion should both say yes before you proceed to the altar.

These marriage strategies are not cold and calculating; they are hot and calculating. Passion and logic are both essential.

How Important Is Popularity?

Are you striving to be popular with men? Do you believe that popularity will make you more marriageable? If so, pause and reevaluate your strategy.

Don’t try to please everyone, for you may end up then pleasing no one. Don’t try to be all things to all people. You are seeking that one special person, not running for office.

Women, remember that you are more selective than the marines. They’re looking for a few good men, but you’re looking for just one.

Take the Initiative

How to Marry the Man of Your Choice is designed only for women who want to take charge of their future when it comes to marriage. Take this simple quiz:

1. If you wanted to succeed in drama, you would:

a. Wait to be discovered.

b. Take drama lessons.

2. If you had money to invest, you would:

a. Buy lottery tickets.

b. Invest in stocks, bonds, or real estate.

3. If you wanted to become wealthy, you would:

a. Wish for a windfall.

b. Put your ideas to work.

4. If you wanted to be president, you would:

a. Hope to he sought out.

b. Enter politics.

5. If you wanted marriage, you would:

a. Expect to find a husband on your doorstep.

b. Look for a man to marry.

Examine your answers to these five questions. If you’ve marked b’s rather than a’s, you would have taken drama lessons if you wanted to succeed in drama, invested if you could in stocks, bonds, or real estate, put your ideas to work if you wanted to become wealthy, entered politics if you wanted to be president, and looked for a man who would be your husband if you wanted marriage.

If your answers are predominantly a’s, not b’s, however, do us both a favor and don’t buy this book. You may very well wind up sitting at home alone on Saturday night, waiting for magic to happen while others who have less to offer are pursuing and catching someone who could be suitable for you.

Forget the old myth that you can’t find love when you’re looking for it. The key is to know where and how to look. Many women have come to believe this myth after getting all dressed up for a social event and meeting no one, and then meeting a man when they’re wearing nothing more than jeans and a T-shirt. Yes, this happens, but it does not mean you shouldn’t look for love. It simply means you must learn to look differently. You can look for love—and find it. Love is too important to be left to happenstance.

Why not make your life as pleasurable as possible? Your goal should be to move toward pleasure and away from pain. The amount of pleasure you receive will be your mark of success. If you would enjoy having a husband, don’t let anyone deter you from this pleasure.

USING THE MATERIAL

You are going to attract many men using the How to Marry the Man of Your Choice marriage strategy. Continue the strategy only on the man you want. This book is not meant to turn you into a heartbreaker; it’s intended to minimize the risk of someone breaking your heart.

These techniques are powerful. Be sure you want the man before you lead him into marriage. If you apply all the techniques to a man you don’t want, you may find that you’ve painted yourself into a corner!

These strategies are designed for women of all ages (eighteen and older) who can use them consistently. You don’t need to be physically perfect to use these methods, but you do need to be psychologically healthy. Of course, make sure the man you select is psychologically healthy, too.

Evaluate the methods and strategies, if any, that you now use with men. As you learn this book’s techniques and achieve your marriage potential, you’ll find yourself changing your behavior with men. Make note of these changes, for they are important to your further development.

For maximum benefits to you, read How to Marry the Man of Your Choice with an open mind. Let it imprint its ideas on you without objections, at least until you have completed your training. If you need proof that the material is valid and effective, don’t fight the ideas—test them! But be sure to apply your test correctly. There’s usually a large gap between what men do and what they say they do, so be wary of believing in surveys of male attitudes. Go by behavior instead.

You need to recognize when you are succeeding, especially when the man’s behavior is fluctuating. You need to know the reasons for praising and criticizing a man. You need courage and guidance to discuss your self-esteem and importance to him.

If you review this material often, and you practice what you read, you should become increasingly successful with men. Whenever you achieve some success with a concept, review the material. You may discover a subconcept that you have overlooked or ignored. Continue to apply these concepts as you reach new heights in your relationships with men. You can develop a zest for winning in your manhunt.

Use Your Time Wisely

Choosing a man for marriage requires considerable effort. To marry well, you need to make good use of your time and your abilities. Since you cannot sift men through giant colanders, you must sift them through your life by learning about them. Then you can pick and choose the best. It’s all about choice. That’s the essence of freedom.

It is impractical, impossible, and injurious to your health and wealth to entertain all the men you meet with the traditional routines of food and drink, sex and sweets. Besides, this is the most unlikely way to find and marry the man of your choice.

Don’t ignore the selection process and rush into marriage. An unrestrained pursuit of wedlock may lead to a faster marriage, but after the excitement is over, you may realize that with a little patience you could have chosen more wisely. If you are serious about marriage and you apply the techniques of this book in a consistent manner, it should take you less than two years to meet and marry the man of your choice.

Apply the chapters in order. Chapter 1 teaches you about men, and chapter 2 shows you how to attract them. Chapter 3 tells you how and where you can meet men, and chapter 4 helps you get more out of dating. Chapter 5 tells you how to interview a man for the job of husband before you audition for the job of wife. Then, if you encourage a man to keep on talking and tell you the events in his life that have emotional meaning, he will talk his way into love with you. Chapter 6 explores the specifics.

You didn’t tell all those strange men you met the intimacies of your life, but what do you say to the man you do want? Chapter 7 gives you the advice you need to help you enhance your self-esteem and present yourself in a more positive manner.
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
